India has been a destination for pilgrims for thousands of years, with sites spread across the country from Kanyakumari in the
south to Badrinath, Kedarnath, and Amarnath in the Himalayas.

Definition of Pilgrimage

Travelling to an important location considered sacred in a religion or belief system is called a pilgrimage. In Indig, these
journeys are known as tirthayatrds, and the pilgrims are called tirthayatris.

Sacred Places in Buddhism

In Buddhism, places visited by the Buddha or where his relics are kept are considered sacred. Two important stupas in India
are:

e Mahabodhi Stpa in Bodh Gaya, Bihar — where Buddha attained enlightenment.
e Great StUpa in Sanchi, Madhya Pradesh — a relic stupa containing important remains.

Sacred Geography in India

Rivers and Sangams (Confluence of Rivers)

Rivers have been revered in India since the Vedic era. The Rigveda contains hymns invoking 19 important rivers.

Water-related ceremonies and pilgrimages to river origins and confluences are common. Rivers like the Ganga and Yamuna
are respectfully called ‘Ganga ji' and 'Yamuna ji'

The Kumbh Mela is a major religious festival held every 12 years at four locations where drops of divine nectar fell according to
legend: Haridwar, Prayagraj, Nashik, and Ujjain.

Kumbh Mela

The Kumbh Mela originates in the legend of amrita manthana.
The devas and asuras (i.e., more or less, gods and demons),
traditional enemies, for once joined forces in churning the cosmic
ocean to extract amrita, the divine nectar that would give them
immortality. To prevent the asuras from getting the amrita,
Vishnu, in the form of Mohini, a beautiful lady, snatched the
pitcher or kumbha which contained the amrita. In the process,

a few drops fell over four places—Haridwar, Prayagraj, Nashik,
and Ujjain. These are the places where the Kumbh Mela has been
held, and a dip in the rivers there during a prescribed period is
considered most auspicious.

Pilgrimage and Trade

A significant trade route that connected the Subcontinent’s northwest and east was the Uttarapatha; the
| Dakshinapatha ran from Kaushambi to Pratishthana (Paithan) via Ujjayini (Ujjain).
