FCC ANSWERS HAM DEMANDS
FOR MORE ENFORCEMENT and
NO QRM
by N8JR & K8DWZ
Reprinted with permission from the
GEARVAKT( (the f is dient) Bulletin.
Many amateurs have complained
bitterly about conditionson theham bands
from poor operating techniques, inten-
tiona jamming and interference, and a
general lack of good manners. Theseprob-
lemshave upset veteran amateursso much
that many have quit operating. the FCC's
answer has usually been that it lacks the
funding for effective enforcement. Like
other federal agancies, the FCC has been
under pressure to reduce costs and sdll its
assetsto the highest bidders. But the ama-
teurs' concernshavenot fallenondeef ears
a the FCC in Washington or at League
Hg. Extending its successful drive to be-
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come a self-supporting agency by selling
frequency all ocationsto commercial inter-
ests, the FCC now proposesto establish a
system of frequency usefeesfor the Ama-
teur Radio Service to finance these goals.
The FCC has adopted an innovative plan,
called the Maxband Access, that will help
meet its goals. Under Maxband Access,
hams will support FCC enforcement by
simply making band reservations for the
desired operation frequency, time, and
date, and then pay a low, mileage-based
access fee. Under the fee schedule, 40
meter, 80 meter, and 160 meter timewould
be billed a arate of 10 cents per minute
(you can talk further on those bands). Ten
and six meters would be only 5 cents per
minute, since they are less dependable
(except for band openings). In that case,
when international QSO'’s are possible,
DXerswould pay 30 centsaminute. Two
meter repeater QSO swould be8 centsper
minute, but smplex QSO’s only anickel.
Higher VHF bands would be free to en-
courage greater utilization. The proposed
fee schedulewould
cut ratesby 50%for

those under age 16.
Holdersof 1x2calls
who qualify by vir-
tueof age(over 65),
or experience (li-
censed for at least
25years) would get
a 10% rate reduc-
tion. The Commis-
sionisaso consid-
ering a proposd to
st aside a certain
number or frequen-
cies for those on
public assistance
who may want to

become amateurs.

Here' s how the Maxband Access
plan might work for an average QSO. For
example, let's say that WBAAA in Ohio
wantsto work hisfriend W6BBB in Cali-
fornia, Friday eveningat 2300Z. By check-
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ing propagation, he believesthe best band
will be 20 meters. So he dias up the FCC
Maxband Access web site on the Internet
and checks the propagation tables. Find-
ing that on that particular evening 40
meters, not 20, will actually be better, he
checks the reservations on hand for 40
meters at 2300Z. There he sees an open
spot at 7253.4 for 35 minutes. He then
entershis call and FCC hilling code num-
ber (which will be assigned to each ama-
teur) and reserves the band position. At
2300Z, he cals W6BBB and the QSO
takes place without interference or any
other problems. Imagine! No QRM at al!
We can get rid of those big power ampli-
fiers,whilewesaveour nervesand hearing
at the same time. Isn't that fantastic?
Specia fee schedules and rules
will beestablishedfor ragchew roundtables,
Field Day, recognized contests, and other
specid events operations. No feeswill be
charged for bona fide, FCC-approved
emergencies, or for drills such as SETS,
wegther nets, and traffic netsWhenever
possible, however, common emergencies
should be scheduled in advance. The FCC
intends to come down hard on those who
insist on violating the rules. Pending the
approva of the fee schedule, the FCC is
planning to re-open five new monitoring
stationsprevioudly closed downfor budget
reasons. Thiswill mean the hiring of more
than 100 new radio inspectors to monitor
amateur operations. Pendlties for tuning
up on another ham’s reserved frequency
will be$50for thefirst offence, $100for the
second, and the loss of Maxband Access
rivilegesfor repeatedviolations.Accidental
interferencewil befreeof finesfor thefirst
five offences in any calender year, and
then will be $5 per offense. After that, up
toalimit of 10 offensesat $10 per offense.
Offenses above that limit will be consid-
ered deliberate and subject to greater fines
or license suspensions. Thosewho engage
in deliberate, willful, and malicious inter-
ference (such assometwenty meter opera-
tors and those interfering with repeaters)

could be fined up to $10,000 and impris-
oned for up to five years, and even lose
their licenses! The Commission believes
these modest fees will not impact most
amateurs, and will help improve the en-
forcement process. Both the League and
the Commission, while till differing on
somesmall issues, believethat making the
Amateur Radio Service sdlf-supporting is
the answer to future growth, and to pre-
serving the viability of our service.

Editor: This is a story that has been
circulating for years. It'sfroma hamthat
had to clarify an accident to hisinsurance
company. | have some extra space, so
enjoy it again if you've already read it..

I’'m writing in response to your re-
quest for additional information for Block
Number 3of theAccident Reporting Form.
| put “poor planning” as the cause of my
accident. You said in your letter | should
explain more fully, and | trust the follow-
ing details will be sufficient.

“1 aman amateur radio operator and
on the day of the accident | was working
aone on the top section of my new 80'
tower. When | had completed my work, |
discovered that | had, over the course of
several trips up the tower, brought up
about 300 Ibs. of tools and hardware.
Rather than carry the now un-needed tools
and materials down by hand, | decided to
lower the items down in asmall barrel by
using a pulley, which fortunately was at-
tached to the gin pole at the top of the
tower.” “ Securingtheropeat groundlevel,
| went tothetop of thetower andloaded the
tools and materialsinto the barrel; | went
back to the ground and untied the rope
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holdingit tightly toinsureasow desent of
the 300 Ibs. of tools.

Y ou will notein Block Number 11
of the Accident Reporting Form, | weigh
only 155Ibs.” “Duetomy surpriseat being
jerked off theground sosuddenly, | lost my
presenceof mindandforgot tolet go of the
rope. Needless to say, | proceeded a a
rather rapid rate of speed up theside of the
tower. Inthevicinity of the40' level, | met
the barrel coming down; this explains the
fractured skull and broken collarbone.
Slowed only dightly, | continued my rapid
ascent, not stopping until thefingersof my
right hand weretwoknucklesdeepintothe
pulley.” “Fortunately, by thistime, | had
regained my presence of mind and was
able to hold on to the rope in spite of the
pain.

At approximately the same time,
however, the barrdl of toolshit the ground
and the bottom fell out of the barrel. De-
