COMPONENT TWO: BEHIND-THE-SCENES AWARD DAY

their use for the Awards Showcase on Thursday, May 28, 2026.

Director and/or Production Team Participation

Each school with Behind-the-Scenes Award student(s) may send up to 2 school personnel, such as the
director and an additional member of the production team, to Behind-the-Scenes Awards Day. Due to
space limitations, select activities may be open to students only. At minimum, school personnel will be
able to participate in the dinner components with students.

RSVP Instructions

To RSVP on behalf of their school, directors should fill out the “BTS Day tab” included within their
school’s Participation Form, due by Friday, May 8, 2026 at 4 PM. This includes the name of any
participating students, attending adults, dietary restrictions, etc.

COMPONENT THREE: HONORED MOMENT DURING AWARDS SHOWCASE
Behind-the-Scenes Awards track participants are invited to return to the Des Moines Civic Center and to
participate in the 2026 Awards Showcase.

Participants will be invited on stage to be recognized as a group during the Awards Showcase. Recipients
call time is 1:30 PM and all will participate in the Dress Rehearsal. Participants will be required to stay at
the Civic Center until the end of Showcase. They will be provided with dinner. Please see page 17 for
more information on Call Times and Meals.

When not on stage, students will have a seat in the theater to watch as much of the Awards Showcase as
possible. Students participating in the honored moment during the showcase must be confirmed in the
student ticket listing on your Participation Form, due Friday, May 8, for a ticket to be set aside for their
use.
