Prices will range from $23.00 to $213.00 with a select number of premium seats available from 
$203.00 for all performances.  There will be a lottery for 40 $10 seats for all performances. 
Details will be announced closer to the engagement. There is a maximum purchase limit of 8 
tickets per account for the engagement.
