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IntroductionThe District
Kayonza is a district located in Eastern Province, Rwanda. Its capital is Mukarange. The population of Kayonza District is projected to 344,157 people in 2012, living in 12 Sectors; 
Gahini, Kabare, Kabarondo, Mukarange, Murama, Murundi, Mwiri, Ndego, Nyamirama, Rukara, Ruramira, and Rwinkwavu., and 50 Cells and 421 Villages.
Kayonza is the home of Akagera National Park, a popular tourist destination for safaris, and also a district whereby a beautiful Lake Muhazi is located.



Association Mwana Ukundwa (A.M.U), through expanding efforts to vulnerable children, started supporting in Kayonza District in 2015.

· Contribution to stop new HIV infections through supporting Clubs anti-SIDA to conduct awareness campaigns in schools, churches and communities and through strengthening strengthen the socio-economic position of women and children living with HIV. 
· Contribution to poverty alleviation through  formation and support transformative Self-Help Groups (SHGs) for caregivers 
Spiritual transformation  cross-cutting in all the 4 objectives

	After getting scholastic materials, now the children study better, and italsohelped their parents because it was not easy for them to get the school materials.

	A.M.U-Kayonza facilitate dlibraries in communities and ECDs especially in Bwizacell, where A.M.U supported 6 ECDs in the same area by training the facilitators and provided library materials such books and different tool kits 
	Before A.M.U-Kayonza started helping ECDs, it was very difficult, because there were no equipment for ECDs, but now they are working well, and the sector of Mukarange thanks A.M.U-Kayonza for that work. 
Also the A.M.U library continues to help children who attend and this is reflected in their grades at school, you see that their  grades go up from semester to semester. This is because they are helped by reading books, and learning different things including languages, sciences, computers, etc.

	A.M.U-Kayonzahas done everything possible to help children with different talents. So far there are children who play soccer, children who dance different dances (traditional, modern dances), children who speak poetry, and others who are talented in art.
	A part of improving their talents, this program also helped  the children to love each, which helped them learn to live well at a youngage. Moreover, there are children due to the talents they have shown in playing football, theywere able to find good institutions to study, and others found teams that pay them (even though they have not reached the level we want).

	Two support groups were organized ; one in the 
	The children who participated were taught ;
· How to take medecine (ARVs) properly
· Hygiene, and
· Cultivating kitchen garden.
This will help them to behealthy, and to have a healthydiet.

	Activity 2.3
	Support and train young girls whohad been te victims of (S)GBV and gave birth at earlyage (unwantedpregnancies) on tailoring.
	In partnership with the District of Kayonza, A.M.U-Kayonza helped 30 Teen-mothers, where they were taught the vocational training (Sewing) for 10 months. 
	These young girls (Teen-mothers), afte rbeing taught sewing, now they have capacity to go to the labor market and earn money. 
They were given different skills, where they were taught to save and work in development teams. They were divided into groups (of 3), and each group when they finished was given a sewing machine ; they were also given breeding animals to help them develop. In cooperation with the local government, we will continue to help them. 
Also, in the ten months they have been in A.M.U-Kayonza, they have testimonies  . some of themwerebaptized. As A.M.U-Kayonza, wewillstay close to them.


	Activity 2.4
	Support the most vulnerabl echildren in the program with basic needs and case management, mainly children with disabilities and infected by HIV/AIDS.
	A.M.U-Kayonza helped 3 children with disabilities to betreated, where 2 children received prostheses , and one under went surgery. 
Other children were have been helped in various problems where they werevisited by staff and facilitators whotake care of them day by day.

	After getting prosthesis, they now very happy, they can walk for a long distance, which has helped them to keep up with their school.
