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• Determine where the finished wall location will be. This measurement
   is very important!  Please follow the minimum and maximum distances
   as indicted on both PLASTER GUARDS (1 & 1a).

• Secure WALL VALVE BOX (2) with mounting screws
   (not provided) to cross brace of wall structure at
   determine height.

• Connect HOT water supply to left VALVE inlet and COLD water
   supply to right VALVE inlet. Use pipe sealant or Teflon tape for
   all threaded connections. Do not make sweat connections directly
   to valve body.

• Pull off PLASTER GUARD (1) and make sure valve is in the
   down “off” position.

• Turn hot and cold supplies on and check fitting connections for leaks.

• Replace PLASTER GUARD (1).

• Complete all wall construction.

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INSTALL WALL SPOUT

• Remove BACKING (1) from GASKET SEAL (2)
   and apply GASKET SEAL (2) to the back of the
   HANDLE ESCUTCHEON (3).

• Push HANDLE ESCUTCHEON (3) over HANDLE BASE (4)
   until flush against finished wall.

• Install HANDLE (5) onto VALVE STEM (6) and tighten
   SET SCREW (7) with 2.5mm HEX WRENCH (8) supplied.

• Install PLUG BUTTON (9).

INSTALL HANDLE

• Remove the two PLASTER GUARDS (1, 2) if not alreadey removed.
   Remove BACKING (3) from GASKET SEAL (4) and apply GASKET SEAL (4) to the back of the SPOUT ESCUTCHEON (5). Fig. A

• Align MOUNTING SCREWS (6) and SPOUT ADAPTER (7) and install into SPOUT ESCUTCHEON (8). Fig. B

• Apply a small amount of grease to O-RINGS (9) on SPOUT ADAPTER (7). Push SPOUT ADAPTER (7)
   into WALL VALVE (10). Tighten MOUNTING SCREWS (6) with HEX WRENCH (11) supplied. Fig. C

• Align SPOUT PIN (12) at the back of the SPOUT (13) with bottom hole in the SPOUT ESCUTCHEON (8).
   Tighten two SET SCREWS (14) at the bottom of the SPOUT (13). Fig. D

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• To remove or replace cartidge:
    — Turn valve to OFF position.
    — Pull out PLUG BUTTON (1) and loosen HANDLE SCREW (2).  
    — Pull off HANDLE (3).

    —  Unthread and remove CARTRIDGE NUT (4)  with CARTRIDGE RING  
NUT KEY (8). For Polished Chrome

    —  Pull CARTRIDGE COVER (10) off and unthread CARTRIDGE  
RING NUT (9). For Brushed Nickel and Matte Black

    —  Pull out CARTRIDGE (5). Inspect CARTRIDGE (5) and  
O-RINGS (6) for debris and  clean if necessary.

    — Clean MANIFOLD (7) and rinse clean.
    — Reinstall CARTRIDGE (5) and O-RINGS (6) onto MANIFOLD (7).

    —  Reinstall CARTRIDGE NUT (4), CARTRIDGE RING  
NUT KEY (9) and HANDLE ASSEMBLY (3).  
For Polished Chrome

    —  Reinstall CARTRIDGE RING NUT (9), CARTRIDGE  
COVER (10) and HANDLE ASSEMBLY (3).   
For Brushed Nickel and Matte Black

•  If spout drips, operate handle several times from OFF to ON  
and  HOT to COLD position. Do not force handle.

ADJUST HOT LIMIT SAFETY STOP
By restricting HANDLE rotation and limiting the amount of  
hot water allowed to mix with the cold, the HOT LIMIT SAFETY  
STOP (11) reduces risk of accidental scalding. To lower the  
maximum hot water temperature of your faucet, all you need to
do is adjust the setting on the HOT LIMIT SAFETY STOP (11).  
Note: The HOT LIMIT SAFETY STOP (11) is set at the maximum  
hot temperature setting from the factory. Fig. A.

To adjust HOT LIMIT SAFETY STOP:
    • Remove HANDLE ASSEMBLY (3) and CARTRIDGE NUT (4).
    • Pull out CARTRIDGE (5).
    • Pull off the HOT LIMIT SAFETY STOP (11).
    •  Rotate the HOT LIMIT SAFETY STOP (11) counter-clockwise for  

a hotter mix or clockwise for a colder mix. Replace the HOT LIMIT SAFETY STOP (11). Fig. B & C.
    •  Reinstall CARTRIDGE (5), CARTRIDGE NUT (4) and HANDLE ASSEMBLY (3).
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Replace the “YYY” with
appropriate finish code
