C. If mounting the faucet to a stainless steel rim, an under-mount support, (e.g. wood, appropriate size x
[/2" thick), should be utilized.

|. Drill hole in mounting surface. Recommended deck hole @1.350”not to exceed @1.562”.

2. Place O-ring (2) on underside of BODY/ESCUTCHEON (). See Figure la.

3. Insert Hoses through hole in mounting surface. DO NOT remove the HOSE (6) from SPOUT (4).
See Figure 2. Secure into place with MOUNTING KIT (3). See Figure I.

4. Attach hot/cold spout supply directly to valves in the wall. See Figure 3.

5. Attach WEIGHT (9) to HOSE (6) in the appropriate area shown, on the upward swing toward the
SPRAYHEAD (5), in order to provide proper pull to the hose. See Figure 5.

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7A. Place a bucket below the OUTLET (8) and move the faucet handle to the open mixed position. See
Figure 4a. Note: turn on the faucet by pulling the lever away from the faucet.

7B. In order to flush debris from the supply lines and prevent clogs inside the pulldown hose and spray
head: Hold the bucket underneath the OUTLET (8), while slowly opening the supply stops to flush the
lines. See Figure 4b.

7C. Return faucet handle to the off position, and carefully remove the bucket of water.

8. Connect HOSE (6) to the OUTLET (8). See Figure 5. Attach CLIP (7) to the connection between the

HOSE (6) and OUTLET (8). See Figure 5a.
