Content Reminder

For all the content | can make, the one thing | always forget to do is continue sharing it past it's launch date.

While there are automation tools that allow you to automatically Tweet RSS feeds or schedule recurring content,
it's not quite the same as putting together a hand crafted update, also those solutions are typically pretty
expensive.

What does this do?

Content Reminder is a relatively simple script that aggregates different sources of content links, piles them all
together, shuffles them, then using a GitHub Action workflow, sends you an email at the frequency you choose
with a new suggested link to share.
