When asked to define giving, Anne said: “My
mother used to say the best way to find you
is to lose yourself by focusing on the needs of
others rather than on oneself.” So, giving has
always been an important family value, which
in childhood was reinforced by the community
experience of surviving The Depression. Anne
was proud to be a supporter of FST.
