ROSE 
You always tell me when you 're goin' out - 
 
RALPH 
So I forgot. 
 
ROSE 
My heart almost stopped. 
 
RALPH 
Madonn. 
 
ROSE 
I'm sorry for worrying about you. I'm just happy you're not dead 
in a gutter. 
 
RALPH 
I'm happy about that, too. How' d you find me? 
 
ROSE 
Annette told me she saw you come this way. 
 
RALPH 
Annette's got a big mouth. 
 
ROSE 
Don't talk like that, she's a good friend. 
 
RALPH 
She's a good friend with a big mouth. 
 
ROSE 
She saw you walk into the park – 
 



RALPH 
Okay, so I walked into the park. 
 
ROSE 
What is this place? 
 
RALPH 
What does it look like? 
 
ROSE 
There are a lot of dogs. 
 
RALPH 
It's a little park for dogs. 
 
ROSE 
It's filthy. 
 
RALPH 
It's for dogs! 
 
ROSE 
So what're you doing here? 
 
RALPH 
What? I can't be here? 
 
ROSE 
You don't have a dog. 
 
RALPH 
Can't a man just sit somewhere? 
 
ROSE 
You don't have a dog. 
 
 



RALPH 
I'm fine, Rose, go home. I'll see you later. 
 
ROSE 
You still haven't answered my question – 
 
RALPH 
What do you want from me, Rose? 
 
ROSE
