Angles may require tuning, slider on shaft may require replacement,
shafts may need to be lengthened or trued, and U-joints may need to be replaced.

Verify clearance between exhaust and brake lines, fuel lines, fuel tank, floor boards and wiring harness. Check steering gear for clearance.
Test and inspect brake system.

2. Perform steering sweep to ensure front brake hoses have adequate slack and do not contact any rotating, mobile or heated members.
Inspect rear brake hoses at full extension for adequate slack. Failure to perform hose check/ replacement may result in component failure.
Longer replacement hoses, if needed can be purchased from a local parts supplier.

3. Perform head light check and adjustment.

4. Re-torque all fasteners after 500 miles. Always inspect fasteners and components during routine servicing.

1. Park the vehicle on a clean, flat surface and block the rear wheels for safety.

2. Disconnect the track bar from the driver’s side frame bracket. Retain hardware.

3. Remove the five bolts mounting the track bar bracket to the frame and remove the bracket from the vehicle.

4. Install the new bracket in the vehicle using the five original mounting holes and hardware. Torque mounting hardware to 129 ft-Ibs.

5. Swing the track bar up into the bracket and attach with the original bolt and nut in conjunction with the provided rectangle cam washers.

Kit #123010/123412 Only: If installing on a vehicle with 6” of lift, offset the holes in the cams closer to the
passenger’s side. If installing on a vehicle with 4" of lift, offset the holes in the cams closer to the driver’s side.

Kit #123802 Only: The offset washers allow for the axle position to be fine-tuned on vehicles with 8" of lift. Put
the washers in the position that best centers the front axle under the vehicle.
