4. To properly perform installation, you must use two (2) large C-clamps or a large vise to contain the elastic potential energy in a leaf spring 
when the center bolt is removed.

5. Remove the distributor cap to avoid damage.

6. Place a jack under the transfer case crossmember and remove the frame to cross member bolts.

7. Carefully lower the transfer case so the crossmember is about 1” below the frame on both sides.

8. Install the supplied transfer case spacers between the crossmember and frame. Install the new bolts and nuts supplied and tighten to 
specification.

9. Install the distributor cap.

10. Inspect the fasteners for tightness periodically.
