NEW YORK – The Shetland Sheepdog “Conrad” of Bella Vista, California, handled by 
owner Tyler Crady and also owned by Deborah Sirdofsky, Guy Okada, and Debi Tario, 
won the Herding Group under Judge Shirley Limoges at the 144th Annual Westminster 
Kennel Club Dog Show in New York City on February 10, 2020.  
 
Conrad, a 6-year-old male, officially known as GCHP Syringa-Akadia The Corsair, bred 
by Deborah Sirdofsky and Shannalee Waller-Michalsky, took top honors in a field of 31 
Best of Breed winners, comprising the Herding Group. Westminster reached its 
conformation entry limit of 2,500 dogs, with three days of Best of Breed competition 
Feb. 9-11 held at Pier 94, and Group and Best in Show competition held at Madison 
Square Garden.
