Frequently Asked Questions:

e What is the range of Anchor Audio Bluetooth?
- Just stay within in 100 feet (line of sight) of your Sound System and you should be fine!

e What kind of modes can my phone be in that allow the Bluetooth connection to still work?
- Bluetooth will work in modes such as Airplane mode and Do Not Disturb (or the equivalent). Just be sure to still have your Bluetooth setting turned on. To simplify the process, put
your phone in the desired mode first, and then secure the Bluetooth connection, as moving into Airplane mode may cause disconnection.

o What about phone calls?
- Incoming and outgoing calls may pause the audio siream. The audio from the call should not be transmitted via Bluetooth. To aveid interrupting audio, set device in Airplane mode,
then enable Bluetooth, ensure your connected, and you should not encounter any interruptions in your audio stream.

e My Sound System is auto-connecting fo a device, but I don’t know which one. Can | disconnect directly from the Sound System?
—Yes! If your unit is auto-connecting to a device that you cannot identify (because for example, your in a room with other people who have connected to the unit in the past), you may
need to manually disconnect that pair from the Sound System itself.
