Warning Indicator

The WARNING indicator shows the state of the function which protects the projector. Check the state of the WARNING

indicator and the POWER indicator to take proper maintenance.

The projector is shut down and the WARNING indicator is flashing red

Cleaning the Air Filters

Air filters prevent dust from accumulating on the surface of the optical elements inside the projector. Should the air filters
become clogged with dust particles, it will reduce cooling fans’ effectiveness and may result in internal heat build up and
adversely affect the life of the projector. Clean the air filters following the steps below.

Turn off the projector, and disconnect the AC power cord from
the AC outlet.

Turn the projector upside down and remove the air filters by
pulling the latches upward.

Clean the air filters with a brush or rinse them softly.
When cleaning the air filters by rinsing, dry them well. Replace

the air filters properly. Make sure that the air filters are fully
inserted.

CAUTION
& Do not operate the projector with the air filters removed.

Dust may accumulate on the LCD panel and the projection
mirror degrading picture quality.

Do not put small parts into the air intake vents. It may
result in malfunction of the projector.

RECOMMENDATION

Air Filter
Pull up and remove.

We recommend avoiding dusty/smoky environments when operating the projector. Usage in these environments
may cause poor image quality.

When using under dusty or smoky conditions, dust may accumulate on a lens, LCD panels, or optical elements inside the

projector. This condition may degrade the quality of a projected image.

When the above symptoms are noticed, contact your authorized dealer or service station for proper cleaning.

Cleaning the Projection Lens

Follow these steps to clean the projection lens.

Image is out of focus. - Adjust focus of the projector.
— Provide proper distance between the projector and the projection screen. (See page 16.)
— Check the projection lens to see if it needs cleaning. (See page 44.)
— Moving the projector from a cool temperature location to a warm temperature location
may result in moisture condensation on the projection lens. In such an event, leave the
projector OFF and wait until condensation disappears.

No image — Check the connection between your computer or video equipment and the projector.

— See if the input signal is correctly output from your computer. Some laptop computers
may need changing the setting for monitor output when you are connecting a laptop
computer. See your computer’'s owner’s manual for setting.

— It takes about 30 seconds to display an image after turning on the projector.

— See if the selected system is corresponding with your computer or video equipment.
— Select correct input source once again through menu operation.

— Make sure the temperature is not out of the Operating Temperature (5°C ~ 35°C).

Appendix

USB Key Lock Function (This is optional function. Optionally supplied USB Key needed.)

By using optionally supplied Projector USB Key, operation of the projector can be restricted by the projector owner. Once
the projector is locked with the USB Key, only the owner who has key can operate the projector.

Key registration

Before using the USB key, you must register USB key into the
projector.

Turn the projector ON and connect the USB Key to the USB
terminal located on the rear of the projector. (See ltem @ on
page10)

A USB key icon (A) will appear on screen and the USB Key
connected to the terminal will be automatically registered into
the projector. (Do not disconnect the USB Key while the icon
is displayed on screen.

If you like to have another USB key registered, follow the
procedure below:

1) Connect first key to the USB terminal on the projector.

2) Press the Menu button and On-Screen Menu will appear.
Press the Point Left/Right button to move the red frame
pointer to the Setting menu icon.

3) Press the Point Down button to move the red frame
pointer to the USB Key Lock icon, then press the SELECT
button. USB Key Lock menu will appear.

4) Press the SELECT button again and USB Key registration
menu (B) will appear.

5) Select "Registration" with Point Up/Down button and press
the SELECT button. A USB key icon (C) will appear. For
about 30 seconds while the USB key icon is on screen,
remove the first registered USB Key from the projector
and connect another USB Key which you wish to register
as second key to the projector. After that, OK icon (D) will
appear for a little while to make sure the USB Key is
registered.

Up to two keys can be registered into the projector. If you
attempt to register third key, an X mark (E) will be displayed to
prohibit the registration.

With the USB Key plugged in, select "DELETE (USB plugged
in)" from the USB Key registration menu (B) and press the
SELECT button.
