Assembling/ disassembling procedure for the AC adapter

- The micro USB terminal of the VP receiver is for power supply only and other USB devices cannot be
connected. Use the supplied AC adapter to supply power to the VP receiver. Do not use the bus powered
USB to supply power to the VP receiver. The power consumption of the VP receiver is higher than the
standard of the USB bus power.

+Use the visual transmitter that supports WHDI standard.

-HDMI output of this product complies with HDMI standard.

-Because the wireless connection takes a time in the low temperature environments, please use after

switching it on and waiting for a while.

-When installing this unit please ensure there are no obstacles between the remote control and infrared

Before setting the wireless communication, please connect the VP receiver and standard HDMI display ,then turn on the VP
receiver and the document camera (MO-1w) manufactured by ELMO.

To display the menu screen, push the Menu/Select button on the main unit or the menu button on the remote control, then
select "Setup" and push the Menu/Select button on the main unit or the OK button on the remote control.

You can add/remove or modify the name of the visual transmitter from the menu.
