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Remote Control Operating Range

The remote control uses infrared transmission to control the projector. It is not necessary to point the
remote directly at the projector. Provided you are not holding the remote perpendicular to the sides or the
rear of the projector, the remote will function well within a radius of about 10 meters (32.8 feet) and 30
degrees above or below the projector level. If the projector does not respond to the remote control, move
a little closer.

Projector and Remote Control Buttons

The projector can be operated using the remote control or the buttons on the rear of the projector. All
operations can be carried out with the remote control; however, the buttons on the projector are limited in
use.

Remote Control Code

The ten different remote control modes (Code 0- Code 9) are assigned to this projector. Switching
the remote control codes prevents interference from other remote controls when several projectors or
video equipment next to each other are being operated at the same time. Change the remote control
code for the projector first before changing that for the remote control. See “ Projector Address” in the
Communications Menu on page 43.

To change the code for the Remote Control:

Press and hold the Mode button and a number button (0-9) on the remote control for more than three
seconds to switch among the codes.

Default setting: 0

To change the Projector Address for the projector:
Select a Projector Address in the Setup Menu. (SETUP — Communications — Projector Address)

Inserting the Remote Control Batteries

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MAINTENANCE AND SECURITY
Replacing the Projection Lens

Perform the following to replace the projection lens:

1. Center the lens. Use the Lens H or Lens V button (on the remote control) to adjust the lens at its center
position.

Important:
» Ensure that the lens is at or near its center position.
» Attempting to remove the lens when at a large offset may cause damage to the lens assembly.

2. Press “Q’ on the built-in keypad or press “@’ on the remote control twice to turn off the projector after
cooling down.

3. Remove the lens cover from the lens.

4. Rotate the lens counter-clockwise to disengage it from
the lens mount.

5. Remove the lens out of the lens mount.

6. With the label “TOP” on the lens assembly facing up,
install the new lens. See “Installing the Projection Lens”
on page 10.
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Cleaning the Projector

Cleaning the projector to remove dust and grime will help ensure trouble-free operation.

Warning:
Be sure to turn off and unplug the projector at least 30 minutes before cleaning. Failure to do so

could result in a severe burn.
Use only a dampened cloth when cleaning. Do not allow water to enter the ventilation openings on

the projector.
If a little water gets into the projector interior while cleaning, leave unplugged in a well-ventilated

room for several hours before using.
» If a lot of water gets into the projector interior when cleaning, have the projector serviced.

Cleaning the Lens

You can purchase Optical lens cleaner from most camera stores. Refer to the following to clean the
projector lens.

1. Apply a little Optical lens cleaner to a clean soft cloth. (Do not apply the cleaner directly to the lens.)

2. Lightly wipe the lens in a circular motion.

Caution:
* Do not use abrasive cleaners or solvents.
» To prevent discoloration or fading, avoid getting cleaner on the projector case.

Cleaning the Case

Refer to the following to clean the projector case.

1. Wipe off dust with a clean dampened cloth.
2. Moisten the cloth with warm water and mild detergent (such as used to wash dishes), and then wipe the
case.

3.Rinse all detergent from the cloth and wipe the projector again.

Caution:
To prevent discoloration or fading of the case, do not use abrasive alcohol-based cleaners.
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Using the Kensington® Lock

If you are concerned about security, attach the projector to a permanent object with the Kensington slot
and a security cable.

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TROUBLESHOOTING

Common Problems and Solutions

These guidelines provide tips to deal with problems you may encounter while using the projector. If
the problem remains unsolved, contact your dealer for assistance.

Often after time spent troubleshooting, the problem is traced to something as simple as a loose
connection. Check the following before proceeding to the problem-specific solutions.

Use some other electrical device to confirm that the electrical outlet is working.
Ensure the projector is turned on.

Ensure all connections are securely attached.

Ensure the attached device is turned on.

Ensure a connected PC is not in suspending mode.

Ensure a connected notebook computer is configured for an external display.
(This is usually done by pressing an Fn-key combination on the notebook.)

Tips for Troubleshooting

* In each problem-specific section, try the steps in the order suggested. This may help you to solve the
problem more quickly.

» Try to pin point the problem and thus avoid replacing non-defective parts. For example, if you replace
batteries and the problem remains, put the original batteries back and go to the next step.

» Keep a record of the steps you take when troubleshooting: The information may be useful when calling
for technical support or for passing on to service personnel.

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Image Problems
Problem: No image appears on the screen
1. Verify the settings on your notebook or desktop PC.

2. Turn off all equipment and power on again in the correct order.

Problem: The image is blurred

1. Press the Focus button to adjust the focus on the projector.

2. Press the Auto button on the remote control to automatically optimize image.
3. Ensure the projector-to-screen distance is within the specified range.

4. Check that the projector lens is clean.

Problem: The image is wider at the top or bottom (trapezoid effect)
1. Position the projector so it is as perpendicular to the screen as possible.

2. Press the Keystone H or Keystone V button on the remote control to correct the problem.

Problem: The image is reversed

Check the Rear Projection on the Setup menu of the OSD.

Problem: The image is streaked
1. Set the Phase and Frequency settings on the Picture menu of the OSD to the default settings.

2. Ensure the problem is not caused by a connected PC'’s video card, connect to another computer.

Problem: The image is flat with no contrast

Adjust the Contrast setting on the Picture menu of the OSD.

Problem: The color of the projected image does not match the source image

Adjust the Color Temperature and Gamma settings on the Picture > Advanced menu of the OSD.

Laser Diode Problems
Problem: There is no light from the projector
1. Check that the power cable is securely connected.
2. Ensure the power source is good by testing with another electrical device.

3. Restart the projector in the correct order and check that the Light LED is in green.
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Problem: The laser diode goes off

1. Power surges can cause the laser diode to turn off. Re-plug power cord. If the Light LED is in orange,
this indicates that the laser diode time has expired. Then press “ on the built-in keypad or press {©r
on the remote control to turn off the projector.

2. Have the projector serviced.

Remote Control Problems

Problem: The projector does not respond to the remote control
1. Direct the remote control towards remote sensor on the projector.

2. Ensure the path between remote and sensor is not obstructed.

3. Turn off any fluorescent lights in the room.

4. Make sure that the batteries are installed with the correct polarity.

5. Replace the batteries.

6. Turn off other Infrared-enabled devices in the vicinity.

7 . Have the remote control serviced.

Having the Projector Serviced

If you are unable to solve the problem, you should have the projector serviced. Pack the projector in the
original carton. Include a description of the problem and a checklist of the steps you took when trying to fix
the problem. The information may be useful to service personnel. For servicing, return the projector to the
place you purchased it.
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HDMIQ & A

Q. What is the difference between a “Standard” HDMI cable and a “High-Speed” HDMI
cable?

Recently, HDMI Licensing, LLC announced that cables would be tested as Standard or High- Speed
cables.

» Standard (or “category 1”) HDMI cables have been tested to perform at speeds of 75Mhz or up to
2.25Gbps, which is the equivalent of a 720p/1080i signal.

» High Speed (or “category 2”) HDMI cables have been tested to perform at speeds of 340Mhz or up to
10.2Gbps, which is the highest bandwidth currently available over an HDMI cable and can successfully
handle 1080p signals including those at increased color depths and/or increased refresh rates from the
Source. High-Speed cables are also able to accommodate higher resolution displays, such as WQXGA
cinema monitors (resolution of 2560 x 1600).

Q. How do I run HDMI cables longer than 10 meters?

There are many HDMI Adopters working on HDMI solutions that extend a cable’s effective distance from
the typical 10 meter range to much longer lengths. These companies manufacture a variety of solutions
that include active cables (active electronics built into cables that boost and extend the cable’s signal),
repeaters, amplifiers as well as CAT5/6 and fiber solutions.

Q. How can I tell if a cable is an HDMI certified cable?

All HDMI products are required to be certified by the manufacturer as part of the HDMI Compliance Test
Specification. However, there may be instances where cables bearing the HDMI logo are available but
have not been properly tested. HDMI Licensing, LLC actively investigates these instances to ensure that
the HDMI trademark is properly used in the market. We recommend that consumers buy their cables from
a reputable source and a company that is trusted.
