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ADDITIONAL DRILLING INSTRUCTIONS FOR ESD WORKSURFACES ONLY:

Before mounting your MTS posts to the worksurface, countersink all holes for your MTS posts on the
topside of the worksurface only.

This will insure that any carbon from the worksurface that may have been lifted by the drill bit when
drilling the holes for the posts is removed and doesn’t interfere with any part of the MTS post.

Drilling tip: countersink your holes with little to no pressure at the start of your drilling, this will insure
that the countersink bit makes an even countersink.
