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2.3.2. Inserting the batteries in the remote control
The remote control is powered by two 1.5V AAA batteries.

To install or replace batteries:

1. Press and then slide the cover to open it.

2. Align the batteries according to the (+) and (-) indications inside the
battery compartment.

3. Replace the cover.
Caution:

The incorrect use of batteries can result in leaks or bursting. Be sure to follow these instructions:

*  Place "AAA” batteries matching the (+) and (-) signs on each battery to the (+) and () signs of the battery compartment.
* Do not mix battery types.

* Do not combine new batteries with used ones. It causes shorter life or leakage of batteries.

* Remove the dead batteries immediately to prevent them from liquid leaking in the battery compartment. Don’t touch exposed battery acid, as it can
damage your skin.

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2.5. LAN Control

The Planar Simplicity Series supports extending access to the RS232 commands over a network connection. Below are the steps to follow for controlling
the display over LAN through the RJ45 connector:

1. Connect display & PC to hub or connect display to PC with LAN cable directly.
2. SET display IP address

Step 1:In Network Settings menu, select "Network configuration”->"Static IP”
Step 2:Then go to “Static IP configuration™ and enter the pertinent information.
Step 3:"View network settings” to check IP address

3. Commands are sent via TCP connection to port 5000. The commands are the same as for the RS232 port (see Simplicity RS-232 manual on www.
planar.com).
