Setting up a test connection on the 260 Series is simple. Follow the instructions below
to connect your DUT to a tester.

Hook the black return test lead (P/N 99-10724-01) to the black RETURN terminal on the
front panel of the tester. You may need to unscrew the terminal slightly to make room for
the hook.

Clip the other end of the black return test lead to the chassis of the DUT.

Hook one end of the red high current test lead (P/N 99-10725-01) to the red CURRENT
terminal on the front panel of the tester.

Clip the other end of the red high current test lead to the ground pin of the DUT’s
power cord.
