USB CABLE

The transmitter may be purchased pre-configured, if specified at the time of order. The user can re-configure the transmitter by using our USB 
configurator tool (USB KIT). Connect the configurator to the PC USB port then connect the solid gray wire to (+) terminal and the black striped wire to 
(-) terminal. Then run the Status Instruments USB_CONFIG software, available free from www.statinst.com. The USB port supplies power to the 
SEM206TC during configuration, no additional wiring is required. The following parameter can be configured by simply entering as prompted by the 
software package. 

· Input Type  (K,J,E,N,T,R,S,mV)
· Units      (°C, °F)
· Low range 
· High range
· Burnout (direction of output current on sensor burnout)
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SUPPLY (Vs)  = (10 to 30) VDC

MAX  LOAD Ohms  = (Vs - 10) / 0.021

INPUT CONNECTION
Thermocouple inputs must use correct compensation cable.
To maintain CE compliance cable lenght must be less than 
3 Meters. Do not connect terminal 3.

OUTPUT CONNECTION
Use twisted pair or shielded cables for cable lenghts greater 
than 30 Meters. Max cable lenght 1000 Meters. Ensure loop is 
grounded at one point.
