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This CD contains the files necessary to create a virtual COM port driver on 
Windows operating systems from Windows 2000 through to Windows 7 in 
both 32 and 64 bit versions. The driver is most easily installed using the plug 
and play capabilities of the PC operating system. 
 
Power up TG2000. 
 
Set the TG2000 remote ‘interface’ to USB (see handbook). 
 
Connect the TG2000 to the PC via a USB cable at which point the PC should 
report new hardware found. 
 
Follow the on screen directions on the PC for loading the drivers from the 
directory on this CD. 
 
Once the drivers are loaded on the PC a virtual COM port will be established 
each time the TG2000 is powered up and connected to the PC via USB and 
USB is the selected remote interface on the TG2000 (any order).  The virtual 
COM port will disappear if any of these three conditions cease to be true. 
 
Note that the virtual COM port will need to be accessed at the Baud rate 
selected on the TG2000.  The virtual COM port is treated as a standard 
hardware COM port by Windows based software. 
 
The COM port drivers may function with earlier operating systems but 
operation is not warranted and no support is available from TTi. 
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
