The rapid growth of e-commerce has continued to 
lead to rampant growth in the industrial property 
sector. In 2020, retail e-commerce sales worldwide 
amounted to 4.21 trillion US dollars which marks a 
19% growth over 2019. E-commerce revenues are 
projected to grow by 28% to 5.4 trillion US dollars 
in 2022.

Because of the recent pandemic, U.S. e-commerce 
penetration jumped to more than 25% in April 
of 2020, up from 15% at year-end 2019 in just 
3 months time. The disruption e-commerce has 
caused to brick and mortar stores should have a 
very minimal impact on logistics supply and demand 
as major retailers who announced bankruptcies 
in 2020 account for less than 20 bps of total U.S. 
logistics real estate market occupancy.
