Katsuyama Brewery, which supplied sake to the DATE Clan, and
Moritami Brewery, established in 1849, are both located within
Sendai.

As Sendai is surrounded by a rich natural environment, a wide
variety of delicious ingredients—including seafood, meat, and rice—
are available, and are finely honed with culinary techniques to bring
out the best flavor of the ingredients. Some of the many local
specialties that will satisfy your palate range from the classic sake,
the famed beef tongue, sasa-kamaboko, to the recent emerging
gourmet dishes that only connoisseurs know.

Sushi

Treat yourself to seafood fresh from the sea of Sanriku, which is counted
as one of the top three fishing grounds in the world for its diverse and
abundant fishery resources. There are a large number of
sushi restaurants in Sendai, including those on

In Japan, Miyagi Prefecture is ranked number two

for production of oysters in general, and number
one for production of oysters for raw consumption.
