® Annual Passes are valid for one year from the date of purchase. Passes can be purchased at any
park entrance.

® Annual Pass with parking fee can be issued for a registered vehicle of normal-size only.

@ Both annual passes are valid in all the national parks where admission fees are applicable.

® 2-day tickets can be used only by the purchaser on the day of the purchase and the following day.
