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In December 2018, Sandshrew and Alolan Sandshrew were appointed the “Tottori Furusato 

Ambassador”. They are a Mouse Pokémon that dwells in sandy habitat and is definitely fit for 

scenic spots and events such as Tottori’s Sand Dunes, put in charge of promoting Tottori to 

prospective visitors from all over the world! Next, Vulpix and Alolan Vulpix were chosen to 

promote Hokkaido, one of Japan’s snowiest regions. They even made an appearance at the 

Sapporo Snow Festival where snow sculptures of the adorable Vulpix were created!

Meanwhile, Geodude, a rock-type Pokémon, is the perfect ambassador for Iwate due to the 

prefecture’s kanji characters (岩, iwa) and hands (手, te) literally translates into hands of rocks! 

On the other hand, Miyagi prefecture is blessed to have Pokémon Lapras, as its ambassador 

due to the number of Lapras-themed attractions popping up in the prefecture, such as 

inflatable Lapras swim toys at Miyagi public swimming pools, Lapras at Michinoku Park in 

Miyagi, Hanayama Aoshonen Camping Site in Ryokoumura and Lapras welcoming 

decorations at Akiu Onsen!

Another water-type Pokémon makes a splash in Kagawa prefecture also known as the ‘Udon 

Prefecture’, which is the infamous cute Slowpoke, known for its laid-back manner! As such, 

the Slowpoke ferry is a big hit with tourists in Kagawa. This ferry runs between Takamatsu 

Port and Tonosho Port on the nearby Shodo Island. You can ride to the island in high style 

board this boat surrounded by all the adorable Slowpoke.

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Slowpoke Park (locally known as Hidamari Park Ayagawa) is also a great place for visitors of 

all ages. Lastly, not to be missed is the Pokémon Chansey, the ambassador for Fukushima! 

Chansey’s Japanese name translates to “lucky” (ラッキー), while “Fuku” (福) in ‘Fukushima’ 

means good luck or happiness. If you want to increase your luck, head to any of the four 

Chansey's Lucky Parks in Fukushima prefecture.
