Day 1

New Chitose Airport – Asahikawa

Autumn leaves in Hokkaido, you can see leaves turned to red or 

yellow earlier than any places in Japan. First go to Asahikawa, in 

which you must see Asahiyama Zoo (2.5H to go), where lots of 

kinds of animals welcome you. After staying a couple hours in the 

zoo, you transfer to Otokoyama Sake Brewery to find Japanese 

sake. You will then go to Asahidake Onsen. Arrive at hotel early 

to get relaxed on hot spring after all tiring flight to prepare the next 

day.

Day 2

Asahidake Onsen- Mt. Asahidake - Sounkyo

After enjoy the breakfast and hot spring,then head towards to 

Mt. Asahidake. When you go on ropeway to the top of the 

mountain, the breathtaking view you will see. Like pouring red 

or yellow paint from the top, the leaves changed the colors one 

after another. The scenery from the ropeway is just the art 

made by nature, the one every tourist wishes to see once in a 

lifetime. You will then go to Daisetsu National Park, then arrives 

at Sounkyo Onsen.
