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After succeeding in the cultivation of semispherical pearls on Ojima Island, Kokichi moved to
Tatokujima Island in Ago Bay where he began the active cultivation of pearls.

Following his visit to Europe and the United States in 1926 to 1927, Kokichi decided to
support international exchange through private diplomacy, as Eiichi Shibusawa, known as
the 'father of modern Japanese capitalism' who Kokichi admired, had done.

He developed Ojima Island and opend it to the public, naming it “Shinjugashima Island”
which became the place where he welcomed numerous special guests and tourists from
overseas.

Since then various people have visited this island including Mrs. Wilson, the First Lady of the
United States, members of Royalty, aristocrats, politicians, ambassadors, ministers, university
professors, businessmen, jounalists and many others.

The island was further developed and reopened in 1951, after being temporarily closed as
the war intensified. In 1975, Queen Elizabeth I of Great Britain and her husband were our
special guests.

In recent years also, we have been honored by the visits of major international figures
including those from the worlds of academia and culture. We will confinue fo welcome the many
visitors to this island as a place where Kokichi's dream of private diplomacy was realized.
