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The abundantly rich nature of the Ise-Shima region is
the key element in the creation of cultured pearls.
One should not forget also that Kokichi grew up
here in the port town of Toba through which many
people passed during the revolutionary era of the
Meiji Period.

There remain places noted in connection with him
such as the Joan-ji temple, Kata shrine and
Hiyoriyama hill in the city of Toba where he spent
his boyhood. In the Ise-Shima area, places such as
the Mt. Asama landscape which he loved so much.in
his later years,and the Tatokujima Island Pearl Farm
which was once the center of the pearl business,
serve as powerful reminders of his life in, and
contributions to, Toba and it's environs.
