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(1) Online program: First 7 days

a. The participants will learn basic knowledge about the SDGs, the current status of global
environmental issues and examples of efforts to solve them through lectures.

b. Listening to the subsequent announcement of the action plan by the previous participants'
"2022 Online JAL Scholarship Program," the participants will look back on the online training
and set goals in Japan.

(2) Real program: last 15 days

a. Lecture
Take expert lectures and learn about the environment and water, which are the main topics.
b. Field Work
Field Work consists of visits to various facilities and historic sited, join field surveys with
Japanese students, and interviews with local people. We will provide participants with
chances to visit actual field site to that they can increase their awareness of Japan.
c. Group discussion, Group Presentation (Action Plan)
The participants will be divided into mixed groups with Japanese students and will devise
action plans based on the knowledge gained during the program, including online programs,
lectures, and fieldwork. By coming up with an action plan, we will organize the content of the
program and use it for future activities.
