The attrition rate of women quitting in the high tech sectors is more
than twice the number of men.? This figure is troubling, considering that
companies who invest in these women lose 50% of their female talent.

Some of the significant factors that contribute to female attrition include
workplace experiences, lack of access to key creative roles, and feeling
"stalled” in their careers due to the difficulty to advance into leadership
roles such as C-suite or senior management positions.?
