We have been busy with renovations and additions across our minisfry
sites, including laundry, office space, classroom upgrades, painting of
children’s homes, and a new boundary wall at Chikondi. We are nearing
the finish of construction on a fourth home at Chikondi Village and the
renovation of the outside kitchen, and we look forward to the building

of a new dining room and multi-purpose hall at the Academy.
