5. When washing, non-abrasive cloths and plastic bristle kitchen brushes may be 

used to remove stubborn food particles from the non-stick pot. Do not use 

abrasive cloths and cleaning materials as they will damage the non-stick surface.

6. Ensure non-stick pot, body and accessories dried thoroughly after cleaning and

placed back into the rice cooker body. Store in a dry place away from steam 

and humidity where possible.
