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PRIORTO CONNECTING

Position the microwave oven at a distance from other
heating sources. For sufficient ventilation, there must
be a space of at least 30 cm above the microwave
oven.

The microwave oven should not be placed in a cabi-
net.

* Do not store or use this appliance outdoors.

* Do not use this product near a kitchen sink, in a wet basement, or near a swimming
pool, or similar area.

* This is especially important with accessories made of metal or metal parts.If accesso-
ries containing metal come into contact with the microwave oven interior, while the
microwave oven is in operation, sparking can occur and the microwave oven could be
damaged.

* Metallic containers for food and beverage are not allowed during microwave cooking.

* For better cooking performance, it is suggested that you need to put the accessories in
the middle of the inner full flat cavity.

GLASS TURNTABLE

Use the Glass Turntable with all cooking methods. It
collects the dripping juices and food particles that
otherwise would stain and soil the interior of the oven.
« Place the Glass Turntable on the Turntable Support.

TURNTABLE SUPPORT

Use the Turntable Support under the Glass Turntable. Never
put any other utensils on the Turntable Support.

MAINTENANCE & CLEANING

Failure to maintain the microwave oven in a clean condition could lead to deterioration
of the surface that could adversely affect the life of the appliance and possibly result in
a hazardous situation.

Do not use metal scouring pads, abrasive cleansers, steel-wool pads, gritty washcloths,
etc. which can damage the control panel, and the interior and exterior microwave oven
surfaces. Use a cloth with a mild detergent or a paper towel with spray glass cleaner.
Apply spray glass cleaner to a paper towel.

Use a soft and damp cloth with mild detergent to clean the interior surfaces, front and
rear of the door and the door opening.

* Do not use steam cleaning appliances when cleaning your microwave oven.

* Cleaning is the only maintenance normally required. It must be carried out with the
