Assembling Cart
1. Assemble the right leg assembly (S) and left leg assembly 

(W) to the crossbar (U) using two 5/16-18 x 4-1/4" screws 
(AB) through one crossbar end cap (T) per leg.                  
(See Figure 1)

IMPORTANT ! : Orient the crossbar (U) so that the top 
side (rounded edges) is facing up. (See Figure 1)

2. Attach the lower column (Q) to the crossbar (U) using four 
5/16-18 x 2-1/4" screws (AC) and 5/16" washers (AF).    
(See Figure 2)

NOTE:  Make sure the large hole in the lower column (Q) is 
oriented towards the back side of the cart.

3. Install the face plate assembly (J) to the upper column (R) 
in one of three positions using one connector - stud (N), one 
connector - no stud (P), and four 5/16-18 flange nuts (AH).  
(See Figure 3)

NOTE:  Position the stud in the upper connector (N) into one of 
three holes depending on desired position.

4. Attach the upper column (R) to the lower column (Q) using 
four 10-24 x 1/2" flat head screws (AA). (See Figure 4)

Small and Large VESA Patterns

1. Determine and mark the vertical center position between 
the left-side upper and lower mounting holes in display.         
(See Figure 5)

2. Determine and mark the vertical center position between 
the right-side upper and lower mounting holes in display. 
(See Figure 5)

3. Orient vertical mounting bracket (M) so that mounting slots 
are on bottom and mounting holes are on top.                     
(See Figure 5)

4. Align mounting holes in vertical mounting bracket (M) with 
upper and lower mounting holes in display.

5. Adjust vertical mounting bracket (M) position until mark 
made in Step 1 aligns with center mark in vertical mounting 
bracket (M).

6. Select correct screws, nesting spacers (if necessary), and 
universal washers (if required) from the hardware bag (A-H) 
and attach brackets to back of screen.

9. Determine and mark the horizontal center position between 
the left and right TOP mounting holes in display.                
(See Figure 8)

10. Determine and mark the horizontal center position between 
the left and right BOTTOM mounting holes in display.       
(See Figure 8) 

11. Orient upper horizontal interface (L) so that flanges are 
facing towards display and resting in recessed area of left 
and right vertical interfaces (M). (See Figure 8)

12. Adjust upper horizontal interface (L) position until center 
diamond in horizontal interface (L) aligns with mark made in 
Step 9, and mounting holes and slots in horizontal interface 
(L) are aligned with threaded holes in mounting tabs of left 
and right vertical interfaces (M). (See Figure 8)

13. Use 1/8" hex key (AG) to secure upper horizontal interface 
(L) to left and right vertical interfaces (M) using four 10-24 x 
1/2" button head screws (AE). (See Figure 9)

14. Repeat steps 10-13 to install lower horizontal interface (L).

IMPORTANT ! : The orientation of, and mounting holes 
used, when installing the lower horizontal interface must 
be the same as the upper horizontal interface (L). 
Vertically align upper and lower interfaces by aligning 
holes or end of slots. (See Figure 9)

NOTE:  The nesting spacers (G) may be used separately, or put 
two together in different configurations to create 
different size spacers. (See Figure 6)

2. If the display has a recessed mounting surface, protrusions, 
or a power box, a spacer and longer mounting hardware 
must be placed between display and face plate assembly.

3. While supporting both sides of display, align two screws (A-
F) installed in display with two mounting holes in the face 
plate assembly (J). (See Figure 15)

4. Lower display into place, making sure the screws are 
properly seated in lower areas of mounting holes.

NOTE:  Universal spacers (H) can only be used when installing 
into the two uppermost mounting holes in the face 
place assembly (J).
