Firmware Update Instructions — EasyIP 30

The process for updating firmware is the same for virtually all Vaddio products. Your device’s web interface will
display different information from the screen shot in this procedure.

Caution

The camera must remain connected to power and to the network during the update. Interrupting the update
could make the camera unusable. If the update does not run, DO NOT DISCONNECT POWER. Call Vaddio Tech

1. Download the firmware file if you have not done so already.
Access the device’s web interface and log in as admin.

3. Onthe System page, select Choose File and select the file you downloaded. Then select Begin Firmware
Update.
