KEY SAFETY CONSIDERATIONS
• All event crew, including Minus18 Staff, 

Volunteers, Youth Workers, Security, 
Contractors, Performers and Venue Staff 
are required to have a valid Working with 
Childrens Check to work at Minus18 events. 

• All Minus18 events are alcohol, smoke and 
drug free. Security complete bag checks on 
arrival to ensure all attendees are complying 
with this at in-person events.

• A team of Youth Workers are hired to 
supervise the event, and provide support 
where required.

• All activities and programming at the 
event are vetted to ensure they are youth 
appropriate.

• For digital events, we screen all 
registrations and remove any inappropriately 
aged registrations before sending the Zoom 
link.
