These QLABs will be guided by Minus18 staff and feature special guests from the LGBTQIA+ 
community, who are leaders within their field.

This interview helps
us learn more about you and give you an opportunity to meet the
other candidates. These will be conducted online.

What are you hoping to get out of the Young Leaders Program? (max. 200 words)
What does queer leadership mean to you? (max. 200 words)
Describe a time when you faced a challenge in a team setting. How did you handle
conflict or differing opinions, and what actions did you take to overcome the challenge?
Please provide a specific example. (max 200. words)

CHILD SAFETY
All successful applicants must undergo a
successful Working with Children Check and Police
Background Check to participate in the Program.

OUR COMMITMENT TO INCLUSIVITY AND EQUAL OPPORTUNITY

I’m 17 but I turn 18 during the program, can I still apply?

Is this a leadership program or a volunteering program?

I’m turning 26 during the program, can I still apply?

Will I still be able to attend Minus18 events as an attendee, with my friends?

Will I need to travel interstate for Minus18 events outside Victoria?

I live outside Victoria, can I still apply for the program?

Do I need to have a background in events or event planning?

Yes! We love your enthusiasm, but remember if you become a Young Leader you wont be able to attend Minus18

events as an attendee.

Yes, if you think the program is the right fit for you, get that application in!

No, if you become a Young Leader you will not be able to attend Minus18 events as an attendee. If you’d
still like to attend our events, we encourage you to wait another year before applying

No, this is a Victorian based program and all events will be based in Melbourne and surrounds.

Unfortunately not, this program is only open for people living in Vic. If you live in NSW or SA you can apply to
volunteer at one of our interstate events!

Not at all! This is a leadership development program with opportunities to support Minus18 events and practice
your leadership skills. You’re not expected to plan events. While Young Leaders will get the chance to lead the
planning of one event during the program, you’ll work closely with our events team, and they’ll handle the heavy
lifting!

It’s both! Minus18 has reimagined volunteering. You’ll support the delivery of our
events while the program gives back to you, offering opportunities to learn,
develop, and connect.
