1. Remove caps from both gate
sides by lightly tapping with a
rubber mallet. Remove screws
inside top and bottom of each
gate side (Fig 2).

6.  Cable(s) 1-5/8" or less from end of rail must be cut and
removed from panel (Fig 5).

7. Slide gate sides onto rails. Predrill holes into top and orLess
bottom rails using a 1/8” drill bit before replacing
screws. Reinstall screws and caps that were removed in Step 1.

2. Loosen cables between gate
sides and support balusters by
loosening 3/4” hex nut on
underside of bottom rail.

8.  Properly seat (Fig 6) and tension cable(s)
loosened in step 2 by tightening hex nut(s) on
underside of bottom rail. Proper tension is 200

3. Remove gate sides (Fig 3). Ibs. (90 kg) per cable. A cable tension gauge is

recommended. Do not overtighten.
