Base will snap left due to pressure from the
spring. Note: If base is to long, shave off one end of base with chopsaw.

6.  Repeat steps 3, 4 & 5 above for top side of column. Note: Your spring will be to the
left. Insert base to the spring side until opposite side can be inserted into comer.

Note: For uneven surfaces, position the first corner at the highest point. Utilize a
square to determine the height for the remaining corners. It is recommended
that both the cap and base be installed level. The base can accommodate
installation on a slope of up to 2° degrees.

On the bottom, attach 4 corners with 2 screws (#10 x 5/8”) on the corners of your
wrap. Note: Before attaching the 2@ screw make sure
comers are tight against wrap. (Example 1)

Repeat step 1 above for the top of wrap. Use a small
bungee or rope wrapped around wrap, if needed to help
hold corners in place. Note: Corners will be turned
upside down for top of column.
