Remember to take care when unpacking. Please keep your workspace clean, clear 
and tidy when working. This will help keep all items safe from any damages. Any 
un-needed cardboard or plastic should be flattened down and placed in the bin.

Lifting the unit into position

Lift and clamp the unit into position and 
clamp together the unit with the adjacent 
units.

Ensure the unit is level and parallel with the 
adjacent unit doors.

Unpacking the cover stickers

Remove the cover stickers from the unit. 

Securing to adjacent units (500mm-
700mm)

Use 4x30mm screws to fix the units together. 
See image for positioning.

Depending on the unit configuration you 
have planned, screws should be used to 
secure the unit to the units above or below.

Place cover stickers on the screw heads to 
conceal.

A minimum of two people will be needed to lift the unit. 
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Cleaning the unit

Finally, the unit should be thoroughly 
cleaned to remove any debris that may have 
accumulated during the installation.
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Securing to adjacent units (800mm-
1200mm)

Use 6x30mm screws to fix the units together. 
See image for positioning.

Depending on the unit configuration you 
have planned, screws should be used to 
secure the unit to the units above or below.

Place cover stickers on the screw heads to 
conceal.

For each additional 600mm add another two screws, making sure they are evenly 
spaced.

Before attaching the units together, ensure that the milano profie cutout of both units align.
