A Chart of God’s Judgments

Seven Seals (6; 8) cf Zech 1:8-
12;6:1-8

Seven Trumpets (8-9; 11) cf Ex 8-9 Seven Bowls (16) 

1 White horse; rider with a bow
WAR

Hail & Fire mixed with blood
1/3 of vegetation destroyed

Poured out on earth; Sores on those marked 
by the beast (Ex 9:10f)

2 Red Horse; rider with sword
VIOLENCE/MURDER

Blazing Mountain
1/3 of sea, it’s creatures and ships

Poured on the sea
Everything in sea dies (Ex7:19ff)

3 Black Horse; rider with scales
FAMINE

Falling Star
1/3 of rivers and springs

Poured on rivers and springs 
Drinking water = blood

4 Pale Horse; rider named death
PESTILENCE

Sun, moon & stars
Loss of 1/3 of lights

Poured on the Sun
People scorched with fire

5 “How long Lord?”
MARTYRS

“Star” opens abyss; smoke and scorpion locusts 
come out; 5 months of the sting sickness for 

those not sealed by God – 1st woe is past

Poured on the beast’s throne
His kingdom plunged into darkness; people 

gnawed their tongues and cursed God 
because of pain

6 Earthquake, Galactic turmoil, Natural 
disasters; Nations overthrown; or 

Judgment

Release of the four angels at the Euphrates & 
200million troops 

1/3 of mankind killed by fire, smoke and sulfur 
(2nd Woe)

Poured on Euphrates River; water dried up 
to prepare the way for the kings of the East; 
3 frog-demons gather the nations - battle 

against God

7 Silence & Seven trumpets Loud voices in heaven; God’s temple in heaven 
opened; Judgment = 3rd Woe

Poured into the air
Lightning, thunder, earthquake 31
