Kidney’s are the workhorse of the urinary system  
The two kidneys are located below the ribs toward the middle of the back on ei-
ther side of the spine. Their main function is to continually process and clean the 
blood. Humans have 1.0 to 1.5 gallons of blood that the body filters of debris and 
toxins every 45 minutes. This puts the daily figure of blood being circulated and fil-
tered through the kidneys at about 200 quarts per day. The kidneys are always 
working! 

While we can live with only one kidney, we would not survive without them. The  
	 main functions of the kidneys include: • Filtering and processing blood • Removal  
	 of waste and toxins from the body • Production of some crucial hormones.

• K (for kidney) is a traditional herbal combination to 
support the function of the kidneys by stimulating a mild 
diuretic effect to increase urine flow. It contains juniper 
berries, uva ursi leaves and parsley.

• May help treat water retention.
