After Martin, 
current Philadelphia Eagles RB Jay Ajayi left Boise State and was 
drafted by the Miami Dolphins in 2015. McNichols credits the re-
lationship he and Ajayi have as a reason he also earned a spot in 
the NFL. “Jay and I really connected early on,” said McNichols. “He 
saw some potential in me, showed me the ropes on and off the 
field. That continued even when he got drafted.” Ajayi finished 4th 
in the NFL in rushing in 2016, and was named to the Pro Bowl. Mc-
Nichols believes it’s now his turn to continue the trend and follow 
in the footsteps of Martin and Ajaiyi and make a name for himself 
in the league. “I call Jay and tell him I’m getting closer and closer, 
and he’s happy for me. It’s always going to be competitive—I’m go-
ing to chase his records in the NFL.”
