NFL Now! are true Jacksonville football heroes. The Jaguars 

and the Jacksonville community are grateful to those who were 
involved in the great 1 O-day blitz of 1993 which graphically illus­
trated the community's football passion . Had the community not 
responded as it did, the hopes for an NFL team in Jacksonville 
would have died. 

With the Jacksonville media playing a supporting role, busi­
ness leaders enthusiastically joined together to prove that Jack­
sonville deserved an NFL franchise. Gaining commitments daily 
from businesses and individuals, NFL Now! came together 
quickly with an organized campaign which the community em­
braced and supported. 

NFL Now! - A Community Effort, was formed on August 23, 
1993. Co-chaired by Florida Times-Union publisher Carl Can­
non and Jacksonville Chamber of Commerce chairman Adam 
Herbert, the volunteer group of community leaders took the ball 
and ran with it, successfully completing a 10-day sale of club 
seats from August 25 to September 3, 1993. The goal was to 
sell 9,000 club seats before the NFL-imposed deadline of mid­
night on September 3. By 8:30 that evening a total of 9,737 
tickets had been sold, a count that climbed to 10,112 oncle all 
orders were in. 

The club seat sellout was a significant show of support by 
the Jacksonville community, and it would prove to be an impor­
tant factor in the expansion race. NFL Commissioner Paul 
Tagliabue, in announcing Jacksonville's successful bid on No­
vember 30, 1993, cited Jacksonville's "passion for football " as 
one of the reasons for the city's selection by the NFL member 
clubs. 

Jacksonville football fans and the business leaders who par­
ticipated in NFL Now! were an essential part of Jacksonville's 
expansion victory.

On March 18, 1993, J. Wayne 
Weaver was introduced as the Man­
aging General Partner of Touch­
down Jacksonville! , Ltd. 

Fewer than nine months later, 
the Jacksonville Jaguars were bom. 

In winning the NFL's 30th fran­
chise on November 30, 1993, Weaver led Jacksonville to what 
has been called one of the greatest upsets in sports history and 
the fulfillment of Jacksonville's more than 15-year dream of an 
NFL franchise. NFL owners approved of Jacksonville's bid on the 
first ballot by an overwhelming vote of 26-2, five more affirmative 
votes than were necessary. 

Weaver is one of the nation's most successful entrepneneurs, 
and he brings his enthusiasm and business acumen to Jack­
sonville to build the Jaguars into one of the most successful 
NFL franchises. 

So when NFL commissioner Paul Tagliabue announced that 
Jacksonville had been awarded the franchise, Weaver knew that 
the hard part was over .. . and that the hardest part - turning 
the Jaguars from an expansion team into a Super Bowl con­
tender - was just beginning. 

Weaver has been actively involved in the Jaguars' prepara­
tions for the inaugural season.

He is Chairman, Chief Executive Officer and majority owner 
of Shoe Carnival , Inc., one of the nation's fastest-growing shoe 
retailers based in Evansville, Ind. Shoe Carnival, Inc., a retail 
family shoe company with $225 million in annual revenue, had 
its initial public stock offering in March 1993. Weaver has nur­
tured Shoe Carnival from modest beginnings of four stores in 
1985 to a current portfolio of 91 stores. 

Weaver became the Majority Owner, Chairman and Chief 
Executive of LC Footwear, LLC. with the acquisition of this com­
pany in July 1995 from Liz Claiborne, Inc. LC Footwear is a 
wholesale distributor to upscale department stores across the 
country.

In 1992 Huyghue served as Vice President/Administration 
and General Counsel for the World League. During the 1991 
season he served as General Manager for the Birmingham Fire, 
where he directed the Fire to the North American West Division 
Championship.

For four consecutive 
seasons (1990-93) , the Oilers ranked among the NFL's top three teams 
in total offense, and entering the 1994 campaign the Oilers had scored 
more pOints over a four-year span than 26 of the other 27 NFL tE,ams. 
During that same span , the Oilers also ranked among the NFL's top five 
clubs in third-down efficiency and first downs. Last year under Gilbride, 
the Oilers' offense diversified from a pure run-and-shoot attack. 

As offensive coordinator, Gilbride is also responsible for coaching 
the Jaguars' quarterbacks. He is considered one of the top offensive 
coaches in the NFL. 

A former quarterback and tight end for Southern Connecticut State, 
Gilbride began his coaching career in 1974 at Idaho State. He also had 
stops as defensive coordinator atTufts (1976-77) and American Interna­
tional (1978-79) before gaining his first head coaching job at Southern 
Connecticut State (1980-84). While at SCSU, Gilbride posted a 35-14-2 
record and was named New England Coach of the Year in 1983 and 
NCAA Division II Coach of the Year (1982-83). 

In 1985 and '86 Gilbride was with the Ottawa Rough Riders in the 
Canadian Football League, the first season as quarterbacks/receivers 
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coach before being elevated to offensive coordinator in 1986. He then 
went back to the college ranks at East Carolina as passing game coordi­
nator in 1987 and offensive coordinator in 1988 prior to joiningl the Oil­
ers. 

Gilbride graduated from Southern Connecticut State University and 
received his master's degree from Idaho State. While at SCSU, he was a 
three-year starter as a quarterback and tight end. 

Gilbride was born August 27, 1951. He and his wife, Deborah , have 
two daughters, Kelly and Kristen , and a son, Kevin.

Jerald Ingram was named to the Jag­
uars coaching staff on March 3, 1994 af­
ter three seasons as running backs coach 
at Boston College under Tom Coughlin. 
Ingram, 34, is in his 12th year of coach­
ing. 

Following his college days as a run­
ning back at Michigan, Ingram was a 
graduate assistant at Michigan in 1984. In 1985 he joined the Ball State 
coaching staff as tight ends coach, followed by five seasons (1986-90) 
as running backs coach. In Ingram's last three seasons at Ball State, the 
team posted a 22-10-2 record, the best among the nine Mid-American 
Conference schools. 

In 1991 Ingram joined Coughlin's Boston College staff, where he 
coached 1992 Big East rushing champion Chuckie Dukes and Darnell 
Cambell, the NCAA's third-leading scorer in 1993. 

Ingram earned three letters and was a member of five bowl teams as 
a fullback for Michigan from 1979 to '84. He played for two Wolverines 
Big Ten champion squads that advanced to the Rose Bowl in addition to 
playing in the Sugar, Gator and Bluebonnet Bowls. Ingram graduated 
from Michigan in 1984 with a bachelor's degree in general studies. 

Ingram was born December 24, 1960 in Beaver, Pa. He and his wife, 
Kathleen, live in Jacksonville. 

Dick Jauron was named defensive 
coordinator of the Jaguars on January 11 , 
1995. Jauron, 44, had been defensive 
backs coach for the Green Bay Packers 
for the previous nine years. The 1995 sea­
son will be his 20th in the NFL, including 
nine as a player and 11 in coaching. 

In his nine years with the Packers, 
Jauron worked under three different head coaches. He joined the orga­
nization in 1986 under Forrest Gregg, and was retained when Lindy 
Infante took over in 1988 and in 1992 when Mike Holmgren was named 
Green Bay's head coach. 

The Packers, who reached the playoffs each of the last two years, 
had the NFL:s third-best run defense and sixth-leading defense overall in 
1994. They allowed an average of 85.2 rushing yards and 29-1.8 total 
yards per game in the regular season. The Packers' 21 interceptions in 
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1994 were the team's most since 1989. In Jauron's nine seasons in Green 
Bay, the defense made 168 interceptions in 143 games. 

A former NFL defensive back, Jauron began his coaching career in 
1985 with the Buffalo Bills under Hank Bullough. The following season 
he moved to Green Bay to join Gregg's staff, along with Tom Coughlin. 
Coughlin and Jauron were together on the Packers coaching staff for 
the 1986 and '87 seasons. 

Following his college career at Yale, Jauron was drafted by th" De­
troit Lions in the fourth round of the 1973 draft. He was named to the Pro 
Bowl after the 1974 season and played for the Lions through 1977. In 
1978 Jauron was waived by the Lions, but he signed with the Cincinnati 
Bengals six days later and continued his career in Cincinnati until suffer­
ing a knee injury during the 1980 season. By the end of his eight-year 
playing career Jauron had made 26 interceptions, including six as a 
Bengals starter in 1979, and he returned two for touchdowns. In college 
Jauron played running back, and he still holds the Yale all -time record for 
career rushing yards with 2,947 yards. 

Jauron was born October 7, 1950 in Peoria, III. He and his wife, Gail , 
have two daughters, Kacy and Amy. 

Mike Maser joined the Jaguars staff 
on March 3, 1994 following 13 seasons at 
Boston College, the last three under Tom 
Coughlin. Maser, 48, is a veteran of 26 
seasons in coaching . 

A guard in college, Maser began his 
coaching career in 1969 as a student as­
sistant at the University of Buffalo. In 1970, 
he coached for one year at Darien High School in Darien, Conn. A ser­
vice veteran, Maser coached at the U.S. Military Academy Prep School 
at Fort Belvoir, Va. for two years. In 1973, he was the assistant offensive 
line coach at Marshall. From 1974 to '78, Maser served as offensive 
coordinator and head of recruiting for Bluefield State College in West 
Virginia. 

In 1979 and '80, Maser was an assistant under Jack Bicknell at Maine, 
and in 1981 he joined Bicknell's staff at Boston College. When Coughlin 
was named head coach at Boston College in 1991 he retained Maser as 
offensive line coach. During Maser's tenure at Boston College, the team 
played in six bowl games. 

Maser attended the University of Buffalo, where he was a three··year 
starter at guard. He graduated in 1970 with a bachelor's degree in health, 
phYSical education and recreation. In 1974 he received a master's de­
gree in physical education from Marshall University. 

Maser and his wife, Barbara, have a daughter, Brigitte, and two sons, 
Greg and Brian. Mike was born March 2, 1947 in Clayton, N.Y. 
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Nick Nicolau was named the Jaguars' 
tight ends coach on Feb. 2 following three 
years as the offensive coordinator for the 
Indianapolis Colts. He is a veteran of 15 
seasons as an NFL assistant coach. 

Nicolau, 62, began his NFL coaching 
career in 1980 as running backs coach 
for the New Orleans Saints. He held the 
same position with the Denver Broncos the 
following year and was on the Broncos' staff through the 1987 season . 
During Nicolau's tenure in Denver, the Broncos played in Super Bowls 
XXI and XX II. 

In 1988, Nicolau served as wide receivers coach for the Los Angeles 
Raiders before joining the Buffalo Bills in 1989. He spent three seasons 
with the Bills as receivers coach, helping direct the team to appearances 
in Super Bowls XXV and XXVI. 

Nicolau's 37-year coaching career includes two years at the high 
school level and 17 at the college level , with coaching stints at Southern 
Connecticut State (1960) , Springfield College (1961), the University of 
Bridgeport (1962-69) , Massachusetts (1970), Connecticut (1971-72), 
Kentucky (1973-75) and Kent State (1976). 

In 1977, Nicolau coached with the Canadian Football League's 
Hamilton Tiger-Cats before spending the 1978 and '79 seasons as di­
rector of player personnel/running backs coach for the Montreal Alouettes. 
Montreal made Grey Cup appearances both seasons that Nicolau was 
on the staff. 

A native of New Bedford, Mass. , Nicolau was born May 5, 1933. He 
was a running back at Southern Connecticut from 1951 to '53 and 1956. 
He earned a master's degree from Indiana University and a doctorate 
from Springfield College. Nick and his wife, Eleanor, have six ch ildren: 
Tracey, Duane, Shari , Vickie, Wendy and Randy. 

STRENGTH AND 
CONDITIONING COACH 

Jerry Palmieri was named strength 
and conditioning coach for the Jaguars on 
January 11, 1995. He previously served 
as director of strength and conditioning 
operations at Boston College since August 
1993. 

In his time at Boston College, Palmieri 
directed athletes who made great improve­
ments in strength and speed. The football team averaged an increase of 
.06 seconds per player off their 40-yard dash times while increasing 
their bench presses an average of 25 pounds and their vertical jump by 
two inches. In his eight years in charge of strength and conditioning 
programs, Palmieri has had 29 players squat 600 pounds, 26 players 
bench press 400 pounds and 22 players reach vertical jumps of 3:5 inches 
or more. 

Prior to his stint at Boston College, Palmieri spent five years over­
seeing the strength and conditioning program at Kansas State. He be­
gan his career as a strength coach in 1982 at North Carolina, followed 
by three years (1984-87) at Oklahoma State. 

In addition to his coaching experience, Palmieri has taught college 
physical education classes and written articles for national health publi-
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cations about strength and conditioning. He has also produced videos 
on strength and speed training and is active with the Fellowship of Chris­
tian Athletes. 

A 1980 graduate of Montclair State, Palmieri received a master's 
degree in exercise physiology from the University of North Carolina in 
1983. He was a three-time Golden Gloves champion (1976-79) and com­
peted in international competition as a member of the 1978 and 1979 
USA Boxing Teams. He was born October 30,1958 in Englewood , N.J . 
Jerry and his wife, Ellen, have a son, Tony, and a daughter, Annamarie. 

Larry Pasquale, a veteran of 16 years 
as an NFL coach, was named the Jag­
uars' special teams coordinator on Janu­
ary 21, 1995. Pasquale (pronounced pas­
KWALL-ee) served in the same capacity 
for the Philadelphia Eagles for the last 
three seasons, elevating the Eagles' spe­
cial teams ran kings as he did previously 
with the San Diego Chargers. 

During his coaching career, Pasquale's special teams units have pro­
duced 33 touchdowns in the regular season and preseason, while al­
lowing only four blocked punts in 16 years. When he was named special 
teams coordinator for the Eagles in 1992, he inherited the NFL's 27th­
ranked unit, but he transformed it in one season to a fifth-place ranking. 
That unit scored two touchdowns. 

Last season under Pasquale, the Eagles' special teams were among 
the best in the NFL. Punter Bryan Barker led the NFL in average return 
allowed and the NFC in net punting average, while the Eagles held their 
opponents to the second-lowest net punting average in the NFL. Punt 
returner Jeff Sydner posted the NFL's fifth-highest return-yardage total 
with 381 yards and ranked fifth in the NFC with an average return of 9.5 
yards. Herschel Walker also ranked second in the NFL with a kickoff 
return average of 37.7 yards, including a 94-yard TD. Placekicker Eddie 
Murray had the second-highest field goal percentage (85 percent) in the 
NFL. 

Pasquale, 54, is in his 33rd year in coaching, which includes four 
seasons at the high-school level, 10 in college and two in the CFL. After 
serving as wide receivers and special teams coach for the Montreal 
Alouettes in 1978 and '79, Pasquale entered the NFL in 1979 as special 
teams coach for the Detroit Lions. In 1980 he joined the New York: Jets 
as wide receivers coach , then he took over the Jets' special teams the 
following year for the next nine seasons. 

With the Jets, Pasquale led an impressive run of high special teams 
rankings. The Jets had the NFL's top-ranked punt-coverage teams in 
1981 and from 1986 to '88, as well as a second-place ranking in 19139. In 
1984, the Jets also had the top-ranked kickoff return team. Under 
Pasquale, the Jets had an 80 percent success rate on fake field 90als 
and fake punts while never allowing an opponent to convert a faked kick. 

In 1990 and 1991 Pasquale coached San Diego's special teams, 
which he boosted to the top ranking among all NFL teams in kickoff 
return average and punt coverage in his first season . In 1990, he was 
selected the NFL's special teams coach of the year by his peers. 

Pasquale played college football at the University of Bridgl9port 
(Conn.) , where he earned bachelor's and master's degrees in physical 
education. He has also completed post-graduate work at Columbia and 
Fairfield University. Larry and his wife, Joann, have two daughters ,. Lisa 
and Lauren , and a son, Darrell. Larry was born March 21 , 1941 in Brook­
lyn, N.Y. 
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John Pease was named defensive line 
coach on January 12, 1995 following nine 
seasons as defensive line coach for the 
New Orleans Saints. Pease, 51 , is a vet­
eran of 25 years in coaching, a career that 
also includes 13 years at the college level 
and three in the USFL. 

The Saints were a playoff team three 
of the last five seasons. Under Pease, 
Saints defensive end Wayne Martin had 30.5 sacks over the last three 
years, and last year the Saints' 36 sacks tied for the fifth-best by an NFC 
team. 

Pease began his fulltime coaching career at Fullerton College in 1970, 
serving four years there as defensive coordinator. He had stints at Long 
Beach State (1974-76) , Utah (1977) and Washington (1978-82). 

From 1983 to '85, he was on the coaching staff of the Philadelphia! 
Baltimore Stars of the USFL under head coach Jim Mora. The Stars 
won the USFL charT)pionship in 1984 and '85. When Mora was named 
head coach of the Saints, Pease joined him in New Orleans, where he 
had been since 1986. 

A graduate of the University of Utah, Pease began college at Fuller­
ton Junior College, where he was a two-time Junior College All-America 
selection. He transferred to Utah and was named All-Western Athletic 
conference as a senior wingback. From 1965 to '67, Pease servEld in the 
military in Puerto Rico and coached at Antilles High School. In 1968 and

next year. 

Pease was born October 14, 1943 in Pittsburgh. He was on the train­
ing camp roster of the Los Angeles Rams after his final collegiate sea­
son.

He re­
turned to Oklahoma in 1976 to begin his coaching career as an assis­
tant on Barry Switzer's staff. From 1976 to '83 Selmon was the school's 
defensive line coach before serving as outside linebackers/defensive 
ends coach from 1984 to '94. Selmon coached under Switzer for 13 
seasons and was retained on head coach Gary Gibbs' Oklahoma staff 
in 1989. 

In 1989 and '90, Selmon spent training camps working with the coach-
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ing staff of the Denver Broncos. During that time he helped coach the 
Broncos' linebackers and defensive ends. 

Selmon was born March 15, 1951. He and his wife, Clarice, have a 
son, Lucious III.

The Sharks played a fu ll season in the World Football 
League in 1974 but the franchise 's owner, coach and team 
name changed after the season. The Express didn't even 
get that far; the league folded on October 22, 1975, mid­
way through the WFL's second season. The general man­
ager of the Express was Dick Kravitz, who is now the Jack­
sonville City Council President. Charlie Tate was the head 
coach. 

The Jacksonville Bulls played in the United States Foot­
ball League in 1984 and '85. They were owned by Fred 
Bullard and coached by Lindy Infante. The team's quarter­
back, Matt Robinson, is now one of the Jaguars' radio 
broadcasters. The USFL ceased operation after the 1985 
season.

"A New Stadium for Jacksonvill1e" 

The new stadium as it appeared in June, approximately two months 
before completion 

Now in its first year of operation , Jacksonville's new stadium was 
built on the site of the old Gator Bowl. With demolition beginning on 
Janaury 3, 1994, approximately 90 percent of the Gator Bowl was de­
molished, with the only portion salvaged being the west upper deck, 
which had been added in 1982. The entire construction process was 
laid out in a 20-month timetable, the shortest time period in which a 
major league stadium has ever been built in North America. 

The new project required drilling 2,200 pilings to depths of 50 feet 
below ground. Poured-in-place pile caps, grade beams, columns, slabs 
and rakers required more than 36,000 cubic yards of concrete and 
was followed by the placing of 2,753 precast concrete pieces, includ­
ing raker beams and treads and risers, as the structure rose from ground 
level. 

Once the construction of the interior bowl of the seating area was 
completed, the five-month process of installing seats began in Janu­
ary of this year. The last seat was in place in June, just as final field 
preparations were made. 

The grass arrived as 102,000 square feet of sod, and it was rolled 
out in July. Beneath the natural grass playing surface is an irrigation 
system which waters the entire field surface, and eight inches of sand 
base. Beneath the sand base lies four inches of pea gravel and a se­
ries of diagonal drainage ditches filled with gravel and drain tile. 

Among the state-of-the art features of the stadium are enormous 
twin 60 by 156-foot scoreboards with 24 by 32-foot Sony Jumbo Tron 
screens. One of the most unique features, however, are the two Sta­
dium Clubs, located on the east and west sides of the stadium. 

The Clubs and all 10,000 Club Seats are located at midfield . Each 
Club area provides more than 60,000 square feet of air-conditioned 
comfort with a variety of food and beverage selections. In all , 75 per­
cent of the seats in the stadum are located on the sides, with just 25 
percent behind the endzones.

THE JAGUAR 

The jaguar is the largest and most powerful wild cat of the 
Western Hemisphere, with a more compact and more power­
fully built body than other species, as well as a shorter tail and 
larger and broader head. An endangered species, the jaguar is 
an excellent swimmer, climber and hunter. An adult jaguar typi­
cally weighs between 150 and 300 pounds, and the head and 
body may measure up to five feet in length. 

Jaguars stalk and ambush their prey, and may drag their kill 
a considerable distance to a sheltered area before eating. They 
eat almost any kind of animal, hunting primarily on the ground 
and at night. Fish, a favorite food , are caught by lying in wait on 
a low branch or a rock and flipping the fish out of the water with 
a quick strike of a paw. 

The South American Indian name for the jaguar is "jaguara," 
which is believed to mean the "carnivore that overcomes its prey 
in a single bound." The jaguar is considered by many to be more 
dangerous than the lion or leopard. This is because of a belief 
that the jaguar becomes possessive of its prey and defends it, 
similar to the way it "takes possession" and defends its territory. 

The jaguar once roamed the southern United States, in 
Florida, Arizona, southern California, New Mexico and Texas. 
By the early 20th century the jaguar had disappeared from this 
region , and today it is found only in Mexico and South and Cen­
tral America. A solitary and territorial animal , the jaguar is not 
known to migrate but may roam due to seasonal habitat changes. 

The jaguar was once worshipped by the Maya Indians as a 
god, a symbol of strength and courage. They believed it was a 
sacred animal and that the sun hid inside the jaguar at night. 

The jaguar's greatest enemy is man, whose demand for the 
beautiful spotted pelt nearly endangered the existence of the 
animal in the latter half of this century. The United States pro­
hibits the import or export of jaguars or their pelts . 

The jaguar's unique spots vary on a yellow or golden fur. 
The jaguar's spots are arranged in rosettes of four to five spots 
with a central spot, distinguishing the jaguar's coat from the spot­
ted leopard's, which does not have a central spot within the ro­
settes. The spots on the back and sides of the jaguar are light­
colored, with a dark center and dark outline. The spots on the 
head, legs and underside are black. Entirely black jaguars are 
found in South America, and albino jaguars are known as well.

CREDENTIAL REQUESTS: Credential requests wi ll be honored only 
for working media on specific assignment for a recognized news organi­
zation or sports publication. Credentials will not be issued to freelance 
writers or photographers unless requested by a recognized news orga­
nization'or sports publication. All credential requests must be submitted 
in writing on company letterhead to Dan Edwards, Executive Director of 
Communications, Jacksonville Jaguars, One Stadium Place, Jackson­
ville FL 32202, or by fax to (904) 633-6055. Requests must be, received 
at least one week prior to a home game. 

PARKING: Parking in lots surrounding the stadium is limited. Every ef­
fort will be made to accomodate requests for parking passes, but park­
ing cannot be provided for all credentialed media. The appropriate park­
ing pass will be required for access to all stadium parking lots on game 
days. Television trucks which provide satellite, uplink or microwave func­
tions will be parked adjacent to Gate 1. 

MEDIA ENTRANCE, CREDENTIAL WILL-CALL: The media entrance 
at the stadium is at Gate 1, at the Southwest corner of the stadium. The 
appropriate game credential must be presented at the media entrance 
for admission to the stadium. Game credentials not picked up in ad­
vance will be available on game day at the credential will-call window at 
Gate 1. The credential wi ll-call window will open three hours prior to 
kickoff. Parking passes will not be left at the will-call window. 

PHOTOGRAPHERS: Sideline access for NFL games is limited to pho­
tographers and videographers on assignment for a recognized news or­
ganization or sports publication. No one except network television per­
sonnel and authorized game personnel will be admitted to the f ield with­
out a camera. All field photographers must remain outside the bench 
areas and outside the yellow border surrounding the playing field. All 
photographers must shoot from a kneeling position so that fans sitting in 
the lower seating areas will not be obstructed. The photographers check­
in location is near the media entrance on the service hallway. 

POSTGAME INTERVIEWS AND LOCKERROOM ACCESS: Members 
of the media needing to conduct postgame interviews will be given ac­
cess to the Jaguars' interview room after each game, as well as the 
home and visiting lockerrooms. Jaguars head coach Tom Coughlin will 
conduct his postgame news conference in the team meeting room. Other 
key players or stars of the game will also be brought to the team meeting 
room after coach Coughlin 's news conference. The visiting head coach 
will be available in an area adjacent to the visitors lockerroom .. 

DURING THE WEEK 
MEDIA WORKROOM: The media workroom in the stadium is located 
just inside the media entrance. This room will be available during busi­
ness hours throughout the week. Phones, Jaguars and NFL news re­
leases, and other information will be available. 

TOM COUGHLIN INTERVIEWS: Head coach Tom Coughlin will con­
duct his weekly news conference at 12:00 noon on Mondays in the me­
dia workroom. He will not be avai lable on Tuesdays, but will be avai lable 
for interviews as requested in advance from 12: 15 to 12:30 on Wednes­
days and Thursdays, and from 12:00 to 12:15 on Friday. 

PLAYER INTERVIEWS: The Jaguars lockerroom will be open to accred­
ited media for specific interview periods during the week. On Mondays, 
players will only be available from 11 :45 to 12:00, and on Tuesdays there 
will be no availability as this will be the players' off day. The lockerroom 
will be open to the media on Wednesdays, Thursdays and Fridays from 
11:45 to 12: 15. All interviews should be arranged through the Jaguars 
communications department. Interviews may be conducted in person or 
by phone, but please call in advance when possible to schedule.
