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Amy Adams Strunk assumed the role of controlling owner of the team in
March 2015, and also serves as the co-chairman of the franchise’s Board
of Directors.

In her time as controlling owner Strunk has transformed the franchise
through her vision, commitment and hires that have set the team on an
ascending trajectory. She hired Jon Robinson as General Manager and
Mike Vrabel as head coach, while also installing Steve Underwood to the
position of President and CEO. Additionally, she has annually committed
significant resources to upgrade Nissan Stadium and the team'’s practice
facility, Saint Thomas Sports Park. Strunk also continues to grow the
administrative staff for the franchise with significant additions across
different departments. All those changes translated to success on the field
as the Titans went from a three-win team in 2015, to 9-7 records in the
past two campaigns and a playoff win at Kansas City last year. The playoff
victory was the first for the franchise since 2003.

This past offseason, she collaborated with Nashville city officials to secure
the 2019 NFL Draft, which is arguably the biggest sports event to come to
Nashville.

One of the daughters of Titans franchise founder K.S. “Bud” Adams, Jr.,
Strunk was raised on football and is proud of her father’s role in founding
the American Football League as well as the decades of leadership he
provided not only to the Titans franchise, but also to the National Football
League. Her goal is to build upon that legacy and establish the Titans as
one of the league’s elite franchises.

An independent businesswoman for more than 30 years, Strunk is the
owner and president of both Kenada Farms and the Little River Oil and Gas
Company. She has been significantly involved in the family’s farming and
ranching businesses, including serving as the vice president of Bud Adams

Ranches, Inc. These ventures provided her
valuable knowledge about customer service
as well as the opportunity to manage a
diverse range of employees and business
operations, and these experiences have
shaped her management style.

“I believe in hiring good people and letting them do their jobs,” said Strunk.
“Everything should revolve around what's best for the Titans and not around
the owner. While | talk frequently with the leaders of the Titans as | do with
all of our family’s companies, the people in our football operations need the
control and latitude necessary to create an exciting and competitive team.

“Our business staff needs the same freedom in order for our organization
to reach its full potential and to continue to create a first-class fan
experience at Nissan Stadium. Decisions will always be made based on
what is the best for the team to reach our goals of becoming one of the
elite franchises of the NFL and enriching the communities of Nashville and
middle Tennessee.

“Nashville is one of the most dynamic and rapidly growing cities in the
nation with a very promising future,” said Strunk. “We are proud to be a
part of Nashville and Middle Tennessee, and we want the Titans to be a
leader in providing opportunities for people and businesses in the city and
the region to achieve their dreams.”

Engaged in the process of improving all aspects to the franchise, Strunk
has the best interest of the football team and the fans on her mind as she
makes her decisions. “I'm so happy for our players, coaches and fans, to
see the excitement back in Nissan Stadium, over the last couple of years,
as we continue to progress as a team. We are continuing to find ways to
improve the fan experience and are so appreciative of their support through
our two-plus decades here in Tennessee.”

In 2016, Strunk was appointed to the NFL's Hall of Fame Committee.
Her appointment continues a family legacy, as her father was a long-time
member of the committee. Additionally, in 2017, Strunk was named to the
Board of Trustees for the Pro Football Hall of Fame.

A graduate of the University of Texas with a degree in history, Strunk is
an avid horse enthusiast whose other interests include farming, ranching,
tennis and a variety of other outdoor activities. She also served as a
volunteer coach of both the boys and girls varsity tennis teams at her
daughter’s high school.

Never one to turn down a challenge, during the 2017 offseason, Strunk
accepted an invitation to skydive with members of the Army’s Golden
Knights to kick off draft week.

Strunk and her husband, Bill, reside near a company ranching operation
in Waller, Texas, and have an additional residence in Nashville. She has
three children — Tracy, Tommy, and Blanche, who are all avid sports fans
and outdoor enthusiasts.
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Steve Underwood returned to the Titans on March 20, 2015 to serve as
the team’s interim President and CEO, and had the interim tag removed in
January of 2016. He now leads the franchise as the President and CEO.

Underwood has three decades of experience in a number of roles with
the franchise, including that of Senior Executive Vice President/General
Counsel at the time of his initial retirement in 2011.

Prior to his initial retirement, Underwood assumed the position of Senior
Executive Vice President, General Counsel/Executive Assistant to
Chairman of the Board in August of 2006 and moved from Houston to
Nashville. He oversaw the organization in Nashville and reported directly
to the team owner, K.S. “Bud” Adams, Jr. Since he joined the franchise in

1991, he has served as General Counsel for
the franchise. He also served as General
Counsel for KSA Industries, Inc., the private
holding company of Titans’ owner K. S.
“Bud” Adams, Jr.

Underwood was heavily involved in issues related to the franchise’s
relocation to Tennessee, including his role as one of the Titans’ principal
negotiators with local governments in Nashville, Memphis and Houston.

Underwood raised five children, including daughters Christy, Melissa,
Providence and Liberty, and son, Dennis, who passed away in 2011.
Underwood and his wife, Frances, currently live in Nashville.

Jon Robinson was hired as Titans general manager on Jan. 14, 2016 after
spending two years as director of player personnel for the Tampa Bay
Buccaneers. Nearly one year later, on Jan. 5, 2017, he was promoted to
executive vice president/general manager.

Robinson’s work in his first two years helped the team go from three wins in
the season prior to his arrival to consecutive 9-7 seasons and a Divisional
Round playoff finish following the 2017 campaign. He became the fifth
general manager in franchise history to have the team in the playoffs within
his first two full seasons.

Robinson turned over two-thirds of the Titans roster in his first two years on
the job. At the end of the 2017 campaign, 35 players on the club’s 53-man
roster (66.0 percent) were added after Robinson arrived in Tennessee—16
free agents, three players acquired via trade, two waiver pickups and 14
draft picks. An additional three picks from the 2016 draft class ended 2017
on injured reserve.

Early in the 2018 unrestricted free agent signing period, Robinson targeted
a pair of former New England Patriots: cornerback Malcolm Butler and
running back Dion Lewis. Butler was named to the Pro Bowl in 2015 and
earned second-team Associated Press All-Pro honors in 2016. Lewis led
the Patriots with 896 rushing yards in 2017, and his 4.98-yard rushing
average ranked second among all running backs. During the 2018 NFL
Draft, Robinson used trades to move up three times as he selected
linebackers Rashaan Evans and Harold Landry.

During the 2017 offseason, Robinson used free agency to address needs
on defense and special teams. Most notably, he spearheaded deals
for cornerback Logan Ryan (New England), safety Johnathan Cyprien
(Jacksonville) and special teams Pro Bowler Brynden Trawick (Oakland).

In the 2017 NFL Draft, Robinson spent first-round picks on wide receiver
Corey Dauvis (fifth overall) and cornerback Adoree’ Jackson (18th overall). It
marked the first time the franchise had a pair of first-round draft selections
since 1987. Davis contributed 34 receptions for 375 yards during the
regular season and added nine receptions for 98 yards and a team-high two
touchdowns during the playoffs. Jackson started every game and ranked
second in the NFL in total snaps in 2017 (1,260) while also handling the

team’s return responsibilities. Overall, the
members of the 2017 draft class combined
for 76 games played and 42 starts.

In his first year as an NFL general manager,

Robinson’s leadership and decision-making helped the Titans triple their
win total from the previous season, finishing 9-7 in 2016 after a 3-13 finish
in 2015. The six-win improvement tied for the most in franchise history
(1967 and 1974) and doubled the previous club benchmark for the most
wins in the first year under a new general manager (three by Bum Phillips
in 1975).

Within the first four months at his post, Robinson pulled the trigger on
several key personnel decisions. On March 9, 2016, he made his first major
acquisition, swapping fourth-round draft picks with the Philadelphia Eagles
in exchange for running back DeMarco Murray. The trade provided major
dividends in 2016, as Murray led the AFC and ranked third in the NFL with
1,287 rushing yards.

Around the same time, Robinson began to work the free agent market.
Center Ben Jones and wide receiver Rishard Matthews highlighted the
haul, and both were instrumental in helping to transform the Titans offense
into the 11th-ranked unit in the NFL in 2016. Jones started all 16 games
and keyed a rushing attack that ranked third in the league, while Matthews
set career highs with 65 receptions (tied for the team lead), a team-high
945 receiving yards and a team-high nine touchdown receptions. The latter
number tied for sixth in the NFL and tied for ninth in franchise history.

On April 14, 2016, two weeks before the NFL Draft, Robinson and the
Titans dealt the first overall pick to the Los Angeles Rams in one of the
biggest trades in recent NFL history. The Titans gave up the No. 1 pick
and a fourth-rounder in order to receive the 15th overall pick, two second-
rounders and a third-rounder in 2016, plus the Rams’ first- and third-round
picks in 2017. From 1990-2015, there were seven trades involving the
No. 1 overall pick, but this was the first since 2004, when the San Diego
Chargers selected Eli Manning with the first pick and dealt his rights to the
New York Giants.

The Titans had their hands at one point or another on 17 selections in the
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2016 draft due to five different trades (including one trade in 2015), and
in the end, they ended up with a class of 10 players, including four of the
top 45 picks. Robinson swung a draft-day trade with the Cleveland Browns
to move back up to the eighth slot to choose Michigan State tackle Jack
Conklin.

All 10 members of Robinson’s first draft class played in at least one game
in 2016. They accumulated a total of 110 games played and 38 starts,
including 16 starts at right tackle by Conklin. The eighth-overall pick capped
his successful rookie campaign by being named first-team All-Pro by
Associated Press. Other rookies in 2016 who made significant contributions
included second-round running back Derrick Henry, third-round safety
Kevin Byard and fifth-round wide receiver Tajaé Sharpe. Byard earned first-
team All-Pro honors and a Pro Bowl berth in his second season.

Robinson arrived in Tennessee with a wide range of experience from
working his way up on the personnel side of the NFL. From 2014-2015,
he served as director of player personnel for the Buccaneers and oversaw
both college and pro departments as the team rebuilt its roster. The 2015
Buccaneers draft class made a significant impact, including four rookie
starters: quarterback Jameis Winston, tackle Donovan Smith, guard Ali
Marpet and linebacker Kwon Alexander.

Prior to joining Tampa Bay, Robinson spent 12 years with the New England

Titans Executives

Patriots, including his last five years (2009-13) as the director of college
scouting. In the five years heading up their college scouting, the Patriots
added a number of key components to their roster that won the Super Bowl
in 2014, including wide receiver Julian Edelman, defensive back Devin
McCourty, tight end Rob Gronkowski, tackle Nate Solder and defensive
end Chandler Jones. He joined the Patriots as an area scout in 2002, a
role he served for four seasons. Robinson then spent two years (2006-07)
as a regional scout, before being promoted to assistant director of college
scouting in 2008 and then director of college scouting in 2009. In his time
scouting for the Patriots the team won 10 division titles, four conference
titles and two Super Bowls (2003, 2004).

Robinson played three years at Southeast Missouri State as a defensive
lineman after starting his college career at the Air Force Academy. Following
his college career as a player, he spent one season (1998) coaching at his
alma mater and three years (1999-2001) coaching at Nicholls State.

A native of Union City, Tenn., Robinson and his wife, Jaimie, have two
daughters, Taylor and Bailey.

He and his wife are deeply involved in the Juvenile Diabetes Research
Foundation (JDRF), as the disease affects their oldster daughter, Taylor.
Last April (2018), the Robinsons chaired the JDRF Gala in Nashville which
raised over 1.8 million dollars for diabetes research.

Jenneen Kaufman is in her 22nd season and her 10th as Senior Vice
President/CFO for the Titans in 2018. Kaufman spent her first 11 seasons
as the team’s controller before being promoted to Vice President/Controller
in 2008.

Kaufman is responsible for financial reporting, budgeting and the Collective
Bargaining Agreement audit for the franchise. She also oversees the
accounting of ticket and suite sales, sponsorships and broadcast revenues,
player and staff payroll, while assisting with special projects. In addition,
she oversees the accounting for Nissan Stadium, including concerts, TSU
football games, the Music City Bowl and other events; and served as
human resources liaison for all Titans employees in Nashville from 1999-
2014.

In 2008, Kaufman was selected to attend the NFL'’s Stanford Program for
Managers, which included a wide range of educational programs designed
for league executives.

Before joining the Titans, Kaufman was Vice President of Finance and
Human Resources for the American Cancer Society from 1995-97. She
previously worked for Arthur Andersen LLP (1992-95) as an audit division
senior accountant.

A native of Knoxville, Tenn., Kaufman graduated summa cum laude with

a B.S. in Business Administration from the
University of Tennessee. She earned her
CPA certification in 1994 and is a member
of the Tennessee Society of CPA'’s, serving
as the chair of the Sports and Entertainment
Conference Committee.

For the past 16 years, Kaufman has participated in the Tennessee Society
of CPA’s Accounting Academy, promoting accounting to high school
students throughout Tennessee. Kaufman is featured in an award-winning
video produced by the American Institute of Certified Public Accountants.
The video is played for high school and college students across the country
seeking to get into the accounting field.

In 2011, she was named one of Nashville’s “Most Powerful Women” by the
Nashville Post and subsequently honored during a luncheon by Nashville’s
premier business publication.

An active member of the Nashville community, Kaufman serves on the
United Way Board and the Downtown Partnership Board. She also
volunteers at her church and speaks at various financial seminars in
Nashville.

She and her daughter, Maggie, reside in Nashville, Tenn.
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Stuart Spears is in his 32nd season with the organization and his fourth
as the team’s Senior Vice President/Chief Revenue Officer in 2018.
Previously, he spent six years as Vice President of Business Operations
and Sales for the organization.

In his current role, he is responsible for the revenue generating aspects
of the organization, including ticketing, premium seating, merchandise,
broadcasting, sponsorships, marketing and cheerleaders. Additionally, he
oversees digital media, media relations and community relations. In his
time as CRO, Spears has led the organization to expand the number of
events at Nissan Stadium, redeveloped the team’s ticket office and grow
the Titans media offerings and platforms to deliver that content.

In his previous role, Spears was primarily responsible for the administration
of the club’s sales and advertising efforts and the coordination of all team
travel and training camp activities.

Spears began his tenure with the Oilers in 1987 in the ticket office. He
worked in the ticket department for five years, finishing as the club’s

Assistant Director of Ticket Administration
and Services until 1992, when he assumed
the duties of Marketing and Broadcasting
Assistant. He was promoted to Sales and
Promotions Coordinator in 1995, to Director
of Sales and Operations in 1998, to Senior Director of Sales and Operations
in 2006 and to Vice President of Business Operations and Sales in 2010.

Playing a role in preparing for the team'’s relocation to Tennessee, Spears
was actively involved in the promotion of luxury suite and personal seat
license sales. He also worked on a wide range of operational and political
activities. He moved to Tennessee in December of 1995 in order to prepare
for the team’s arrival in 1997.

A native of Wilmington, Del., Spears is a graduate of Baylor University with
a B.A. degree in Journalism and Marketing. He and his wife Joyce reside
in Franklin, Tenn. They have two sons - Wesley and Dustin.

Ryan Cowden is in his 19th NFL season, including his third with the
Titans. This past May (2018), he was promoted to Vice President/Player
Personnel. He originally joined the franchise as the Director of Player
Personnel.

Cowden oversees all areas of the scouting department, both college and
pro, including advance scouting, free agency preparation, and evaluation of
players in the NFL and all other professional leagues. In addition, he assists
with college scouting and preparation for the NFL Draft.

He joined the Titans in 2016 after 16 years with the Carolina Panthers.
In Carolina, Cowden last held the title of Assistant Director of College

Scouting, a position he held for two years.
Prior to that role, he served as the team’s
National Scout/Senior College Scout for two
years (2012-14) and was a national scout
from 2008-12.

Cowden originally joined the Panthers as a scouting assistant in 2000. He
became an area scout in 2001, and was responsible for the southeast area
from 2001-07. During his time in Carolina, the franchise won two NFC titles,
five division crowns and advanced to the playoffs six times.

Cowden and his wife, Dana, have a son, Noah, and a daughter, London.

Brooke Ellenberger joined the Titans in March of 2015 after spending 11
years with the Houston Astros, including the last three years as the Senior
Director of Ticket Operations and Strategy.

She originally joined the Astros in 2004 as the Ticket Systems Manager and
worked her way up through the ticket office, holding various titles.

Before working for the Astros, Ellenberger spent four years with the New
Orleans Saints. She joined the organization as ticket sales representative
and was the Box Office Manager at the time of her departure to the Astros.

A native of Rock Hill, S.C., Ellenberger
graduated with a degree in Marketing from
Clemson University.
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Bob Flynn joined the Titans in 2015 as the team’s Vice President of
Facilities and Game Day Operations.

In his role for the Titans, he oversees both Nissan Stadium and Saint
Thomas Sports Park. More specifically, he is responsible for all aspects of
stadium operations on game day and the fan experience. He also serves as
the point person for scheduling additional events at Nissan Stadium. Since
his arrival, Nissan Stadium has hosted many unique events in addition to
the normal slate of football games, including the Rolling Stones, Guns ‘N
Roses, Beyoncé, Taylor Swift, Kenny Chesney, Ed Sheeran, Monster Jam
and a Top Golf event. Additionally, the stadium has hosted top-flight soccer
matches including the She Believes Cup, a Gold Cup soccer doubleheader,
International Champions Cup and games featuring both the U.S. National
Men’s team and the Mexican National Team.

Flynn previously served as Senior Director of Corporate Partnerships
for the Nashville Predators and was an Arena Football League general
manager, including four years with the Nashville Kats.

With the Predators, Flynn was responsible for soliciting, retaining and
closing sales of corporate partnerships, including major accounts with
Vanderbilt University, AT&T, Jack Daniel's (Brown Forman) and Tropicana
Evansville. In addition to developing and designing new sellable inventory,
Flynn assisted with several Nashville Predators Foundation initiatives,

including the Predators Foundation Wine
Festival and Tasting.

Prior to joining the Predators, Flynn

developed the re-launch of the Nashville

Kats under NFL management. He was responsible for all business
operations of the Arena Football team, including marketing, advertising,
ticket sales, sponsor partnerships and game operations. In addition, he
directed the hiring of all front office and game day staff, coordinated team
travel and maintained the fiscal budget for all operating costs of the team.

Flynn began his AFL career with the Orlando Predators from 1991-98,
serving as Chief Operating Officer, Sponsorship Manager and Marketing
Manager. He later became Vice President of Operations with the AFL’s Los
Angeles Avengers from 1999-03. In that role he was in charge of all aspects
of startup operations, including name selection, sponsorship development,
marketing, ticketing, game presentation and football operations.

Flynn earned a B.A. in History and Master’s in Sports Administration from
the University of Florida. He received the Barry Trotz Award for Community
Involvement in 2013 and sits on the Events Committee for the Nashville
Sports Council.

Vincent Marino is in his 12th season with the Titans and eighth as
Vice President/Football Administration in 2018. He originally joined the
organization in 2007 as the Senior Director of Football Administration after
spending 18 years in the NFL offices in New York.

Marino’s primary responsibilities include the management of the Titans’
salary cap and player contract negotiations. He interacts closely with Titans
General Manager Jon Robinson on numerous football-related issues.

Marino also serves as the Titans liaison with the NFL office regarding
labor and contract issues as well as player personnel matters. In 2014, he
was selected to participate in the prestigious NFL's Career Development
Symposium at the Wharton School of Business in Philadelphia. Currently,
he is a member of the NFL Player Insurance Trust; and additionally, he sits
on the appeals panels for the NFL Player Tuition Assistance Plan and the
NFL Severance Pay Plan.

During his time with the NFL's Management Council, Marino spent eight
years in the Player Personnel Department (Analyst, 1990-95; Manager/
Player Personnel, 1995-98) and eight years in Labor Operations (Sr.
Manager of Labor Operations, 1998-03), the last three as the Director
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of Labor Operations (2003-06). Marino

gained expertise in various capacities and

his experience includes: being a primary

club contact for player contract valuations,

enforcing the rules of the CBA (collective

bargaining agreement), salary cap regulation and participating in a
strategic group related to forming the last CBA between the league and
the players.

Additionally, he has assisted the league in Super Bowl game operations
and has served as a replay communicator at numerous games during his
tenure. He originally joined the NFL as an assistant in the Public Relations
department, where he spent two years.

Born and raised in the Bronx, N.Y., Marino graduated from the Bronx
High School of Science and went on to earn summa cum laude honors
from Fordham University. While at Fordham, he earned a communications
degree and is a member of Phi Beta Kappa.

Marino and his wife, Nikoleta, have two sons: Nikolas and Alexander.
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Burke Nihill enters his third season with the Titans and his first as Vice
President/General Counsel. He originally joined the organization as
General Counsel in 2016.

As VP/General Counsel, Burke manages the legal affairs of the Titans,
including contract negotiation and management, labor and employment
issues, intellectual property concerns, and real estate and construction
matters.

Before joining the Titans, Burke worked as Senior Manager and Senior
Counsel at VMware, Inc., an international software company based in
Silicon Valley. He previously served as Associate General Counsel at
OfficeMax Incorporated, and as an associate attorney at Tressler, LLP.

A native of the western suburbs of Chicago,
Burke attended Wheaton College before
graduating from lllinois Wesleyan University
with a Bachelor's Degree in Business
Administration. He received his law degree
with honors from Chicago-Kent College of Law.

Burke resides in Franklin, Tenn., with his wife, Holly, and their three
children, Emma, Jack, and Chase.

Ralph Ockenfels is in his 21st season with the Titans, 13th as a Vice
President and 28th overall in the National Football League in 2018. He was
promoted to Vice President of Marketing and Broadcast & Digital Rights
prior to the 2015 season.

In his current role, Ockenfels oversees a wide array of Titans revenue
generating concepts, sponsorship platforms and marketing assets. He
is instrumental in sales efforts on the team’s radio and television
programming, website, social media, retail and e-commerce merchandise,
advertising, branding and other marketing partnerships.

Under his leadership, the team has seen growth in both new and existing
partnerships. The team announced on June 25th, 2015 it had secured
a dynamic, new 20-year Naming Rights agreement with Nissan North
America to rename the Titans’ home Nissan Stadium. He served the same
role for the previous naming rights agreement with LP Building Products
in 2006.

In addition, the team announced major marketing extensions with additional
marquis partners. Both Pinnacle Financial Partners and LP Building
Products announced long-term extensions and were also secured as
enduring team partners under his management. In 2016, he spearheaded
the highly innovative Nissan “Hall of Greats” displays in the concourses of
the stadium that honor the best players in Tennessee Titans history and
showcasing their stellar careers in two-tone blue. The “Hall of Greats”
provides a unique state-of-the-art interactive area for fans to enjoy at
every event at Nissan Stadium and to learn more about Titans greats via
interactive player photos, statistics, and video highlights.

Ockenfels helped launch the Titans’ syndicated feature television show,
“Titans All Access,” which enters its 16th season in 2018 and brings
Titans programming into multiple television markets throughout the Mid-
South region as well as spearheading sales on Titans pre-season games.
“Titans Blitz” made its debut in 2016, bringing another piece of television
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programing to the Middle Tennessee

market. Last season, he also helped launch

the all-new “Titan Up Tailgate Party,” a

free, fan-friendly tailgate party featuring live

music, Titans cheerleaders and an array

of sponsored interactive areas for fans to enjoy prior to kickoff. In 2017,
he organized the first of its kind Miller Lite Ride Share Lounge at Nissan
Stadium to help promote safe rides and improve traffic flow.

He was also instrumental in launching the highly creative and nationally
recognized “Aloha Y’all” campaign welcoming Titans quarterback Marcus
Mariota to Tennessee less than 24 hours after the 2015 NFL Draft pick
was announced. Ockenfels also spearheaded the annual innovative
celebration of Tennessee Titans fans with the Coke “Hall of Fans”
campaign at Nissan Stadium.

His community involvement includes serving as a board member on Big
Brothers and Big Sisters of Middle TN and working with Tennessee Donor
Services to promote organ donation. In addition, he launched the Nissan
“Titans of Taste” charity dinner to aid deserving Tennessee non-profit
agencies in an impactful way during the 2015 season going forward. The
event in 2018 benefited Big Brothers Big Sisters and raised approximately
$115,000 in one evening.

Prior to joining the Titans, Ockenfels was the Assistant Director of Marketing
for the Green Bay Packers from 1992-98 after joining the team as an intern
in 1991. Ockenfels served on the advance team for the Packers in Super
Bowls XXXI and XXXII and Super Bowl XXXIV for the Titans.

A native of lowa City, lowa, Ockenfels earned his B.A. from the University
of Northern lowa and M.S. from Western lllinois University. He and his wife,
Jannette, reside in Franklin, Tenn.
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Mike Vrabel was hired as head coach of the Titans on Jan. 20, 2018. He
became the 19th head coach in franchise history.

Vrabel ascended quickly to his position as a head coach following a 14-year
playing career as a linebacker with the Pittsburgh Steelers (1997-2000),
New England Patriots (2001-08) and Kansas City Chiefs (2009-10). He
spent three years as an assistant coach at Ohio State (2011-13) and
four years on the Houston Texans staff (2014-17), including 2017 as the
defensive coordinator, before he was hired to his current post by Titans
controlling owner Amy Adams Strunk.

Vrabel's accomplishments as a player included three Super Bowl wins
(2001, 2003 and 2004), one Pro Bowl selection (2007) and an All-Pro
honor (2007). He appeared in 206 NFL games and totaled 57 sacks, 496
tackles, 11 interceptions (one returned for a touchdown), 20 forced fumbles
and nine fumble recoveries. A cerebral and versatile athlete, he also saw
action as a tight end and totaled 10 touchdown receptions. Additionally, his
teams advanced to the playoffs eight times (20 postseason games), with
Vrabel recording eight postseason sacks and two additional postseason
touchdown receptions.

Vrabel has spent his football life around accomplished leaders. After
entering the NFL as a player in 1997, he played or coached under Bill
Belichick, Bill Cowher, Romeo Crennel, Urban Meyer and Bill O'Brien. He
gleaned attributes from each that helped form his philosophies as a head
coach.

Upon arriving in Tennessee, Vrabel stated: “We want to build a culture
around winning, competitiveness and toughness. Everything we do is going
to be geared towards winning and being physical. We want to prepare our
players so they know what to do, which will allow them to play fast and
aggressive.”

Vrabel likewise made his own indelible impression on the same group of
coaches. Upon the trade of Vrabel from the Patriots to the Chiefs in 2009,
Belichick, who coached Vrabel his entire time in New England, made this
comment: “Mike Vrabel epitomizes everything a coach could seek in a
professional football player: toughness, intelligence, playmaking, leadership,
versatility and consistency at the highest level. Behind the scenes, Mike's
wit and personality is one of the things we have all enjoyed about coming
to work every day. The toughest aspect of my job is the day | stop coaching
people like Mike, who did everything in his power to contribute to team
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success. Of all the players | have coached in
my career, there is nobody | enjoyed working
with more than Mike.”

Vrabel joined the Titans after four seasons

with O’Brien at the Houston Texans, spending the first three seasons
(2014-16) coaching linebackers and one year (2017) as the team’s
defensive coordinator. During his time in Houston, the Texans built one of
the top defenses in the NFL and experienced tremendous success as a
team, earning division titles in 2015 and 2016.

O'Brien had this to say on Vrabel: “When you are around guys like Mike you
know that it is inevitable that he is going to be a head coach. He is a great
leader, and he did an excellent job for us developing players, coaching the
defense. He is a very, very hard worker, and he has a really good presence
about him. He cares about people, and he has a great family ... When you
walk into the room in front of a team, you have to have ‘it,’ and he’s got ‘it.”

In 2017, Vrabel's first year as a defensive coordinator, the Texans finished
the campaign with 19 players on injured reserve. Despite the setbacks, he
led the defense to the fifth-best third-down percentage in the NFL and a
franchise-record 3.97 yards per carry by opponents. Houston also had 18
different players record at least half a sack last year and 26 players tally at
least one tackle for loss.

As the Texans linebackers coach from 2014-16, Vrabel helped mold
several top-notch performers within his position group, including Jadeveon
Clowney, Whitney Mercilus, Benardrick McKinney and Brian Cushing.
During those three seasons, the Texans defense ranked third in the NFL
in yards allowed per game (319.9) and net passing yards (218.4). Houston
also ranked first in third-down defense (33.6 percent), fourth in opponent
completion percentage (59.5) and sixth in points allowed per game (19.8).

The 2016 Texans ranked number one in the NFL — for the first time in
franchise history — in total defense, surrendering only 301.3 yards per
game. The defense also gave up the fewest first downs (17.0 per game)
and second-fewest net passing yards (201.6) per game in the league.
Clowney, Mercilus and McKinney all earned second-team All-Pro honors,
while Clowney was named to the Pro Bowl for the first time in his career
after posting personal bests with 52 tackles, six sacks, 16 tackles for loss
and 17 quarterback hits. Mercilus led the team in sacks for the first time in
his career with 7.5 quarterback takedowns and tied for the NFL lead with
four defensive fumble recoveries. McKinney led the team with a career-
high 129 tackles and became the second player in franchise history with
over 100 tackles and five sacks in a season.

The 2015 Texans had the top third-down defense in the NFL, allowing a
28.5 percent conversion rate, which was the lowest percentage in franchise
history and the lowest by any NFL team since the 2003 Titans (27.7
percent). The 2015 defense also set a franchise mark with 45 sacks — 22.5
of which came from Vrabel's linebacking corps. The 2015 squad also
finished third in the NFL in net yards (310.2) and net passing yards (210.4)
allowed per game and tied for seventh in points allowed per game (19.6).
Cushing’s 110 tackles led the linebacking corps and were the third-highest
mark of his career. Mercilus enjoyed the best year of his career as he set
a personal high with 12 sacks.

Prior to joining the NFL coaching ranks, Vrabel transitioned immediately
from an NFL player to college coach. He started as the linebacker coach
at Ohio State in 2011 and coached the defensive line from 2012-2013. In
2012, the Buckeyes finished the season undefeated at 12-0, and Vrabel
was named Big Ten Recruiter of the Year by ESPN.com. That same
season, he coached four Ohio State defensive linemen who were either
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drafted into the NFL or signed free agent contracts.

Vrabel was selected by the Pittsburgh Steelers in the third round (91st
overall) of the 1997 NFL Draft after playing four years at Ohio State (1993-
96). With the Buckeyes, he was a dominant performer, earning back-to-
back All-American honors and becoming the first two-time winner of the Big
Ten Conference Defensive Lineman of the Year Award (1995 and 1996).
He graduated from Ohio State with a degree in exercise science.

A native of Akron, Ohio, Vrabel attended Walsh Jesuit High School. He and
his wife, Jennifer, have two sons: Tyler and Carter.

Matt LaFleur is in his first season with the Titans as offensive coordinator.
He is in his 10th year coaching in the NFL and his 16th overall year in
coaching.

LaFleur has experience working with some of the brightest offensive minds
during his decade in the NFL. He has developed under head coaches Mike
Shanahan, Gary Kubiak, Kyle Shanahan and Sean McVay.

He spent the 2017 campaign as the offensive coordinator for the Los
Angeles Rams under McVay, a first-year head coach. The Rams offense
was transformed into one of the best in the NFL under LaFleur and McVay,
and the team’s win total improved by seven games — from 4-12 in 2016 to
11-5in 2017. Running back Todd Gurley, the AP Offensive Player of the
Year, led the league in scrimmage yards (2,093) and was second in rushing
yards (1,305). Meanwhile, second-year quarterback Jared Goff ranked fifth
in passer rating (100.5).

The 2017 Rams more than doubled their points scored per game, going
from 14.0 per game in 2016 to a league-leading 29.8 per game in 2017.
They became the first team in the Super Bowl era (1966-present) to go
from last to first in the NFL in scoring in one season. The team was 10th
in overall offense at 361.5 yards per contest and also fielded the ninth-best
offense on third down (41.1 percent). No offense in 2017 threw fewer
interceptions than the Rams (seven) or threw interceptions at a lower rate
(1.4 percent).

LaFleur joined the Rams fresh off his first Super Bowl appearance as
quarterbacks coach for the Atlanta Falcons, a position he held for two
seasons (2015-16). The 2016 season was a prolific year for quarterback
Matt Ryan, who was named Associated Press NFL MVP and Offensive
Player of the Year. Ryan passed for 4,944 yards and 38 touchdowns with
a league-leading 117.1 quarterback rating — the fifth-highest mark in NFL
history.

In LaFleur’s first season in Atlanta, Ryan was third in the NFL in completions
(407), fifth in yards (4,591), and sixth in completion percentage (66.3).

LaFleur spent the 2014 season coaching quarterbacks at the University
Notre Dame. Under LaFleur’'s tutelage, Irish quarterback Everett Golson
completed 256-0f-427 passes (60 percent) for 3,445 yards with 29
touchdowns.
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Prior to arriving in South Bend, LaFleur

spent four seasons (2010-13) as the

quarterbacks coach with the Washington

Redskins.  With LaFleur coaching him,

Robert Griffin Ill became the first Redskins

rookie quarterback selected to the Pro Bowl, as Washington won its first
NFC East title in 13 years. Griffin established Redskins’ rookie records in
pass completions (258), passing yards (3,200), passing touchdowns (20)
and rushing yards by a quarterback (815).

Before his time in Washington, LaFleur spent 2008 and 2009 as an
offensive assistant for the Houston Texans, working with the quarterbacks
and wide receivers.

LaFleur coached in the college ranks for six seasons before his first NFL
opportunity. He began his coaching career in 2003 at Saginaw Valley
State as an offensive assistant and also spent time at Central Michigan
(graduate assistant, 2004-05) and Northern Michigan (quarterbacks and
wide receivers, 2006) universities before serving as offensive coordinator
for two years (2007-08) at Ashland University.

A native of Mount Pleasant, Mich., LaFleur played quarterback at Saginaw
Valley State, where he guided the Cardinals to three-straight NCAA
Division Il playoff appearances.

He and his wife, BreAnne, have two sons: Luke and Ty.

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Dean Pees is in his first season with the Titans as defensive coordinator
and his 46th year in coaching.

Pees arrived in Tennessee with 14 years of experience as an NFL coach,
including 10 total years as a defensive coordinator with the Baltimore
Ravens and New England Patriots. In six of those 10 seasons, his
defenses finished in the NFL's top 10. He became one of eight defensive
coordinators in NFL history to coach in a Super Bowl with two different
teams.

Pees has served on the staffs of some of the most successful head
coaches in football, including Nick Saban, Lou Holtz, Bill Belichick and
John Harbaugh.

Pees was with Harbaugh on the Ravens staff from 2010 through 2017,
including the final six years as defensive coordinator (2012-17). He joined
the Ravens in 2010 as linebackers coach, and two years later, in his first
year coordinating the Baltimore defense, the team won Super Bowl XLVII.
Over his six-year tenure as Ravens defensive coordinator, the team ranked
eighth in yards allowed per game (334.7), ninth in points allowed per game
(21.1), 10th in sacks (236), eighth in rushing yards allowed (103.4 per
game), fourth in rushing average allowed (3.88 per attempt), 13th in third-
down defense (36.9 percent), seventh in opponent passer rating (85.4) and
13th in interceptions (86). In three of those six years (2014-16), the Ravens
finished in the top 10 in total defense.

In 2017, his final year in Baltimore, the Ravens led the NFL in interceptions
(22) and takeaways (34), while their defensive passer rating (72.4) and
five defensive touchdowns (tied with Detroit and Philadelphia) were each
second best. With three Pro Bowl selections on defense — linebacker C.J.
Mosley, outside linebacker Terrell Suggs and safety Eric Weddle — the
Ravens’ three shutouts were the most in a season since the 2003 Patriots.

After a No. 8 overall defensive ranking in 2015 (337.4 yards per game),
the 2016 Ravens defense finished seventh. Baltimore joined the Denver
Broncos and Seattle Seahawks as the only clubs to finish in the top 10 in
total defense in each season from 2014-16. The 2016 Ravens tied Kansas
City and San Diego for the NFL lead with 18 interceptions. Mosley and
Weddle earned Pro Bowl honors while helping the Ravens allow the ninth-
fewest points per game (20.1) and the second-lowest opponents’ third-
down percentage (35.0).

The 2014 Ravens defense, which featured Pro Bowl selections Mosley
and outside linebacker Elvis Dumervil, ranked second in red zone defense
(42.6 percent), allowed league’s sixth-fewest points (18.9) and eighth-
fewest yards per game (336.9). Dumervil, who set a franchise record with
17 sacks, and Suggs (12 sacks) combined to produce the most sacks (29)
among NFL duos.

In 2013, the Ravens defense starred Pro Bowlers Suggs and defensive
tackle Haloti Ngata, who led the unit to the third-best finish on third down
(33.5 percent) and the seventh-best mark in red zone defense (48.8 percent
touchdown rate). Linebacker Daryl Smith was one of three NFL defenders
to post at least 100 tackles, five sacks and three interceptions. Cornerback
Lardarius Webb tied for the league lead with 22 passes defensed.

In 2012, his first year as coordinator, Pees’ unit was depleted by injuries to
key starters, including Suggs, who missed the first six games, and future
Hall of Fame linebacker Ray Lewis, who missed the final 10 regular season
games. With Ngata and safety Ed Reed earning Pro Bowl nods, the
Super Bowl-winning defense was the NFL's second best in the red zone,
surrendering a 43.4 percent touchdown mark inside the 20.
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Pees joined the Ravens as linebackers

coach in 2010. The following season,

as the Ravens allowed the NFL's third-

fewest points (16.9 per game), two of Pees’

linebackers, Lewis and Suggs, were named

to the Pro Bowl. Despite missing four games (toe injury), Lewis led the
team with 95 tackles, and Suggs, who was named the 2011 Defensive
Player of the Year, posted a team-leading and career-high 14 sacks, while
also forcing an NFL- and franchise-high seven forced fumbles.

From 2004 through 2009, Pees was on the New England staff under head
coach Bill Belichick, who entrusted the defense to him as its coordinator
for four years. During his tenure coordinating the defense (2006-09), New
England was the only NFL team to finish in the top 10 in scoring defense
in four consecutive seasons. New England’s unit also allowed fewer than
20 points per game in every season under Pees’ guidance, the best run of
any coordinator in the Bill Belichick era.

In 2008, New England’s defense ranked 10th in the NFL, allowing only
309.0 yards per contest, despite using 22 different starters on defense.
The Patriots surrendered 19.3 points per game and earned an 11-5 record.

The 2007 Patriots defense contributed to the first 16-0 regular season in
NFL history. Pees’ squad ranked fourth in the NFL in yards allowed per
game (288.3), the lowest average permitted by a Patriots defense in 28
years. New England finished second in the league with 47 sacks and had
three starters selected to the Pro Bowl: linebacker Mike Vrabel, nose tackle
Vince Wilfork and cornerback Asante Samuel.

In his first season as an NFL defensive coordinator, Pees’ 2006 Patriots
defense set a franchise record for points allowed per game (14.8), which
was second in the NFL. The defense was fourth in total takeaways with 35.

Pees joined the Patriots in 2004 as linebackers coach, and in his first
season coaching in the NFL, he mentored a linebacking corps that
produced three of the team’s top four tacklers and totaled 27.5 sacks
as a position group. Linebacker Tedy Bruschi earned his first Pro Bowl
selection.

Prior to entering the NFL coaching ranks, Pees spent 25 years at the
collegiate level — including 21 seasons as a coordinator or head coach.
Most recently, he was hired as head coach at Kent State University in 1998
and spent six seasons at the post. The 2001 Golden Flashes finished with
a 6-5 record, the school’s best mark in 14 years and only its second winning
season in 25 years. The same season, future NFL Pro Bowl linebacker
James Harrison ranked second in school history with 12 sacks and 20
tackles for loss. Then, in 2002, Kent State quarterback Joshua Cribbs
became the second player in NCAA history with two “double” (passing/
rushing) 1,000-yard seasons and broke 13 different school records.

From 1995 through 1997, Pees was the defensive coordinator and inside
linebackers coach on Saban’s Michigan State staff. The Spartans qualified
for a postseason bowl game in each of Pees’ three seasons there and
finished with the 13th-ranked defense in his final year.

Saban first hired Pees in 1990 at Toledo, where the latter spent four years
(1990-93) as defensive coordinator. From there, Pees joined Holtz's Notre
Dame staff as secondary coach in 1994. With the Irish, Pees coached
senior All-American and future Pro Bowl cornerback Bobby Taylor.

Pees’ first collegiate coaching experience came as the defensive
coordinator/secondary coach during four seasons (1979-82) at the
University of Findlay, where he was part of the 1979 Division |l National
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Championship team. He then spent four years (1983-86) as the defensive
coordinator/secondary coach at Miami (Ohio) and three years (1987-89) as
the secondary coach at the Naval Academy.

Pees got his start in coaching with six years at EImwood (Bloomdale, Ohio)
High School, first as an assistant coach (1973-74) and then as a head
coach (1975-78).

A native of Dunkirk, Ohio, Pees earned his bachelor’'s degree in secondary
education from Bowling Green State University.

Pees has been honored with several awards during his career. He was
added as a member of the Hardin County Ohio Sports Hall of Fame in
2011. He later received a distinguished alumni award from Hardin Northern
(Dola, Ohio) High School and was inducted into the school’s Hall of Fame in
2013. Ohio State University honored him with the second annual “A Tribute
to Ohio’s Finest” award in a spring 2015 ceremony at the university. He
was the second-ever NFL coach (Paul Brown, 2014) to receive the honor,
which is also awarded to a high school and college coach from Ohio. In
January 2018, he was inducted into the University of Findlay Athletic Hall
of Fame and received the university’s Lifetime Achievement Award. He is
scheduled to be added to the Ohio High School Coaches Hall of Fame in
June 2019.

Aukerman enters his second season with the Titans and his first season
special teams coach. The 2018 campaign is his ninth NFL season and his
19th year coaching. He originally joined the Titans in 2017 as assistant
special teams coach.

In 2017, Titans Pro Bowl punter Brett Kern's 44.6-yard net average ranked
second in NFL history, and his 49.7-yard gross average was eighth in
league annals. Both numbers led the NFL. Additionally, kicker Ryan
Succop tied a franchise record with 136 points during the season, while his
35 field goals tied for second place in team history.

Aukerman joined the Titans after four seasons (2013-16) with the San
Diego Chargers working with their special teams, first as an assistant
special teams coach (2013-15) and then as the special teams coordinator
(2016). In 2016, second-year kicker Josh Lambo led the NFL in touchbacks
(67) and rookie punter Drew Kaser ranked 10th in the NFL for average
(46.3).

Aukerman broke into the NFL as a defensive assistant for the Denver
Broncos in 2010 and then joined the Jacksonville Jaguars in the same
capacity in 2011. In 2012, he was an assistant special teams coach with
the Jaguars.

Aukerman has 10 years of coaching experience on the college level. He
spent time coaching at Kent State (2009), Miami (Ohio) (2005-08 & 2001-
02), Western Kentucky (2003-04) and University of Findlay (Ohio) (2000).
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He was a two-time NAIA All-America at
the University of Findlay (Ohio), where he
played defensive back and wide receiver
from 1995-98.

Scott Booker is in his first season as a defensive assistant with the Titans.
He arrived in Tennessee with 15 years of college coaching experience.

Prior to joining the Titans, Booker coached safeties and special teams for
Nebraska in 2017.

Booker spent seven years at Notre Dame, first as an offensive intern from
2010-11 and then as tight ends and special teams coordinator from 2012-
16. During his time in South Bend, the Fighting Irish participated in six
bowl games, including the 2012 BCS National Championship Game and
the 2015 Fiesta Bowl. In 2012, tight end Tyler Eifert won the John Mackey
Award and was a consensus first-team All-American. Eifert, along with
tight ends Ben Koyack and Troy Niklas, were all drafted in the NFL after
playing under Booker.

On special teams under Booker’s watch, kicker Kyle Brindza set Notre
Dame career records for field goals (57), field-goal attempts (81) and
50-yard field goals (four), while also establishing the top three single-
season point totals by a kicker in Irish history. From 2015-16, Booker’'s
special teams units scored six touchdowns, including four in 2015, which
was the most by a Notre Dame team since 2000. The previous year (2014),
Notre Dame led the nation in blocked kicks.

Booker was the secondary coach at Western Kentucky in 2009 after playing
and coaching under current Titans defensive coordinator Dean Pees at
Kent State. After playing in the secondary for the Golden Flashes when
Pees was the head coach, he joined the coaching staff as a graduate
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assistant from 2003-04 and then served as
the secondary coach from 2005-08. In that
time, he developed a pair of NFL Draft picks
in Jack Williams and Usama Young and
helped Kent State rank first or second in the
MAC in pass efficiency defense, pass defense and interceptions in 2006.

The Pittsburgh, Pa., native was a four-year letter winner for the Golden
Flashes from 1999 to 2002, and he was named to the MAC all-academic
team in 2001. He earned his bachelor’s in business administration from
Kent State in 2003, and his master’s in sport studies in 2006.

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Shane Bowen is in his first season as the outside linebackers coach with
the Titans and his third season coaching in the NFL.

Bowen joined the Titans after spending two seasons with the Houston
Texans as a defensive assistant. In 2017, despite being beset by key
injuries, the Texans ranked fifth in third-down defense and set a franchise
record for fewest yards per carry by opponents (3.97). In 2016, he was
part of a coaching staff that produced the NFL’s top-ranked defense (301.3
yards allowed per game) for the first time in franchise history. The 2016
squad, which also gave up the fewest first downs (17.0) and second-fewest
net passing yards (201.6) per game, won the AFC South Division and
advanced to the Divisional Playoff Round.

Before joining the Texans, Bowen was hired by Kennesaw State University
in 2013 as one of the first coaches to help launch the school’s new football
program. The team'’s first season was 2015, and with Bowen serving as
linebackers coach, the Owls went 6-5 in the Big South Conference.

Bowen spent the 2012 campaign as a defensive graduate assistant at
Ohio State. He assisted with the defensive line, a unit that produced two
first-team All-Big Ten selections and the conference’s Defensive Player of
the Year, former Texans outside linebacker John Simon. The Buckeyes
concluded the year with a 12-0 mark and ranked No. 3 nationally.

The 2012 season was the first time Bowen and current Titans head coach
Mike Vrabel were on the same staff. They reunited from 2016-17 at the
Texans.

Bowen began his coaching career as a student assistant at Georgia
Tech after an injury ended his playing career during his junior season.
He finished the year assisting with the linebackers before being named

an offensive graduate assistant in 2010.
He held that position for two years before
leaving for Ohio State.

Bowen was a three-year letter winner at

Georgia Tech, where he played outside linebacker. He started 10 games
and had a streak of 38 consecutive games played before an injury sidelined
him for the remainder of his junior season. He helped the Yellow Jackets
win Atlantic Coast Conference (ACC) Coastal Division Championships in
2006 and 2008.

Keith Carter is in his first season as the Titans offensive line coach, his sixth
season coaching in the NFL and his 13th total season in coaching.

Carter joined the Titans after three campaigns with the Atlanta Falcons. He
spent 2015 and 2016 as Atlanta’s assistant offensive line coach and 2017
as the running backs coach. The 2017 Falcons tied for the NFL's seventh-
best rushing average (4.30 yards per carry) and tied for the 11th-highest
total of carries of at least 10 yards (50). Running backs Devonta Freeman
and Tevin Coleman combined for 1,493 yards and 12 rushing touchdowns.

The offensive line for the 2016 NFC Champion Falcons protected NFL
MVP quarterback Matt Ryan (4,944 passing yards and 38 touchdowns)
and paved the way for the fifth-best rushing attack in the NFL (120.5 yards
per game).

Prior to joining the Falcons, Carter was the offensive line/run game coach
in 2014 at San Jose State, where the Spartans ran for 1,696 yards and 11
touchdowns while averaging 141.3 yards per game on the ground.

Carter tallied two seasons (2012-13) as the offensive quality control coach
for the Seattle Seahawks, including Seattle’s march to a Super Bowl XLVIII
Championship at the end of the 2013 campaign.

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Kerry Coombs is in his first season as the Titans secondary coach. He
arrived in Tennessee with 35 years of coaching experience, including six
seasons at Ohio State from 2012-17.

Coombs was promoted by head coach Urban Meyer to the position of
assistant coordinator, defense in 2017. He also worked with the Buckeyes
cornerbacks and as special teams coordinator.

In the five NFL Drafts from 2014 through 2018, five Ohio State cornerbacks
who were developed by Coombs were selected in the first round: Bradley
Roby (2014, Denver Broncos), Eli Apple (2016, New York Giants), Marshon
Lattimore (2017, New Orleans Saints), Gareon Conley (2017, Oakland
Raiders) and Denzel Ward (2018, Cleveland Browns). Additionally, every
one of his starting cornerbacks at Ohio State reached the NFL.

In 2017, the Ohio State defense ranked ninth in the NCAA in yards allowed
en route to the team’s second Big Ten Championship during Coombs’ time
there. Ward earned consensus All-America honors and first-team All-Big
Ten accolades after recording 17 passes defensed and two interceptions.

In 2016, the Buckeyes ranked fourth nationally with 21 interceptions,
including a nation-high seven interceptions returned for touchdowns,
and the team ranked third in the country in passing efficiency defense.
Lattimore and Conley each picked off four passes.

On the 2014 National Championship squad, Apple was a freshman All-
American and Doran Grant was named first-team All-Big Ten.

Prior to his tenure with Ohio State, Coombs spent five total seasons at the
University of Cincinnati after being hired by head coach Brian Kelly in 2007
and remaining on Butch Jones’ staff for two years. The Bearcats led the
nation with 26 interceptions in 2007. Coombs added associate head coach
to his title for three seasons (2009-11) in addition to his responsibilities as
the team’s defensive backs coach and special teams coordinator.

Before joining the Titans, Coombs was a lifelong Ohioan. He grew up
in Colerain, graduated from Colerain High School in 1979 and from the

Matt Edwards is in his first season with the Titans as assistant special
teams coach after spending 15 years coaching in the college ranks.

In his 15 seasons of college coaching, he mentored 13 players who went
on to play professional football.

From 2014 through 2017, Edwards served as the defensive coordinator at
Tiffin University. He helped Tiffin to consecutive winning seasons (8-3 in
2016 and 6-5 in 2017) in his final two years there.

Tom Kanavy is in his 23rd season in the NFL and his first season as Titans
strength and conditioning coach. He joined the Titans in 2015 as assistant
strength and conditioning coach.

Kanavy oversees the planning and implementation of all aspects of
the Titans strength and conditioning program, which is tailored to each
individual player to prevent injury, assist in recovery from injury, and
maximize the speed, strength, power, stamina and flexibility of each player.

During his time in the NFL, Kanavy has contributed to six division winners
and 11 playoff teams. He has worked with 50 different players that have
been selected to the Pro Bowl — eight with the Titans, 21 with the Minnesota
Vikings and 21 with the Philadelphia Eagles.

In 2012, Adrian Peterson came back from a severe knee injury at the end of
2011 to start the season opener, run for the second-highest yardage total in
NFL history (2,097 yards) and become only the third Vikings player to earn
Associated Press NFL MVP.
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In Philadelphia, Kanavy contributed to

the dramatic turnaround of the franchise

while serving as assistant strength and

conditioning coach. He joined the Eagles

in head coach Ray Rhodes’ debut in 1995,

and in 1999 the Eagles hired Andy Reid as head coach. From 2000-05,
the Eagles won four NFC East titles, qualified for the playoffs in five of six
seasons, and represented the NFC in Super Bowl XXXIX.

Kanavy received a bachelor's degree in exercise and sport science
from Penn State University in 1993 and earned his master’'s in sport
management from Temple University in 1998.

He began his professional career working as a strength and conditioning
intern, first with Penn State and then with the University of Miami (Fla.).
He returned to Penn State from 1993-95 as a strength and conditioning
assistant.

There he helped the Buffaloes’ defense
move up more than 40 spots in the nation in total defense from the previous
season, the third-most improved defense in the NCAA.

After being drafted by the New England

Patriots in the third round (97th overall)

Rob Moore is in his first season with the Titans as wide receivers coach,
his 17th NFL season as a player or coach, and his 10th total season in
coaching.

Prior to arriving in Tennessee, Moore spent three seasons (2015-17) as
the Oakland Raiders wide receivers coach. In Oakland, he worked with
Amari Cooper and Michael Crabtree, who combined for 435 receptions,
5,446 receiving yards, 43 touchdowns and 17 100-yard games during their
three seasons together. With seven touchdowns by Cooper and eight
from Crabtree in 2017, the two became the first Raiders teammates since
Tim Brown and Rick Dudley from 1997-99 to have at least five touchdown
receptions apiece in three consecutive seasons.

In 2016, Cooper (1,153 yards) and Crabtree (1,003) became the first pair
of Raiders wide receivers to surpass 1,000 receiving yards in the same
season since 2001. Cooper became only the third player in NFL history
to surpass 1,000 receiving yards and 70 receptions in each of his first two
seasons (2015-16) in the league, joining Odell Beckham Jr. and Marques
Colston.

In his first season in Oakland, Moore was charged with overseeing the
rookie development of Cooper, the team’s first-round draft selection in 2015.
Cooper set franchise rookie records for receptions (72), receiving yards
(1,070) and 100-yard games (five), and his reception total was the highest
by any NFL wide receiver 21 years old or younger. Additionally, first-year
player and former undrafted wide receiver Seth Roberts accounted for five
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touchdown receptions.

After coaching five seasons at the collegiate

level, Moore joined the Buffalo Bills in 2014

to help mentor a youthful wide receiving

corps. Moore helped rookie Sammy Watkins, the team'’s fourth-overall pick
in the 2014 NFL Draft, total 65 receptions for 982 yards and six touchdowns,
setting the team’s rookie records for receptions and yards. Second-year
receiver Robert Woods set new personal bests with 65 catches for 699
yards and five touchdowns, while another young receiver, Chris Hogan, set
career highs with 41 receptions, 426 yards and four touchdowns.

As wide receivers coach for four years at Syracuse (2010-13), Moore
helped the Orange to three bowl victories. Under his tutelage, wide receiver
Alec Lemon finished his career ranked first in the Orange record books for
all-time receptions (201) and second in all-time receiving yards (1,780).

Moore got his start in coaching at Montclair (N.J.) High School from 2002-
03, working with wide receivers, and in 2009, he became the wide receivers
coach for Phoenix (Ariz.) Junior College. He also spent time working as
a consultant for Protect Management and Athlete’s Performance, training
athletes for the NFL draft, such as future draft picks Robert Meachem,
Dwayne Bowe, Vernon Davis, Golden Tate and Arrelious Benn.

Moore played 12 years as a wide receiver in the NFL after being selected
by the New York Jets in the first round of the 1990 Supplemental Draft.
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He spent five seasons with New York Jets (1990-94) and seven years with
the Arizona Cardinals (1995-2001). His career totals included 153 games,
146 starts, 628 receptions, 9,368 receiving yards and 49 touchdowns. He
was named to the Pro Bowl following the 1994 and 1997 campaigns, the
latter of which he led the NFL with 1,584 receiving yards en route to being
named All-Pro.

A native of Hempstead, N.Y., Moore played collegiately at Syracuse from
1987-89, starting all three seasons. He set team records for receiving
yards per game (75.8) and career touchdown receptions (22) while going to
three consecutive bowl games. He was on Syracuse’s undefeated (11-0-1)
team in 1987. In 1999, he was named to Syracuse’s All-Century Team.

Pat O’Hara is in his first season with the Titans as quarterbacks coach after
spending the previous three seasons (2015-17) with the Houston Texans.

O’Hara brings a deep and varied set of experiences to the Titans, with a
playing career as a quarterback that spanned 16 years in the NFL, World
League and the Arena Football League. Additionally, he spent 10 years
coaching in the AFL, including multiple stints as a head coach.

In his time with Houston, O’Hara was an offensive assistant and helped
coach quarterbacks. In 2017, rookie quarterback Deshaun Watson
completed 61.8 percent of his passes for 1,699 yards and 19 touchdowns
in only seven games before suffering a season-ending injury. Watson set
NFL records for most passing touchdowns (19) through a player’s first
seven career games in NFL history and most passing touchdowns (18 in
Weeks 3-8) by a rookie over any five-game span in NFL history. Watson
recorded three games with four-or-more passing touchdowns, joining Fran
Tarkenton (1961) as the only rookies in NFL history to do so. He also
became the fifth quarterback and first rookie in NFL history to have a five-
game stretch of at least 225 passing yards and at least 20 rushing yards.

The Texans won the AFC South in 2015 and 2016 with back-to-back 9-7
records. In 2015, Houston became the first NFL team since 1950 to earn
a trip to the postseason with four different starting quarterbacks winning at
least one regular season game.

Before joining the Texans, O’Hara spent the 2014 AFL offseason as the
director of player personnel for the Jacksonville Sharks, following 10
seasons coaching arena football. He was the head coach for the Los
Angeles Avengers (2009), Tri-Cities Fever (AF2, 2009), Orlando Predators
(2010-11) and New Orleans VooDoo (2012-14).

While still playing quarterback in the Arena League, O’Hara began his
coaching career in 1996 as the quarterbacks coach at Point Loma High
School in California. Two years later, he became the quarterbacks coach
for New Smyrna Beach High School in Florida and was eventually named
offensive coordinator at Olympia (Fla.) High School in 2001. O’Hara got his
first AFL coaching job as the offensive coordinator of the Tampa Bay Storm
in 2005 and held the unique position of a player-coach. Eventually, O'Hara
retired as a player in 2007 and landed his first head coaching job with the
Los Angeles Avengers (AFL) in 2009.

As a player, O'Hara spent six seasons in Orlando and helped lead the
Predators to wins in ArenaBowls XII and XIV. He then joined the Toronto
Phantoms in 2001 and the Tampa Bay Storm in 2003, helping lead the
Storm to a win in ArenaBowl XVII.
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O’Hara attended the University of Southern

California, where he played quarterback for

the Trojans under head coach Larry Smith.

After Rodney Peete left in 1989, O’'Hara

was poised to take over as USC's starting

quarterback until a knee injury ended his junior season just 10 days before
the first game.

After graduating from USC with a degree in public administration, O'Hara
was drafted by the Tampa Bay Buccaneers in the 10th round of the 1991
NFL Draft. Following the 1991 season, he was allocated to the World
League of American Football’s Ohio Glory. He then spent the 1992 and
1993 seasons with the San Diego Chargers before heading to training
camp with the Washington Redskins in 1994.

O’Hara has done consulting work in the film industry, coordinating and
choreographing football action scenes for movies such as “The Longest
Yard,” “Invincible,” “We Are Marshall” and “The Game Plan.” His work
includes coaching actors Adam Sandler, Mark Wahlberg and Dwayne “The
Rock” Johnson. He appeared on screen in “The Waterboy,” “Any Given
Sunday,” and “The Game Plan.”

O’Hara served as an analyst for CBS Sports Network on AFL broadcasts
from 2014-18. Additionally, he has worked as a television football analyst
for Spectrum Sports/Bright House Sports Network covering Florida High
School football and served as the color analyst for the University of Central
Florida IMG Radio Network.

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Arthur Smith enters his eighth season on the Titans coaching staff and his
third season in charge of the tight ends after taking over the group for the
final nine games of 2015. He was the assistant tight ends coach for 2014
and the first seven games of 2015.

From 2014 through 2017, Titans tight end Delanie Walker produced the
top four single-season receiving yardage totals in franchise history among
tight ends. Walker's 3,585 total receiving yards in that time ranked third
in the NFL behind only the totals of Rob Gronkowski (3,924) and Travis
Kelce (3,900). Additionally, Walker’'s 296 catches in the same time period
finished second to Kelce (307).

In 2017, Walker was named to his third consecutive Pro Bowl after leading
the club with 74 receptions and 807 receiving yards. Additionally, Smith
was charged with developing third-round rookie tight end Jonnu Smith.
Smith was one of three rookie tight ends to appear in all 16 games (Gerald
Everett and David Njoku) and one of two rookie tight ends with at least
13 starts (O.J. Howard). He caught 18 passes for 157 yards and two
touchdowns, ranking fifth among all rookie tight end in receptions.

The run-blocking by the tight end group in recent years also played a key
role in a resurgent Titans offense. From 2015 through 2017, the team
ranked sixth in the NFL with 114.7 rushing yards per game. Running back
DeMarco Murray led the AFC in 2016 with 1,287 rushing yards.

In 2015, Titans tight ends accounted for 139 receptions for 1,572 yards and
10 touchdowns. Walker led NFL tight ends in receptions with 94 catches
for 1,088 yards — setting team records in both categories — and earned his
first trip to the Pro Bowl.

Smith began with the Titans in 2011 as a defensive assistant/quality control
coach, and from 2012-2013 he served as the offensive assistant/quality
control coach before moving into the role of offensive assistant/tight ends
coach in 2014.

Smith spent two years as the defensive

quality control coach for the Washington

Redskins from 2007-08. During the spring

of 2007, he worked as a college scouting

assistant for the Redskins. In 2010, he

Mike Sullivan is in his 16th year as an NFL coach and his fifth season
with the Titans. He has worked with the Titans offensive line since joining
the club in 2014. Having played the position for a number of years within
the NFL, Sullivan brings experience and insight to his position.

In 2017, he was a member of a staff that helped left tackle Taylor Lewan
earn his second Pro Bowl invitation.

In 2016, the revamped Titans offensive line gained a reputation as one

of the best lines in the NFL. Lewan earned his first Pro Bowl berth, while

rookie right tackle Jack Conklin earned first-team AP All-Pro honors. The

line paved the way for the AFC’s leading rusher, DeMarco Murray (1,287

rushing yards), and allowed the seventh-lowest sack total in the NFL (28).

In his first two years (2014-15), the offensive line group dealt with

a myriad of injuries, which forced a number of different starting
combinations during his time working with the group. Despite some of the
hardships, Lewan earned All-Rookie honors from the Pro Football Writers
of America for his play in limited starts in 2014.

In 2013, Sullivan coached two of the Cleveland Browns linemen to Pro
Bowl selections — tackle Joe Thomas and center Alex Mack.

Sullivan’s third stint with the Browns was preceded by four seasons as

an offensive line coach for the San Diego Chargers. His coaching helped
lead the Chargers offensive unit to average 1,640 rushing yards and 13
rushing touchdowns per season. He also guided guard Kris Dielman to
three Pro Bowl selections (2009, 2010, 2011) and Louis Vasquez to PFW/
PFWA All-Rookie team in 2009.

Prior to joining the Chargers, Sullivan coached for the Browns on two
separate occasions: first from 2001-04 as an assistant offensive line
coach and then from 2007-08 as offensive line coach. His second stint
with the team helped produce two consecutive Pro Bowl selections for
Thomas.
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Sullivan also has three seasons of college

experience, first as a graduate assistant

for his alma mater, the University of Miami

(Fla.), in 2000 and then as the offensive

line coach for Western Michigan from 2005-

06. His coaching career began abroad in 1997, his first of five campaigns
coaching in Germany, France and Spain for teams within the European
Federation of American Football.

A four-year starter (48 games) for the Miami Hurricanes from 1987-90,
Sullivan played both guard and tackle collegiately before being drafted in
the sixth round of the 1991 NFL Draft by the Dallas Cowboys. He was a
member of two National Title teams in 1987 and 1989 and was inducted
into the University of Miami Sports Hall of Fame in 2009. Sullivan would
go on to play a total of 48 NFL games, all for the Tampa Bay Buccaneers
from 1992-95.

A native of Chicago, he and his wife, Carole, have three children:
daughter Teagan and sons Patrick and John.

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Terrell Williams is in his first season with the Titans as defensive line coach.
He arrived in Tennessee with 20 previous years of experience coaching
defensive lines, including six seasons in the NFL.

His most recent stop was three years (2015-17) with the Miami Dolphins
coaching the defensive line. During Williams’ three seasons with the
Dolphins, defensive end Cameron Wake tallied 29 sacks, which was the
eighth-highest total by a player in that period, while Ndamukong Suh
totaled the eighth-highest number of sacks (15.5) among defensive tackles.
Wake’s nine forced fumbles tied for fifth in the NFL over the same span.

In 2016, Williams helped the Dolphins to their most successful season in
eight years, winning 10 games and earning their first playoff berth since
2008. Both Suh and Wake earned Pro Bowl selections. Wake returned
from an Achilles injury at 34 years old and had one of the most dominant
seasons of his eight-year NFL career, finishing third in the AFC and tied for
sixth in the NFL with 11.5 sacks. Miami won nine of its final 11 games, and
in those 11 contests, Wake was second in the NFL with 10.5 sacks. Suh
posted five sacks, and his 72 total tackles set a career high and ranked third
among all interior defensive linemen in the league.

In 2015, Williams' first season with Miami, he helped the Dolphins defensive
line become one of just four NFL teams to have three players with at least
six sacks — seven by Wake, six by Suh and 7.5 by defensive end Olivier
Vernon. Wake posted four sacks in a win at Tennessee (10/18), tied for
the fifth-most sacks in a single game in club history. Vernon finished the
2015 campaign with 36 quarterback hits, the third-most in the NFL, and tied
for fourth among all players with 18 tackles for loss. Among all defensive
tackles, Suh was second with 11.5 tackles for loss. He also was tied for
fourth among players at his position with 20 quarterback hits.

Williams spent three seasons as the defensive line coach for the Oakland
Raiders (2012-14). In 2014, Williams' unit helped the defense rank eighth
in the NFL in fewest rushing yards allowed per play (3.97) and finished
second in the NFL in stuffs (tackles recorded at or behind the line of
scrimmage) with 54.

Prior to joining the Raiders, Williams spent two seasons (2010-11)
as defensive line coach at Texas A&M. During his tenure, the Aggies
advanced to a pair of bowl games, including a win over Northwestern in the
Meineke Car Care Bowl of Texas in 2011. The Aggies led the nation with 51
sacks in 2011 and finished third nationally with an average of eight tackles
for loss per game. In 2010, Williams helped lead the Aggies to a share of
the program'’s first Big 12 South crown in more than a decade and a berth
in the Cotton Bowl.
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From 2006 through 2009, Williams was the

defensive line coach at Purdue. During his

time with the Boilermakers, he coached

the entire line each year with the exception

of 2008, when he focused solely on the

defensive end position. Williams tutored future NFL lineman Anthony
Spencer, who led the NCAA in tackles for loss and was a first-team All-
American before becoming a first-round pick of the Dallas Cowboys. He
also coached future NFL players Cliff Avril, Alex McGee, Mike Neal, Ryan
Kerrigan, Kawann Short and Ryan Baker.

Williams coached the defensive line at Akron from 2004 through
2005. During that period, the Zips won the Mid-American Conference
Championship Game (2005) and played in the Motor City Bowl, both
marking firsts in program history. Williams spent two years (2002-03) as
the defensive line coach at Youngstown State and served on the coaching
staff at North Carolina A&T from 1999-2001. He got his start in coaching
working with the defensive line at Fort Scott Community College during the
1998 season.

Williams had three summer internships in the NFL during his college
coaching tenure. During the summer of 1999, he assisted the Jacksonville
Jaguars with the defensive line, and he had a similar role with the Seattle
Seahawks in 2007 and with the Dallas Cowboys in 2008.

A native of Los Angeles, Williams played nose guard at East Carolina
and helped the Pirates to a Liberty Bowl victory over Stanford in 1995. He
transferred to East Carolina from West Los Angeles College and earned a
bachelor’s degree in communications with a minor in history.

He and his wife, Tifini, have two sons: Tahj and Tyson, who passed away
in 2012.

The club found just that when it signed
two-time Super Bowl Champion and two-time Pro Bowler Malcolm Butler
as an unrestricted free agent on March 16, 2018. The 5-foot-11-inch,
190-pounder arrived in Tennessee having collected nine total interceptions
and 56 passes defensed in four seasons (2014-17) with the New England
Patriots. Butler originally entered the league as a rookie free agent out of
West Alabama.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« Butler is a two-time Super Bowl champion, having captured the title with
the New England Patriots in 2014 and 2016.

* In 2016, Butler was named to his second career Pro Bowl and received
Associated Press second-team All-Pro honors after notching a career-high
four interceptions and 17 passes defensed.

« In 2015, Butler made his first career Pro Bowl after posting 72 tackles,
two interceptions and 15 passes defensed.

* As a rookie free agent in 2014, Butler was involved in one of the most
clutch plays in Super Bowl history.

PRO: The Titans selected Kevin Byard with the first pick of the third round
in the 2016 NFL Draft, and he is now considered one of the top safeties in
the NFL. Following his second season, during which he tied for the NFL
lead in interceptions (eight) and led the NFL in total takeaways (10), he
was named first-team Associated Press All-Pro and earned his first Pro
Bowl berth. The 5-foot-11-inch, 212-pound defender has a reputation
as a sideline-to-sideline, ball-hawking safety who plays with tremendous
intelligence and effort. The Middle Tennessee State product made an
immediate impact as a rookie in 2016 by finishing fifth on the team with 63
tackles and ranking second on the squad with 10 special teams tackles.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

¢ In 2017, Byard was named to the Pro Bowl and earned first-team
Associated Press All-Pro honors after tying Detroit's Darius Slay for the
NFL lead with eight interceptions. He added a pair of fumble recoveries to
pace the league with 10 total takeaways.

Polamalu.

« Byard has aspirations to travel the world, and his bucket list includes
setting foot on every continent.

« Byard has three brothers and three sisters and is the second oldest of the

group.

PRO: The Titans used their third-round pick in the 2011 NFL Draft on
University of Southern California defensive tackle Jurrell Casey. In his
first seven pro seasons, Casey became regarded as one of the top interior
defensive linemen in the NFL, a force against both the run and pass.
During that timespan, he played in all but two games and tied with Aaron
Donald for fourth place among all defensive tackles with 39 total sacks,
trailing only Geno Atkins, Gerald McCoy and Ndamukong Suh. Casey
finished the 2017 campaign in 10th place in franchise history with 39
career sacks. He was named to the Pro Bowl following the 2015, 2016 and
2017 campaigns, becoming the first Titans defensive player to make three
consecutive Pro Bowls since Jevon Kearse from 1999-2001.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

* In 2017, Casey was voted to his third consecutive Pro Bowl after setting
a career high with 35 quarterback pressures.

« With six sacks in 2017, Casey became the first player for the team since
Ray Childress (1986-1994) to register five or more consecutive seasons
with at least five sacks. His six sacks ranked second on the squad, as he
reached the mark for the third time in his career.

PRO: With the eighth overall selection in the 2016 NFL Draft, the Titans
selected former Michigan State tackle Jack Conklin. The 6-foot-6-inch,
308-pounder possesses the versatility and physical prowess to play right
tackle or left tackle at the pro level. He was the first draft pick by general
manager Jon Robinson who vowed to acquire “tough, physical, smart
and accountable” players. Conklin made an immediate impact in his first
season with the Titans by starting all 16 games and being named first-team
All-Pro at right tackle. He became the first Michigan State offensive lineman
to be selected in the first round since 1989 (Tony Mandarich, No. 2 overall
by Green Bay) and also the highest drafted Spartan since wide receiver
Charles Rogers (No. 2) in 2003.

PRO: The Titans selected Corey Davis with the fifth-overall pick in the 2017
NFL Draft, which was obtained in a 2016 trade with the Los Angeles Rams.
As a rookie, Davis saw action in 11 games and notched 34 catches for 375
yards. The 6-foot-3-inch, 209-pound wide receiver brings a complete skill
set to his position, excelling in route running, making plays after the catch,
and blocking. His 5,285 receiving yards at Western Michigan set an all-time
FBS record, and he became the second player in FBS history to record
52 career receiving touchdowns. Davis became the highest drafted player
from Western Michigan and the first first-rounder from the school since
Jason Babin in 2004. The fifth pick was the highest selection ever used by
the Titans/Oilers on a wide receiver by 11 slots, topping the 1998 choice of
Kevin Dyson with the 16th pick.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« In a playoff game at New England on Jan. 13, 2018, Davis caught two
touchdown passes to tie the franchise single-game postseason record (five
previous times). He became the first player to accomplish the feat in the
postseason since wide receiver Haywood Jeffires did so at Buffalo on Jan.
3, 1993. Davis was the first NFL rookie with two touchdown receptions in
a playoff game since Panthers receiver Kelvin Benjamin on Jan. 10, 2015.
¢ In Week 1 of the 2017 season, Davis caught six passes for 69 yards.
This reception total ranks second among all rookies in Week 1 games in
the “Titans era” (1999-present).

« Davis set an FBS all-time record with 5,285 career receiving yards.

« In 2016, Davis was a consensus All-American selection after tying for the
FBS lead with 19 touchdown receptions, ranking seventh nationally with
1,500 receiving yards, and ranking eighth with 97 catches.

« Davis set Western Michigan records for single-season touchdown
receptions (19), single-game receiving yards (272), touchdown receptions
in a bowl game (three), career receptions (332), career touchdown
receptions (52) and career receiving yards (5,285).

TITANS TIDBITS:

« Davis and his six siblings survived a tough economic upbringing in
Wheaton, lll. While he has always maintained a loving relationship with
his parents, Olasheni Timson and Michelle Davis, he made the decision
as a high school junior to move into the home of Robin and Dan Graham,
who became his legal guardians. Dan, Corey Davis’ youth football coach,
was an offensive lineman for the Tampa Bay Buccaneers. His son, Ryan
Graham, played youth and high school football with Davis and currently
plays quarterback at Northern lllinois.

« Davis’ brother, Titus, played football at Central Michigan and was signed
by the Chargers as a rookie free agent in 2015. Titus also spent time with
the Jets and Bills before signing with the Bears during the 2017 offseason.
* One of Davis’ favorite quotes is “Never die easy” by Walter Payton, who
used the saying as the title to his autobiography.

* The Wheaton, lll., native was selected by the Titans in the first round (fifth
overall) of the 2017 NFL Draft.

50 games. He registered 332 career receptions for 5,285 yards and 52
touchdowns, setting the Mid-American Conference record in each category
and becoming the only player in FBS history with 300 catches, 5,000 yards
and 50 touchdowns. His 5,285 career receiving yards were the most in
FBS history, and he ended his career ranked second all-time in FBS history
with 52 career receiving touchdowns (60 by Jarett Dillard). Davis’ 332
career receptions ranked fourth all-time in FBS annals.

¢ As a senior (2016), played and started 13 games and set career highs
with 97 receptions, 1,500 receiving yards and 19 touchdowns. He helped
his team win the MAC and go undefeated until a Cotton Bowl loss. He
had five games of 100-plus yards and six games of two or more receiving
touchdowns. His receiving yardage total ranked seventh in FBS, while his
reception total was eighth.

PRO: The Titans selected Heisman Trophy winner Derrick Henry in the
second round of the 2016 NFL Draft out of the University of Alabama. The
6-foot-3-inch, 247-pounder is a powerful, downhill runner who displays
tremendous speed and balance. He averaged a team-best 4.3 yards per
carry and scored 10 rushing touchdowns during his first two NFL seasons.
At Alabama, the Heisman Trophy winner set numerous school and SEC
records while leading his team to a National Championship in 2015.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

* In 2017, Henry led the Titans with 744 rushing yards on 176 carries, and
he rushed for five touchdowns for the second consecutive season.

« In the team’s Wild Card playoff victory at Kansas City on Jan. 6, 2018,
Henry recorded a franchise postseason record of 191 scrimmage yards
(156 rushing, 35 receiving), breaking a 57-year-old postseason record set
on Jan. 1, 1961, when Billy Cannon had 178 scrimmage yards against
the Los Angeles Chargers. Henry’'s 156 rushing yards ranked second in
franchise postseason history (162 by Eddie George on Jan. 16, 2000).

« In 2016, Henry rushed for 490 yards and five touchdowns to become
the third rookie for the franchise in the “Titans era” to score at least five
touchdowns in a season, joining Vince Young (seven rushing touchdowns
in 2006) and Chris Johnson (nine rushing and one receiving in 2008).

« Despite playing just three seasons and not seeing extensive action in
his first campaign at Alabama, Henry finished his career as the school's
all-time rushing leader with 3,591 yards.

¢ As a senior in 2015, Henry claimed the Heisman Trophy and led his
team to the College Football Playoff National Championship. He also
won the Doak Walker and Maxwell Award and was selected as the Walter
Camp Player of the Year after rushing for an Alabama and Southeastern
Conference record 2,219 yards.

« In high school, Henry broke the 51-year-old national high school rushing
record with 12,124 yards after compiling 4,261 rushing yards as a senior.
* Henry sealed an Iron Bowl victory with an epic, career-best 271 rushing
yards against the Tigers. He put the Crimson Tide on his back by carrying
the ball a school-record 46 times. His 271 rushing yards were 11 more
yards than Auburn had in total offense (260). He ended the game with 14
consecutive rushes to run out the clock.

¢ His late grandmother, Gladys Henry, helped raise him and played a key
inspirational role in his development. In 2018, he fulfilled a promise to her
and graduated from Alabama with his bachelor’'s degree. He has a portrait
tattoo of her on his chest.

¢ Gladys Henry nicknamed him “Shocka” as a baby because he “shocked
the whole family” when he was born.

« Henry has been growing out his hair since he was in elementary school.

Gave the Titans a 16-3 lead with a punishing 17-yard
touchdown run up the middle with 6:36 left to play in the third quarter.
Extended the Titans’ final touchdown drive with a three-yard plunge on
third-and-one in the final quarter.

« Against Indianapolis (10/16), saw action as a reserve at running back
and led the team with a career-best 131 rushing yards on a career-high
19 rushes with a touchdown. Caught one pass for 14 yards out of the
backfield. Sealed the Titans’ win with a 72-yard touchdown rumble down
the left sideline on third-and-five with 47 second left to play in the game.

« Against Baltimore (11/5), played as a reserve at running back and led
the team with 26 rushing yards on eight carries including a touchdown.
Caught two passes for 10 yards. Increased the Titans lead to 16-6 with a
one-yard touchdown run on third-and-one in the second quarter. Extended
the Titans’ game-winning touchdown drive with a six-yard catch on third-
and-three in the fourth quarter.

« At Indianapolis (11/26), saw action as a reserve at running back and led
the team with 79 rushing yards on 13 carries. Hauled in one reception for
10 yards out of the backfield. During the team’s game-winning drive in the
fourth quarter, posted five carries for 42 yards and one reception for 10
yards. Helped seal the game with a 16-yard run on the first play after the
two-minute warning.

» Against Houston (12/3), played as a reserve at running back and led the
team with 109 rushing yards on 11 carries with a score. Set up the Titans’
first touchdown with a 24-yard rumble down to the Texans’ nine-yard line.
Extended the Titans’ second touchdown drive with a three-yard run on
fourth-and-one late in the third quarter. Clinched the victory with a 75-yard
touchdown run on third-and-five late in the fourth quarter.

At Arizona (12/10), started at running back as the team opened in a two-
back set and rushed eight times for 20 yards with a touchdown. Gave
the Titans a 7-0 lead with a six-yard touchdown run off left end with 7:16
remaining in the first half.

» Against Jacksonville (12/31), started at running back and carried the ball
a career-high 28 times for 51 yards. Led the team with 66 receiving yards
and a touchdown. Gave the Titans a 6-0 lead with a 66-yard touchdown
catch on a screen pass early in the second quarter.

* At Kansas City (1/6), started at running back and led the team with
156 rushing yards on 23 carries with a touchdown in his first career
postseason game. Caught two passes for 35 yards out of the backfield.
His 191 scrimmage yards set a new single-game postseason record for
the franchise, breaking a 57-year-old record. Cut the Chiefs’ lead to 21-16
with a 35-yard touchdown jaunt with 14:08 left to play in the game. Sealed
the victory with a 22-yard rumble for a first down on third-and-10 with 1:53
remaining in the game.

2016 (15/2): Played in 15 games with two starts at running back as a rookie
and ranked second on the team with 490 rushing yards on 110 carries with
five touchdowns. Became the third rookie for the franchise in the “Titans
era” to score at least five touchdowns in a season. Hauled in 13 receptions
for 137 yards. Did not play in one contest after suffering an injury in
pregame warmups.

During Alabama’s victory over Clemson in the 2016 College Football
Playoff National Championship, he broke Shaun Alexander’'s record for
most career rushing yards in Alabama history.

¢ As a junior (2015), claimed the Crimson Tide's second Heisman Trophy
and led his team to the College Football Playoff National Championship.
Also won the Doak Walker and Maxwell Award and was selected as
the Walter Camp Player of the Year. Named a unanimous first team
All-American and first team All-SEC by the league’s coaches and the
Associated Press. Selected as the SEC Offensive Player of the Year by
both outlets. Rushed for a school- and Southeastern Conference record
2,219 yards, which led the nation and was the fifth most in a single-season
by an FBS player in college football history. Averaged 147.9 yards per
game, which was second in the country. His 28 rushing touchdowns were
a national best and an SEC record, snapping Tim Tebow and Tre Mason’s
old mark of 23. Led the SEC in rushing in conference games with a 179.2
yards per game average, including 13 touchdowns. Had multiple rushing
touchdowns in nine games and set the Alabama single-season record
with 10 100-yard rushing games and four 200-yard games, which broke
Bobby Humphrey’s school record (3) set in 1986.

Was a five-time SEC Offensive Player of the Week (Wisconsin,
Georgia, Texas A&M, Mississippi State and Auburn).

* At Auburn (11/28), produced a Heisman-worthy performance as he
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rushed his way past the Tigers on the Plains to the tune of a career-
high 271 yards on the ground on a school-record 46 carries. Scored a
touchdown on his 46th and final carry on a 25-yard jaunt that capped 14
straight rushes to end the game. Earned Walter Camp National Player of
the Week honors and SEC Player of the Week accolades.

» Against Clemson (1/11), rushed for 158 yards and three touchdowns as
the Crimson Tide claimed a 45-40 victory to win the national championship.
Carried 36 times, including a 50-yard touchdown scamper in the first
quarter and then sealed the win with a one-yard plunge with 1:07 remaining
in the game.

* As a sophomore (2014), finished the year with 990 rushing yards on 172
carries with 11 rushing touchdowns.

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PRO: The Titans added the versatile and electric Adoree’ Jackson with
the 18th overall pick in the first round of the 2017 NFL Draft, and Jackson
proceeded to start every game during his rookie season at cornerback
while also serving as the team’s primary kick returner. The 5-foot-11-
inch, 185-pound playmaker possesses game-breaking speed but is also
a proven and willing tackler. He also can contribute on the offensive side
of the ball. During his three-year stint at Southern California, he scored
15 total touchdowns in four different ways: via reception (six), interception
(one), punt return (four) and kickoff return (four).

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« In 2017, Jackson was the first rookie cornerback for the team in the
“Titans era” (1999—present) to record 16 starts. His 1,260 total plays (1,017
defensive snaps, 231 special teams snaps and 12 offensive snaps) ranked
second in the NFL among all players behind only Arizona Cardinals safety
Tyrann Mathieu (1,261).

« Jackson led the Titans with 23 passes defensed as a rookie.

« Jackson was awarded the 2016 Jim Thorpe Award as college football's
top defensive back.

« At Southern California, Jackson tied two NCAA records with eight career
touchdowns on kick returns and nine touchdowns on all runbacks. He
also set USC career records with 2,141 kickoff return yards and 79 kickoff
returns.

Harry Burnett Reese as a historical person he would have loved to meet.
“He’s a genius. That's by far and away my favorite candy. | eat that like
it ain’t nothing.”

« Jackson watched the movie “Space Jam” continuously as a child to the
point he memorized most of the movie.

« During the 2018 offseason, Jackson worked with Microsoft to host
children from the Boys & Girls Club in Nashville and Los Angeles at parties
where they could compete with him in video games Fortnite and Forza
Motorsport.

PRO: Brett Kern is a strong-legged punter that has shown a keen ability to
down his kicks inside the opponents’ 20-yard line. He was rewarded during
the 2015 offseason with a new multi-year contract with the Titans. The
11th-year pro enters 2018 as the franchise’s all-time leader in gross punting
average and net punting average and ranks second in career punts, trailing
only Craig Hentrich (861). In 2017, Kern was named to his first career Pro
Bowl and was selected second-team Associated Press All-Pro after leading
the NFL with a career-high and franchise-best 49.7 gross average and a
career-best and franchise-high 44.6 net average. The University of Toledo
product joined the Titans franchise during the 2009 season when he was
claimed off waivers from the Denver Broncos.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

* In 2017, Kern's gross punting average (49.7) ranked eighth in NFL history
and was the highest of any player since 2012. His net punting average
(44.6) ranked second in NFL history. He was named to his first career Pro
Bowl and was selected second-team Associated Press All-Pro after leading
the NFL with a career-high and franchise-best 49.7 gross average and a
career-best and franchise-high 44.6 net average.

« In 2016, Kern placed 41.6 percent of his punts inside the opponent’s
20-yard line (32 of 77), which ranked second in his career (42.2 in 2009).
His 38.6-yard net punting average in 2016 ranked ninth in team history.

« In 2015, Kern continued his assault on the team’s all-time punting
records.

WAHN). The 6-foot-7-inch, 309-pound lineman is considered one of the
top young tackles in the NFL, evidenced by his Pro Bowl berths following
the 2016 and 2017 campaigns. An outgoing personality off the field, he is
tenacious and aggressive on it. At Michigan, he was a four-year starter,
anchoring the line at left tackle for 48 career starts. Lewan became the first
offensive tackle selected by the Titans/Oilers in the first round since tackle
Brad Hopkins (13th overall) in 1993.

PRO: The Titans signed unrestricted free agent Bennie Logan during the
2018 offseason to add experience and run-stuffing ability to the interior of
the defensive front. Prior to his arrival in Tennessee, the 6-foot-2-inch,
315-pounder spent one season with the Kansas City Chiefs. Logan was
originally drafted in the third round of the 2013 NFL Draft and played his
first four NFL seasons with the Philadelphia Eagles.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« Over his first five seasons in the NFL (2013-17), Logan ranked ninth
among defensive linemen in “stuffs” (a tackle for loss on a rushing attempt)
with 31, according to STATS, Inc.

* In 2016, Logan posted 33 tackles and a career-best 2.5 sacks.

« In 2015, Logan produced a career-high 67 tackles and nine stops for loss.

TITANS TIDBITS:

< At Louisiana State, it has become a customary tradition for a player who
possesses a selfless attitude to don the prestigious No. 18 jersey. The
tradition of the number, which has become synonymous with success
both on and off the field, originated in 2003 when LSU quarterback Matt
Mauck helped guide the school to its first national championship since
1958. Entering his junior season, Logan was presented with the honor by
graduating LSU defensive back Brandon Taylor.

* Logan credits his grandmother, Ella Faye Bonner, and his cousin, Harry
Gary, as the two biggest influences in his life. “My grandmother is my hero
because when my mother passed away, she took me in and raised me
from junior high to high school and even helped me through college,” said
Logan. “My cousin, Harry, pushed me to work hard and motivated me and
stayed on me. He paid for me to go to LSU’s camp and that's when | really
came onto the scene. Without him helping me by paying for me to go the
camp and by pushing me to work hard, | wouldn’t be in the place that | am
right now.”

* The Coushatta, La., native was originally selected by the Philadelphia
Eagles in the third round (67th overall) of the 2013 NFL Draft.

« Signed by the Kansas City Chiefs as an unrestricted free agent on March
13, 2017.

« Signed by the Titans as an unrestricted free agent on April 9, 2018.

SEASON RECAPS:

2017 (15/12, 1/1 - Kansas City): Saw action in 15 games with 12 starts in
his first season with the Chiefs. Tallied 52 tackles, 1.5 sacks, nine stops
for loss, three quarterback pressures and a pass defensed. Was inactive
for the regular season finale. Started the postseason contest and posted
a tackle.

¢ Against Philadelphia (9/17), notched two tackles, including a sack, a
guarterback pressure and a pass defensed.

¢ Against Denver (10/30), recorded five tackles, a half sack and a
guarterback pressure.

* At N.Y. Jets (12/3), posted six tackles, including two stops for loss.

2016 (13/13 - Philadelphia): Started all 13 games he appeared in and
collected 33 tackles, 2.5 sacks, six quarterback pressures, five stops for
loss, two forced fumbles and a fumble recovery.

* At Green Bay (10/10), notched a career-high eight tackles and a
quarterback pressure.

« Against Arizona (12/1), produced four tackles and his first career fumble
recovery.

Finished the
year with 45 tackles, 5.5 tackles for loss and two sacks. Added a pair of
blocked field goals, three pass breakups and a pair of quarterback hurries.
* As a sophomore (2011), played in all 14 games with 13 starts and shined
in his first season as a starter on the defensive line. Finished the year
ranked sixth on the team with 57 total tackles, including 6.5 tackles for loss
and three sacks.

e As a redshirt freshman (2010), played in three games.
tackles against Louisiana-Monroe, including a tackle for a loss.
» Redshirted during his first year with the Tigers in 2009.

PRO: The Titans used the second overall pick in the 2015 NFL Draft
on Oregon quarterback Marcus Mariota. In his first three NFL seasons,
Mariota passed for 9,476 yards and 58 touchdowns, while rushing for 913
yards and nine more scores. His 93.8 passer rating in his first two seasons
ranked sixth in NFL history for a player’s first two NFL campaigns, trailing
only Kurt Warner (107.9), Dan Marino (104.5), Nick Foles (101.0), Russell
Wilson (100.6) and Ben Roethlisberger (98.3). As a rookie, the 6-foot-4-
inch, 222-pound signal caller validated his draft selection by posting the
third-highest passer rating in franchise history (91.5) and the fifth-highest
rookie completion percentage in NFL history (62.2). He was the first player
in franchise history to open his rookie season in Week 1 as the starting
quarterback. He became the second rookie quarterback in NFL history
(Peyton Manning) to complete three touchdown passes in four different
games and the only NFL rookie to record two games with four touchdown
passes and no interceptions. Mariota was the fifth Heisman Trophy winner
to be drafted by the Oilers/Titans (Derrick Henry became the sixth in 2016),
joining Billy Cannon, Earl Campbell, Mike Rozier and Eddie George.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« In 2017, Mariota led the Titans to their first playoff berth in nine years and
their first postseason victory since January 2004. He completed 281 of
453 passes for 3,232 yards with 13 touchdowns and tied a career-high with
60 rushes for 312 yards with a career-best five rushing touchdowns. He
engineered five game-winning drives, including four in the regular season
and one in the postseason.

¢ In 2016, Mariota completed 276 of 451 passes for 3,426 yards and
ranked fourth in the AFC and 10th in the NFL with a 95.6 passer rating and
sixth in the AFC and tied for 10th in the NFL with 26 touchdown passes. He
was named first alternate for the Pro Bowl but was unable to play because
of injury.

* Mariota’s 16 games with at least two touchdown passes in his first two
NFL seasons tied for third all-time in the NFL, equaling Peyton Manning
and Russell Wilson and trailing only Dan Marino (22) and Derek Carr (17).
* Mariota was named AFC Offensive Player of the Month for November
2016 after completing 86 of 130 passes for 1,124 yards with 11 touchdowns
and two interceptions for a 115.0 passer rating, in addition to rushing for 89
yards and a score.

« During his rookie season, Mariota completed 230 of his 370 passes for
2,818 yards, 19 touchdowns—all franchise rookie records—while throwing
only 10 interceptions. His 91.5 passer rating ranks third in franchise history
behind only Steve McNair's 2003 MVP season (100.4) and Pro Football
Hall of Famer Warren Moon’s 1990 AP Offensive Player of the Year
campaign (96.8).

« Mariota set a franchise rookie record by completing 62.2 percent of his
passes. That was the fifth-highest percentage by a rookie quarterback in
NFL history and the eighth-highest completion percentage in a season by
any quarterback in Titans/Oilers history.

« Mariota joined Peyton Manning (1998) as the only rookie quarterbacks in
NFL history to complete three touchdown passes in four different games,
and he became the lone NFL rookie to ever record two games with four
touchdown passes and no interceptions (Sept. 13 at Tampa Bay and Nov.
8 at New Orleans).

* Mariota’s 252 rushing yards in 2015 included an 87-yard touchdown run
against Jacksonville (Dec. 6), which was the fifth-longest rushing play in
franchise history.

« Prior to Mariota in 2015, the last NFL player to record touchdowns of
at least 40 yards passing, rushing and receiving in the same season was
Walter Payton in 1983.

¢ At the 2015 NFL Scouting Combine, he finished among the top three

quarterbacks in the 40-yard dash, vertical jump, broad jump, three-cone
drill and 20-yard shuttle. His 4.52-second 40-yard dash gave him the
fastest quarterback time at the Combine since Robert Griffin III's 4.41 in
2012.

e Mariota earned a 36-5 starting record as a starter at Oregon. He
completed at least one touchdown pass in all 41 games during his three
seasons there, which ranks second in NCAA history. He became one of
four players in FBS history to pass for over 10,000 yards (10,796) and run
for over 2,000 yards (2,237) in a career (Dan LeFevour, Robert Griffin 1lI
and Colin Kaepernick).

* Mariota was awarded the Heisman Trophy on Dec. 13, 2014. He became
the first winner from the University of Oregon and the first player born in
Hawaii to receive the honor. In the balloting, he received 2,534 total points,
or 90.9 percent of the total points possible. Only one player in Heisman
history—Ohio State quarterback Troy Smith in 2006—garnered a higher
percentage. Mariota received 788 first-place votes, while the runner-up,
Wisconsin running back Melvin Gordon, received 1,250 total points and 37
first-place votes. Alabama wide receiver Amari Cooper finished third with
1,023 points and 49 first-place votes. The point total is reached by a system
of three points for a first place vote, two for a second and one for a third.

* As a junior in 2014, Mariota led Oregon to an appearance in the College
Football Playoff Championship Game after completing 304 of 445 passes
for 4,454 yards with 42 touchdown passes and only four interceptions.
He also rushed for 770 yards and 15 touchdowns and even caught a
touchdown pass. His 58 total touchdowns in a season (passing, rushing
and receiving) shattered the previous Pac-12 record of 41 (Matt Barkley,
2011).

TITANS TIDBITS:

e In 2016, Mariota launched of his Motiv8 Foundation, which serves
the communities of Middle Tennessee, Eugene and Honolulu. The
Motiv8 Foundation aims to create and support economic and educational
programs and athletic activities to provide an alternative outlet for youth of
troubled neighborhoods and backgrounds. The Foundation’s programming
centers around the tools for success that will allow more children to fully
matriculate through grade-school and eventually attend college. Since
its launch, the Motiv8 Foundation has awarded hundreds of thousands of
dollars towards healthy lifestyle programming, and will continue to fulfill its
mission through signature programs, strategic partnerships and fundraising
initiatives.

e The Motiv8 Foundation puts on two full scale golf tournaments in
Honolulu and Portland. Both tournaments are in their second year. The
Honolulu tournament is presented by First Hawaiian Bank and features
high level sponsors Nissan, Heisman Trophy, Beats by Dre, Nike, See
More Putters, Island Insurance and Albert Chong and Associates. The
Portland tournament is presented by Dutch Bros. and was held at Langdon
Farms Golf Club for the first time in 2018.

e The Motiv8 Foundation has put the spotlight on homelessness and
recently fed 5,000 homeless and workers in the homeless field on Oahu
and Maui and additionally donated 1,000 pounds of dog food to two dog
shelters on Oahu. Motiv8 continues to grow in its work with the homeless
and will be hosting a job fair for homeless families and will be also donating
a year supply of toiletries to more than 30 shelters across the state of
Hawaii.

* Mariota has a special place in his heart for children and remembers the
impact attending a game had on him when he was growing up. Annually,
Motiv8 gives nearly 2,000 young students a football game experience to
remember. Motiv8 sponsors the attendance of 1,200+ kids to a University
of Hawaii game, 300+ kids to a Oregon Ducks game and more than a 100
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kids to a Tennessee Titans game. The kids are treated to a game ticket,
meal at the game, Motiv8 t-shirt and transportation to the game.

* Motiv8 also continues to be a major player in high school football in the
state of Hawaii with is presenting sponsorship of the nationally televised
Polynesian Bowl featuring the nation’s top football players including every
nationally ranked Polynesian player in America, Hawaii High School all-
star game - Life Champions Bowl and the scholarship generating GPA
Showcase Hawaii.

¢ In 2018, the Motiv8 Foundation launched the Ardel Deppe Community
Football Coach Award. The award recognizes three Hawaii football
coaches (one top winner) from any level of play who best exemplify
Marcus’ grandfather’s spirit of going the extra mile and giving back to the
community. The winners all receive Riddell equipment allowances with the
winner receiving $10,000 in equipment value.

¢ He is the oldest son of Toa and Alana Mariota. His younger brother,
Matthew, is a tight end at Oregon.

« Mariota credits much of his athletic success to playing soccer in his youth.
By the time he was eight years old, he was wearing a soccer jersey with the
number 8, and he has kept the jersey number ever since then.

« During his time in Eugene, Mariota became a fixture at the Boys and Girls
Club of Emerald Valley, spending time on a weekly basis with kids at the
center. For his efforts in the community, he was awarded with the inaugural
Play It Forward Award at the 63rd Annual Oregon Sports Awards in June
2015.

2017 (15/15, 2/2): Started 15 games at quarterback and completed 281 of
453 passes for 3,232 yards with 13 touchdowns and 15 interceptions. Tied
a career-high with 60 rushes for 312 yards with a career-best five rushing
touchdowns. Was inactive for one contest. Started his first two career
postseason contests and completed 41 of 68 passes for 459 yards with
four touchdowns and an interception. Rushed 12 times for 83 yards. Has
engineered nine career comeback performances (including the playoffs),
defined as a game-winning drive when the team trailed or was tied in the
fourth quarter or overtime, including five in 2017 (vs. IND, at CLE, vs. CIN,
at IND, at KC).

« At Jacksonville (9/17), started at quarterback and completed 15 of 27
passes for 215 yards with a touchdown and an interception. Carried the
ball six times for 24 yards. Set up the Titans second touchdown of the day
with a 42-yard bomb to Taywan Taylor down the left sideline in the third
guarter. Gave the Titans a 30-3 lead with a 32-yard touchdown toss to
Jonnu Smith with 9:57 remaining in the fourth quarter.

« Against Seattle (9/24), completed 20 of 32 passes for 225 yards with two
touchdowns for a 104.3 passer rating. Rushed the ball seven times for 27
yards. Extended the Titans’ opening scoring drive with a 17-yard strike
to Eric Decker on third-and-15 late in the first quarter. Kept the Titans’
second scoring drive alive with a pair of third-down conversions: a six-yard
pass to Rishard Matthews on third-and-two and a seven-yard connection
to Delanie Walker on third-and-three in the second quarter. Connected on
six of seven passes for 47 yards during the Titans’ two-minute drive that
resulted in a field goal as time expired in the first half. Gave the Titans a
16-14 lead with a 55-yard touchdown pass to Matthews on a wide receiver
screen with 7:34 left to play in the third quarter. Increased the Titans lead
to 23-14 with a 24-yard touchdown pass to Jonnu Smith with 3:50 left to
play in the third quarter.

« At Houston (10/1), started at quarterback but left the game after a half
with an injury.

¢ Against Indianapolis (10/16), started at quarterback and completed 23
of 32 passes for 305 yards with a touchdown for a 99.2 passer rating.
Extended the Titans’ second scoring drive with an 18-yard pass to DeMarco
Murray on third-and-seven in the first quarter. Kept the Titans’ second
quarter field goal drive alive with an 11-yard toss to Murray on third-and-two
in the second stanza. Converted a third-and-six with an eight-yard pass to
Eric Decker during a scoring drive in the third quarter. Extended the Titans’
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initial touchdown drive with a pair of third-down conversions: a one-yard
sneak on fourth-and-one and a 16-yard strike to Rishard Matthews on third-
and-12 in the fourth quarter. Gave the Titans a 29-22 lead with a 53-yard
touchdown bomb to Taywan Taylor with 5:29 left to play in the game.

* At Cleveland (10/22), started at quarterback and completed 21 of 34
passes for 203 yards. Rushed once for eight yards and a first down.
Was credited with his sixth career career game-winning drive in 33 career
starts. Extended the Titans’ second scoring drive with a pair of third down
conversions: a seven-yard pass to Delanie Walker on third-and-five and
an eight-yard rush on third-and-seven in the second quarter. Kept the
Titans’ game-winning scoring drive alive with an eight-yard pass to Rishard
Matthews on third-and-three in overtime.

* Against Baltimore (11/5), started at quarterback and completed 19 of
28 passes for 218 yards with two touchdowns and an interception for a
100.0 passer rating. Rushed three times for six yards. Kickstarted the
Titans’ opening scoring drive with a 29-yard pass to Rishard Matthews
on the first play of the game. Gave the Titans a 10-3 lead with a 16-yard
touchdown toss to Matthews with 1:04 left to play in the opening quarter.
With the score reached 50 career touchdown passes and did so in his
34th career game, which ranks second in franchise history. In the first
quarter, attempted the 1,000th pass of his three-year career and since
1991, among all quarterbacks attempting their first 1,000 career passes,
Mariota’s 92.0 passer rating ranked eighth. Extended the Titans’ game-
winning touchdown drive with a six-yard pass to Derrick Henry on third-and-
three in the fourth quarter. Gave the Titans a 23-13 lead with an 11-yard
touchdown pass to Eric Decker on third-and-three in the fourth quarter.

» Against Cincinnati (11/12), started at quarterback and engineered his
seventh career comeback performance. Completed 25 of a career-high
tying 44 pass attempts for 264 yards with a touchdown and an interception.
Rushed six times for 51 yards. Kickstarted the Titans’ opening touchdown
drive with a 28-yard scramble off left end in the first quarter. Extended the
Titans’ opening touchdown drive with a six-yard toss to Delanie Walker on
third-and-four in the first quarter. Kept the Titans’ scoring drive just before
the half alive with an eight-yard pass to Rishard Matthews on third-and-
five. Gave the Titans a 24-20 advantage with the game-winning scoring
strike to DeMarco Murray from seven yards out with 36 seconds remaining
in the game.

At Indianapolis (11/26), started at quarterback and completed 17 of 25
passes for 184 yards with a touchdown and two interceptions on his way
to orchestrating his eighth career comeback performance. Kept the Titans’
opening drive alive with a 17-yard strike to Eric Decker on third-and-six in
the first quarter. Cut the Colts’ lead to 16-13 with a two-yard touchdown
toss to Delanie Walker late in the third quarter.

e At San Francisco (12/17), started at quarterback and completed 23 of
33 passes for 241 yards with two touchdowns for a 110.8 passer rating.
Rushed twice for four yards. Kept the Titans’ first scoring drive alive with a
21-yard pass to Rishard Matthews on third-and-two late in the first quarter.
Cut the 49ers’ lead to 16-10 with a four-yard touchdown toss to Delanie
Walker with 29 seconds left to play in the first half. Completed five of six
passes for 64 yards during the touchdown drive before halftime. Extended
the Titans’ scoring drive in the third quarter with a 12-yard hookup with
Eric Decker on third-and-10. Converted a third-and-four with a 21-yard
connection to Matthews during the Titans’ second touchdown drive late
in the third stanza. Gave the Titans a 20-16 lead with an eight-yard
touchdown pass to Matthews on third-and-goal early in the final quarter.
Gained a key first down during the Titans’ fourth-quarter field goal drive by
picking up two yards on a fourth-and-one sneak.

» Against Jacksonville (12/31), started at quarterback and completed 12 of
21 passes for 134 yards with a touchdown. Led the team with 60 rushing
yards on a season-high 10 carries. Extended the Titans’ touchdown drive
with a five-yard pass to Eric Decker on third-and-five late in the first quarter.
Gave the Titans a 6-0 lead with a 66-yard touchdown toss to Derrick Henry
on a screen pass early in the second quarter. Kept the Titans’ third-quarter
scoring drive alive with an eight-yard connection to Decker on third-and-
five. Helped seal the victory with a clutch 13-yard scramble on third-and-
five with 2:00 remaining in the fourth quarter.

» At Kansas City (1/6), started at quarterback in his first career postseason
game and completed 19 of 31 passes for 205 yards with two touchdowns
and an interception for a 88.8 passer rating. Rushed eight times for 46
yards and added a six-yard touchdown reception. Extended the Titans’
first touchdown drive with an 11-yard scramble on third-and-nine in the
third quarter. On third-and-goal from the six-yard line in the third quarter,
attempted a pass into the end zone, only to have the ball batted by
cornerback Darrelle Revis. However, he caught the batted ball on the run
and extended to the pylon for a touchdown. Became the first quarterback
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to catch a touchdown pass in a playoff game since the 1970 AFC-NFC
merger. Also became the first quarterback in league history to complete
a touchdown pass to himself in the playoffs. Including regular season
games, he became the second quarterback in NFL history to complete a
touchdown pass to himself. Kept the Titans’ second touchdown drive alive
with a 14-yard connection to Delanie Walker on third-and-10 on the final
play of the third quarter. Converted three critical third downs during the
Titans’ game-winning touchdown drive in the fourth quarter: a nine-yard
toss to Walker on third-and-three, a 17-yard run on third-and-eight and a
10-yard pass to Jonnu Smith on third-and-two. Gave the Titans a 22-21
lead with a 22-yard touchdown strike to Eric Decker with 6:06 remaining
in the game. Helped seal the victory with a key block on Derrick Henry’s
22-yard run for a first down on third-and-10 with 1:53 remaining in the
game. In the second half he completed 12 of 18 passes for 123 yards
and two touchdowns (123.1 passer rating) and had six total third-down
conversions via pass or run.

* At New England (1/13), started at quarterback and completed 22 of 37
passes for 254 yards with two touchdowns for a 98.3 passer rating. Led
the team with 37 rushing yards on four rushes. Kickstarted the Titans’ first
touchdown drive with a 36-yard pass to Delanie Walker over the middle in
the first quarter. Extended the Titans’ initial touchdown drive with a pair of
third-down conversions: an 11-yard scramble on third-and-seven and an
eight-yard pass to Rishard Matthews on third-and-three in the first stanza.
Gave the Titans a 7-0 lead with a 15-yard touchdown pass to Corey
Davis with 1:14 left to play in the opening quarter. Kept the Titans’ final
touchdown drive alive with three key conversions: a 12-yard pass to Eric
Decker on third-and-four, a 22-yard connection to Decker on third-and-10
and a 17-yard strike to Corey Davis on fourth-and-11. Found Davis in the
corner of the end zone for an 11-yard touchdown pass with 1:55 left to play
in the fourth quarter.

2016 (15/15): Started 15 games at quarterback and ranked fourth in the
AFC and 10th in the NFL with a 95.6 passer rating. Ranked sixth in the
AFC and tied for 10th in the NFL with 26 touchdown passes. Completed
276 of 451 passes for 3,426 yards. Rushed 60 times for 349 yards with
two touchdowns. Completed 50 passes of at least 20 yards in 2016.
Placed on injured reserve on Dec. 27, 2016. Has engineered four career
comeback performances, defined as a game-winning drive when the team
trailed or was tied in the fourth quarter or overtime, including two in 2016
(at DET, at KC). Has posted 10 career games with a 100.0 or better
passer rating, including seven in 2016 (at DET, at MIA, vs. CLE, vs. JAX,
vs. GB, at IND, at CHI). Has registered three career games with at least
300 passing yards, including one in 2016 (at SD). Named AFC Offensive
Player of the Week after connecting on 19 of 26 passes for 295 yards with
four touchdowns for a 149.8 passer rating against Green Bay (11/13/16).
Named AFC Offensive Player of the Month for November after completing
86 of 130 passes for 1,124 yards with 11 touchdowns and two interceptions
for a 115.0 passer rating, in addition to rushing for 89 yards and a score.
Became the third quarterback in franchise history to throw at least 25
touchdown passes in a season (George Blanda and Warren Moon).

« Against Minnesota (9/11), started at quarterback and completed 25 of 41
passes for 271 yards with two touchdowns and one interception. Rushed
four times for 19 yards. Became the 17th player in franchise history to
reach 3,000 career passing yards. Gave the Titans a 10-0 advantage with
a six-yard touchdown pass to Murray with 41 seconds left to play in the first
half. Found Murray for a four-yard touchdown pass with less than a minute
remaining in the game.

« At Detroit (9/18), registered his third career comeback performance on his
way to completing 25 of 33 passes for 238 yards with two touchdowns and
one interception. Notched a 102.8 passer rating, his fourth career game
with a plus 100.0 rating. In the fourth quarter, completed 11 of 13 passes
for 107 yards, two touchdowns and a 140.5 passer rating. On the game-
winning drive, he completed all nine of his attempts for 74 yards and a
touchdown. Cut the Lions’ lead to 15-10 with a 30-yard touchdown strike to
Delanie Walker on the first play of the fourth quarter. Extended the Titans’
game-winning touchdown drive with a pair of third-down conversions: a
seven-yard pass to Tajaé Sharpe on third-and-five and a five-yard toss to
DeMarco Murray on third-and-one in the fourth quarter.

Kickstarted the opening
touchdown drive with a 41-yard run down the left sideline on the first
play from scrimmage. Gave the Titans a 7-0 advantage with an 11-yard
touchdown pass to Rishard Matthews with 10:37 remaining in the first
quarter.

» Against Jacksonville (10/27), completed 18 of 22 passes for 270 yards
with two touchdowns for a season-best 148.1 passer rating. Rushed three
times for 11 yards. Gave the Titans a 10-0 advantage with a 36-yard
touchdown strike to Kendall Wright on the first play of the second quarter.
Converted a third-and-seven during the Titans’ third-quarter touchdown
drive with a 47-yard hookup with Delanie Walker down the right sideline.
Increased the Titans lead to 33-8 with a four-yard touchdown toss to
Rishard Matthews on third-and-goal with 6:53 remaining in the third quarter.
» At San Diego (11/6), completed 27 of 43 passes for 313 yards with three
touchdowns and two interceptions. Carried the ball three times for 14
yards with a rushing score.

* Against Green Bay (11/13), named AFC Offensive Player of the Week
after connecting on 19 of 26 passes for 295 yards with four touchdowns
for a 149.8 passer rating. Accounted for four total touchdowns passing
and/or rushing in a game for the sixth time in his career. In NFL history,
no player has recorded more four-touchdown performances in his first 22
NFL games. Completed 73.1 percent of his passes (19 of 26) against
Green Bay, becoming the first quarterback in NFL history to have three
games with a 70.0-plus completion percentage, at least four touchdown
passes and no interceptions in his first two seasons. Increased the Titans
lead to 21-0 with a nine-yard touchdown toss to Anthony Fasano with
eight seconds left to play in the first quarter. Found Rishard Matthews in
the end zone for a 32-yard touchdown strike with 8:45 left to play in the
second quarter. Extended the Titans advantage to 35-10 with a six-yard
touchdown strike to Kendall Wright on third-and-four late in the second
quarter. Increased the Titans lead to 41-22 with a 33-yard touchdown pass
to Sharpe midway through the third quarter.

« At Indianapolis (11/20), completed 25 of 38 passes for 290 yards with two
touchdowns for a 106.2 passer rating. Rushed five times for 29 yards. Set
a new franchise record with his seventh consecutive game with multiple
touchdown passes, breaking Warren Moon’s mark accomplished in 1987.
Cut the Colts’ lead to 21-7 with a three-yard touchdown pass to DeMarco
Murray on third-and-goal with 20 seconds remaining in the first half. Found
a streaking Tajaé Sharpe in the end zone for a 34-yard touchdown pass
midway through the third quarter.

e At Chicago (11/27), connected on 15 of 23 passes for 226 yards with
two touchdowns for a 126.4 passer rating. Rushed four times for 46
yards. Extended his streak to eight consecutive games with at least two
touchdown passes, which improved upon his franchise record. Gave the
Titans a 14-7 lead with a four-yard touchdown strike to Walker on third-and-
goal in the second quarter. Increased the Titans lead to 21-7 with a 29-yard
touchdown bomb to Rishard Matthews with 1:15 left to play in the first half.
* Against Denver (12/11), completed six of 20 pass attempts for 88 yards.
Rushed a season-high eight times for 38 yards.

« At Kansas City (12/18), connected on 19 of 33 passes for 241 yards with
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an interception while registering his fourth career comeback performance.
Set up the Titans’ inital touchdown with a 46-yard pass to Rishard Matthews
on a flea-flicker early in the second stanza. Converted a pair of third downs
during the Titans’ final touchdown drive: a 16-yard pass to Delanie Walker
on third-and-five and a 14-yard toss to Walker on third-and-10 in the fourth
quarter. Found DeMarco Murray for a 15-yard pass on fourth-and-five
during the Titans’ final touchdown drive. Set up the Titans’ game-winning
field goal by connecting with Walker for a 15-yard reception on third-and-
four late in the fourth quarter. In the second quarter, he reached the 6,000-
yard passing mark for his career. In doing so, he became the seventh
player in NFL history with at least 6,000 passing yards and 600 rushing
yards in his first two seasons, joining Jeff Garcia (1999-2000), Cam Newton
(2011-2012), Robert Griffin (2012-2013), Russell Wilson (2012-2013),
Andrew Luck (2012-2013) and Blake Bortles (2014-2015).

« At Jacksonville (12/24), completed eight of 20 passes for 99 yards with
a touchdown before leaving the game in the third quarter with an injury.
Cut the Jaguars’ lead to 10-7 with a three-yard touchdown pass to Rishard
Matthews on third-and-three with 8:59 left to play in the second quarter.

2015 (12/12): Started 12 games at quarterback and set franchise rookie
records with 230 completions, 370 pass attempts, 2,818 passing yards and
19 passing touchdowns. Finished second on the team with 252 rushing
yards with two touchdowns. Was inactive for four contests, including the
final two games. Became the only player in NFL history to pass for at least
250 yards with three touchdowns and rush for more than 100 yards in the
same game against Jacksonville (12/6/15). Notched four games with at
least three touchdown passes, tying Peyton Manning (1998) for the most
ever by an NFL rookie. Made his NFL debut and first career start at Tampa
Bay (9/13/15) and became the second rookie in NFL history to throw at
least three touchdown passes in a season opener. He joined former
Vikings quarterback Fran Tarkenton, who passed for four touchdowns on
Sept. 17, 1961. Became the first quarterback in NFL history to record six
total touchdown passes within the first two games of his career. His 129.9
passer rating was the highest rating by any Super Bowl-era quarterback
(since 1966) in his first two career starts. Was named NFL Offensive
Rookie of the Month for September after completing 61 of 96 passes for
833 yards with eight touchdowns for a 110.3 passer rating. Was named
AFC Offensive Player of the Week after completing 13 of 15 passes for 209
yards with four touchdown passes to record a perfect passer rating of 158.3
at Tampa Bay (9/13/15). He is the first player since at least 1933 with a
perfect passer rating in his first game (minimum 10 attempts) and the first
player in the Super Bowl era (since 1966) with a perfect rating in his first
start (minimum 10 attempts). Received his second AFC Offensive Player
of the Week honor after connecting on 28 of 39 passes for 371 yards with
four touchdowns in leading the Titans to a 34-28 overtime victory against
New Orleans (11/8/15). Broke his own franchise rookie record with 371
passing yards at New Orleans (11/8/15), topping the 367 yards he recorded
against the Indianapolis Colts (9/27/15). Rushed for a career-high 112
yards against Jacksonville (12/6/15), the most by a quarterback in franchise
history in a single game. His 87-yard touchdown run against Jacksonville
(12/6/15) was the longest run in franchise history by a quarterback and the
fifth-longest run overall for the team. Since 1960, only two quarterbacks
have recorded a run longer than Mariota’s 87-yarder (Terrelle Pryor 93-yard
touchdown on 10/27/13 and Colin Kaepernick 90-yard touchdown run on
12/20/14). Led the team in rushing twice in 2015 (vs. BUF, vs. JAX).

« At Tampa Bay (9/13), started at quarterback in his NFL debut. Named
AFC Offensive Player of the Week after completing 13 of 15 passes for 209
yards with four touchdowns for a perfect passer rating of 158.3. He is the
first player since at least 1933 with a perfect passer rating in his first game
(minimum 10 attempts) and the first player in the Super Bowl era (since
1966) with a perfect rating in his first start (minimum 10 attempts). He also
became the first quarterback in franchise history to start the opening game
of his rookie season. Gave the Titans a 7-0 lead with a 52-yard touchdown
toss to Kendall Wright with 13:10 left to play in the first quarter. Made the
score 21-0 with a 12-yard touchdown toss to Bishop Sankey with 6:49 left
to play in the first stanza. Connected with Harry Douglas for a four-yard
touchdown on third-and-four in the second quarter. Posted his fourth
touchdown pass of the afternoon with a one-yard strike to Walker on third-
and-one with 48 seconds remaining in the first half.

¢ At Cleveland (9/20), started at quarterback and completed 21 of 37
passes for 257 yards with two touchdowns passes for a 96.3 passer rating.
Rushed three times for 19 yards. Got the Titans on the scoreboard with a
19-yard touchdown pass to Fasano with 1:36 remaining in the third quarter.
Cut the Browns' lead to 21-14 with a 13-yard touchdown strike to Dorial
Green-Beckham on fourth-and-six with 6:42 left to play in the game.
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e Against Indianapolis (9/27), started at quarterback and completed 27 of 44
passes for 367 yards with two touchdowns and two interceptions. Cut the
Colts’ lead to 14-10 with a seven-yard touchdown pass to Kendall Wright
with 19 seconds remaining in the second quarter. Gave the Titans a 24-14
advantage with a three-yard touchdown toss to Dorial Green-Beckham in
the corner of the end zone with 9:36 left to play in the third stanza.

« Against Buffalo (10/11), started at quarterback and completed 21 of 32
passes for 187 yards with an interception. Led the team with 47 rushing
yards on five carries.

* Against Miami (10/18), started at quarterback and connected on 21 of
33 passes for 219 yards with a touchdown and two interceptions. Cut
the Dolphins’ lead to 24-10 with a three-yard touchdown toss to Dexter
McCluster on the final play of the third quarter.

* At New Orleans (11/8), returned to the lineup as the starter at
quarterback. Named AFC Offensive Player of the Week after completing
28 of 39 passes for franchise rookie record 371 yards with four touchdowns
in leading the Titans to a 34-28 overtime victory. Connected on all six
passes for 62 yards and a touchdown during the game-winning overtime
drive. With four touchdown passes, improved his season total to 13 and
broke the franchise’s single-season rookie record for touchdown passes.
Cut the Saints’ lead to 14-10 by lobbing up a pass to Delanie Walker that
was deflected, caught and turned into a 61-yard touchdown pass with a
minute left to play in the opening stanza. Found Walker for a two-yard
touchdown pass in the back of the end zone with 8:08 remaining in the
second quarter. Connected with Justin Hunter on an eight-yard touchdown
pass and then hooked up with Delanie Walker for a two-point conversion to
even the score at 28-28 with 7:06 left to play in the fourth quarter. Extended
the Titans’ game-winning touchdown drive with a nine-yard pass to Dorial
Green-Beckham on third-and-two in overtime. Gave the Titans a 34-28
overtime victory with a five-yard touchdown pass to Anthony Fasano with
9:50 left to play in the extra session.

e Against Carolina (11/15), started at quarterback and completed 16 of 24
passes for 185 yards with an interception. Rushed five times for 24 yards.
e At Jacksonville (11/19), started at quarterback and completed 22 of 35
passes for 231 yards. Rushed five times for 29 yards with his first career
rushing touchdown. Gave the Titans a 13-9 lead with a 23-yard touchdown
run with 5:22 left to play in the third quarter.

e Against Oakland (11/29), started at quarterback and completed 17 of
37 passes for 218 yards with three touchdowns and two interceptions.
Gave the Titans an early 6-0 lead with a 20-yard touchdown pass to Craig
Stevens with 5:53 left to play in the opening stanza. Cut the Raiders’ lead
to 17-14 with a 13-yard touchdown pass to Harry Douglas and a two-point
conversion connection with Dorial Green-Beckham with 6:22 left to play in
the third quarter. Gave the Titans a 21-17 lead with a one-yard touchdown
toss to Jalston Fowler with less than five minutes to play in the fourth
quarter. During the fourth quarter, broke Vince Young's franchise record
for the most passing yards during a rookie season.

e Against Jacksonville (12/6), started at quarterback and completed 20
of 29 passes for 268 yards with three touchdowns and an interception
for a 118.2 passer rating. Rushed nine times for a career-best 112 yards
with a touchdown. Became the only player in NFL history to pass for at
least 250 yards with three touchdowns and rush for more than 100 yards
in the same game. His 112 rushing yards are the most by a quarterback
in franchise history in a single game. Gave the Titans a 7-0 lead with a
10-yard touchdown pass to Craig Stevens with 4:15 remaining in the first
quarter. Increased the Titans’ lead to 14-6 with a seven-yard touchdown
pass to Walker on third-and-seven in the second stanza. Gave the Titans
a 28-19 lead with a 47-yard touchdown pass to Green-Beckham on the first
play of the fourth quarter. Helped the Titans recapture the lead at 35-32
with a record-breaking 87-yard touchdown run on third-and-seven midway
through the fourth quarter. The 87-yard touchdown run was the longest run
in franchise history by a quarterback, the third longest run by a quarterback
in NFL history and the fifth-longest run overall for the team.

e At N.Y. Jets (12/13), started at quarterback and completed 21 of 39
passes for 274 yards with an interception. Collected his first career
reception which resulted in a 41-yard touchdown. Scored the Titans only
touchdown with a 41-yard touchdown reception down the right sideline from
Antonio Andrews with 4:09 left to play in the third quarter. Converted the
two-point conversion with a pass to Dexter McCluster. He became the first
player since Walter Payton in 1983 to record touchdowns of at least 40
yards passing, rushing and receiving in the same season.

* At New England (12/20), started at quarterback and completed three of
six passes for 32 yards before leaving the game in the second quarter with
an injury.
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COLLEGE

« At Oregon, Mariota broke nearly every major passing record for the
school, totaling 10,796 career passing yards and 105 touchdown passes.
The three-time All-Pac-12 selection started every game over his three
collegiate seasons (2012-14), earned a 36-5 record, completed at least one
touchdown pass in every game, and is one of four players in FBS history to
pass for 10,000 yards and rush for 2,000 yards (2,237) in a career, joining
Dan LeFevour, Robert Griffin 11l and Colin Kaepernick.

¢ His career passing statistics included 1,167 attempts, 779 completions,
10,796 yards, 105 touchdowns, 14 interceptions and an efficiency rating
of 171.8. Additionally, he rushed 337 times for 2,237 yards and 29
touchdowns and recorded two touchdown receptions.

* He became one of four players in FBS history to pass for over 10,000
yards (10,796) and run for over 2,000 yards (2,237) in a career. He set
University of Oregon records for career total offense (13,033 yards),
passing yards (10,796), completions (779), touchdown passes (105),
rushing yards by a quarterback (2,237), completion percentage (66.8),
total touchdowns (136) and total points accounted for (816). He was the
14th player in conference history to eclipse the 10,000-yard barrier in total
offense, and he ended his career ranked seventh all-time in Pac-12 career
passing yards.

* He completed at least one touchdown pass in all 41 games in which he
played, good for second in NCAA history behind Marshall’'s Rakeem Cato
(46).

* From 2012 to 2013, Mariota set the Pac-12 record with 353 consecutive
passes without an interception. He became the only player in league
history to put together multiple interception-free streaks of 200 attempts or
more.

« Mariota became the Pac-12’s first quarterback ever to be named first-
team All-Conference three times.

¢ As ajunior (2014), started all 15 games en route to the team’s appearance
in the College Football Playoff Championship Game. Completed 304
of 445 pass attempts for 4,454 yards (third in FBS) with 42 touchdowns
(second) and four interceptions. Rushed 135 times for 770 yards and 15
touchdowns. Had the nation’s top passer efficiency rating at 181.7.

« Became the Ducks’ first Heisman Trophy winner and the first Heisman
winner from the state of Hawaii. Also became Oregon’s second unanimous
first-team All-American of all time. Additional honors included Player of the
Year by the Associated Press and the Walter Camp Football Foundation,
the Maxwell Award, the Davey O’Brien National Quarterback Award and
the Johnny Unitas Golden Arm Award. Named Pac-12 Offensive Player of
the Year and 2015 Rose Bowl Offensive MVP.

¢ His 58 total touchdowns—42 passing, 15 rushing and one receiving—set
the single-season conference record, breaking Matt Barkley’'s (USC) mark
of 41 from 2011. His passing touchdowns also marked a new conference
best.

¢ Led the Ducks to No. 2 in the final Associated Press rankings. Directed
the third-overall rated offense in the country (547 yards per game) and the
10th-ranked passing offense (312.5).

¢ Against Florida State (1/1/15), recorded a season-high 26 completions
(36 attempts) for 338 yards, scoring two touchdowns through the air and
one on the ground in the College Football Playoff Semifinal Rose Bowl
victory.

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PRO: The Titans signed Rishard Matthews early in the 2016 free agency
period to bring veteran experience and big-play potential to the wide
receiver position. From 2016 through 2017, he led the team with 1,740
receiving yards and 13 touchdown receptions and ranked second on
the team behind tight end Delanie Walker with 118 receptions. His 14.7
yards per reception ranked ninth among all NFL players with at least 100
catches during that time.

Veterans and Draft Picks

PRO: Derrick Morgan was drafted by the Titans with the 16th overall pick in
the 2010 NFL Draft, and since then, he has become a consistent presence
on the defense, first as a defensive end and more recently as a 3-4 outside
linebacker. Through the 2017 campaign, Morgan ranked ninth in franchise
history with 44 career sacks, a total that also led the Titans from 2010—
2017. At the end of 2017, Morgan's five total seasons with at least six
sacks ranked fourth for the franchise since 1982, behind only Ray Childress
(eight seasons), William Fuller (six) and Sean Jones (six). The 6-foot-4-
inch, 261-pounder combines with Brian Orakpo to make a formidable duo
as the team’s starting outside linebackers. The Georgia Tech product has
a reputation as a gritty player with a non-stop motor, and he has the ability
to play on either side of the defensive line or at outside linebacker.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

* In 2017, Morgan led the team with 7.5 sacks. It was his fifth career
season with at least six sacks. He also set a career high with 59
quarterback pressures.

« In 2016, tallied a team-leading 56 quarterback pressures. Morgan also
recorded a career-high nine sacks, which ranked second on the team and
tied for ninth in the AFC.

« In his first season at outside linebacker in 2014, Morgan led the team
with 6.5 sacks and tied for the team lead and set career-best marks with 26
quarterback pressures and 13 tackles for loss. He also posted a career-
high 82 tackles, nine passes defensed and two forced fumbles.

¢ In 2012, Morgan led the team with 6.5 sacks and 19 quarterback
pressures, while also posting a then-career-high 66 tackles.

* Morgan is a 2016 graduate of the University of Miami’'s Executive MBA
for Artists and Athletes program.

« As an angel investor, Morgan supports startup businesses he believes in
by providing funding in exchange for equity.

* Morgan’s entrepreneurial and community interests coalesced with his
co-founding of Huddle Ventures, which he launched “to address challenges
facing minority entrepreneurs by providing access to influencers in order to
design smarter pathways to growing and sustaining wealth.” Morgan and
his company sent 100 students to South by Southwest in 2017 to help them
pursue jobs with tech firms.

« During the 2017 offseason, Morgan hosted his All Pro 2.0 Football and
Tech Camp in Nashville, during which participants were “introduced to a
new world of imagination and creativity through football and STEM based
learning using professional-grade technology and methods that your typical
football camp will not have.”

* Morgan helped deliver his daughter at home in April 2015.

* Morgan changed his jersey number from 90 to 91 during the 2012
offseason. He is familiar with the number 91, having worn it during his three
seasons at Georgia Tech. Former Titans defensive lineman Jason Jones

wore 91 in Morgan'’s first two seasons with the club.

* Morgan credits his mother, Pamela Sweigart, as his primary role model
in life. He also says that she should be credited with his football success,
since, even as a single parent, she managed to take him to every practice
and every game during his youth.

PRO: The Titans entered the 2015 NFL free agency period looking to add
pass rushing talent from the outside linebacker spot in their 3-4 defensive
alignment. The club found just that when they signed Brian Orakpo as an
unrestricted free agent on March 13, 2015. The 6-foot-4-inch, 257-pounder
arrived in Tennessee as a three-time Pro Bowl selection, having registered
40 career sacks and 156 quarterback pressures in six seasons (2009-
14) with the Washington Redskins. In his first campaign with the Titans,
Orakpo tied for the team lead with seven sacks, in 2016, he earned his
fourth Pro Bowl berth while leading the team with 10.5 sacks and ranking
second on the squad with 49 quarterback pressures, and in 2017, he
posted seven sacks and a career-high 73 quarterback pressures. The
University of Texas product was originally drafted by the Redskins in the
first round (13th overall) of the 2009 NFL Draft.

¢ In 2017, Orakpo led the team with a career-best 73 quarterback
pressures, while racking up seven sacks and 10 tackles for loss.

* In 2016, Orakpo was named to his fourth Pro Bowl after leading the team
and tying for sixth in the AFC in sacks with 10.5.

PRO: The Titans entered the 2017 NFL free agency period looking to
add leadership and experience to their secondary. The club found just
that when they signed two-time Super Bowl Champion Logan Ryan
as an unrestricted free agent on March 11, 2017. The 5-foot-11-inch,
195-pounder collected 13 total interceptions in four seasons (2013-16) with
the New England Patriots and his first campaign with the Titans, a total
that ranked 10th in the NFL among all cornerbacks. The Rutgers product
was originally drafted by the Patriots in the third round (83rd overall) of the
2013 NFL Draft.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« Ryan set a career high in 2017 with 15 starts during the regular season.
¢ Ryan is a two-time Super Bowl champion, having captured the title with
the New England Patriots in 2014 and 2016.

« In 2016, Ryan posted 92 tackles, two interceptions, a sack, 11 passes
defensed, three quarterback pressures and a forced fumble. He started all
three postseason games and collected 22 tackles, an interception, a sack,
four passes defensed and a quarterback hit.

« In 2015, Ryan collected 82 tackles, a team-high four interceptions and 14
passes defensed.

« In 2013, Ryan led all rookies and finished tied for the AFC lead with five
interceptions.

TITANS TIDBITS:

« Logan and his wife, Ashley, are the founders of The Ryan Animal Rescue
Foundation (ryananimalfoundation.org).

PRO: LeShaun Sims was selected by the Titans in the fifth round of the
2016 NFL Draft. The six-foot, 203-pounder saw action in 26 games over
his first two seasons and registered 51 tackles, two interceptions, two stops
for loss, 11 passes defensed and 13 special teams tackles. Sims’ presence
adds more youth and athleticism to an already-competitive defensive back
unit. With the reputation as a tough and physical corner and a willing
tackler, he possesses the physical tools to match up with NFL receivers
after a successful four-year career at Southern Utah.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« In 2017, Sims saw action in 13 games with five starts before being placed
on injured reserve with a hamstring injury. His season totals included a
career-high 33 tackles, one interception, five passes defensed, and a
career-high seven special teams tackles.

¢ As a rookie in 2016, Sims played in 13 games with two starts at
cornerback and registered 18 tackles, an interception, a stop for loss and
six passes defensed.

« In 2015, Sims was a first-team All-Big Sky performer at Southern Utah,
finishing the campaign with a pair of interceptions and 54 tackles. He
helped the Thunderbirds win the conference title.

TITANS TIDBITS:

* He was commonly referred to as “Swis” in college because for his first
college game the name on the back of his jersey was upside down. The
nickname stuck.

« Prior to Sims, no prior student-athlete from Andre Agassi Prep in Las
Vegas, Nev., had ever earned an athletic scholarship. When he was a high
school freshman, the Stars played eight-man football in the public charter
school’s first year with a football team. They moved to 11-man football
during his sophomore year, and by his senior season, the team won a
league title.

* Sims is a movie buff who lists “Training Day” among his all-time favorites.

CAREER TRANSACTIONS:
* The Las Vegas, Nev., native was selected by the Titans in the fifth round
(157th overall) of the 2016 NFL Draft.

SEASON RECAPS:

2017 (13/5): Played in 13 games with five starts at cornerback and tallied a
career-high 33 tackles, an interception, a forced fumble, a stop for loss and
five passes defensed. Notched seven special teams tackles on coverage
units. Placed on injured reserve on Dec. 22, 2017. Tied for the team lead
in special teams tackles three times in 2017 (at HOU, vs. IND, at CLE).

« At Jacksonville (9/17), made his season debut as a reserve cornerback
and collected two tackles and a forced fumble.

* Against Seattle (9/24), started at cornerback as the team opened in a
nickel package and notched two tackles and two passes defensed. Ended
a Seahawks’ drive by breaking up a third-and-10 pass intended for Paul
Richardson in the second quarter.

« At Houston (10/1), played as a reserve at cornerback and tied a career-
high with four tackles. Tied for the team lead with a special teams tackle.
« At Miami (10/8), started at cornerback as the team opened the game
in a nickle package and totaled two tackles. Registered a special teams
tackle on coverage units. Pinned the Dolphins deep in their own territory
by downing Brett Kern’s 48-yard punt at the Miami three-yard line in the
opening stanza.

¢ Against Indianapolis (10/16), started at cornerback as the team opened
the game in a nickle package and recorded a stop for loss. Led the team

with two special teams tackles on coverage units. Stuffed Marlon Mack for
a four-yard loss on a rush off right end in the first quarter.

At Cleveland (10/22), played as a reserve at cornerback and posted three
tackles. Tied for the team lead with a special teams tackle on coverage
units.

« Against Cincinnati (11/12), started at cornerback as the team opened the
game in a nickel package and recorded two tackles.

« At Pittsburgh (11/16), started at cornerback as the team opened the game
in a nickel package and notched two tackles and a pass defensed. Broke
up a deep pass intended for JuJu Smith-Schuster in the third quarter.

« Against Houston (12/3), played as a reserve at cornerback and produced
two tackles and an interception. Helped seal the victory by intercepting a
Tom Savage pass intended for DeAndre Hopkins in the end zone late in
the fourth quarter.

2016 (13/2): Played in 13 games with two starts at cornerback as a rookie
and registered 18 tackles, an interception, a stop for loss and six passes
defensed. Collected six special teams tackles and two fumble recoveries
on coverage units. Was inactive for the first three contests. Led or tied
for the team lead in passes defensed twice in 2016 (vs. DEN, at KC). Tied
for the team lead in special teams tackles four times in 2016 (at HOU, vs.
JAX, at SD, at JAX). Collected his first career interception at Kansas City
(12/18/16). Appeared in his first career NFL game at Houston (10/2/16).
Registered his first career NFL start at Jacksonville (12/24/16).

« At Houston (10/2), made his NFL debut as a reserve on special teams
and recorded a tackle on coverage units.

e Against Jacksonville (10/27), played one snap as a reserve in the
secondary. Tied for the team lead with a special teams tackle. Recovered
a muffed punt by Marquise Lee at the Jaguars’ 35-yard line late in the third
quarter to set up a Ryan Succop field goal.

» Against Green Bay (11/13), played as a reserve on special teams and saw
limited action at cornerback. Notched two tackles on defense. Recovered
a Trevor Davis muffed punt at the Packers’ 24-yard line in the second
quarter. Registered a special teams stop on coverage units.

e Against Denver (12/11), played a significant role as a reserve at
cornerback and collected four tackles, a team-high two passes defensed
and a stop for loss. Broke up a pass intended for Jordan Taylor in the end
zone late in the third quarter. Two plays later, defended a third-and-goal
pass intended for Demaryius Thomas in the end zone.

» At Kansas City (12/18), saw significant action as a reserve at cornerback
and tallied a tackle, his first career interception and another pass defensed.
Notched a special teams tackle on coverage units. Collected his first
career interception by picking off an Alex Smith pass intended for Jeremy
Maclin in the end zone during the third quarter.

« At Jacksonville (12/24), made his first career NFL start at cornerback and
posted four tackles before leaving the game in the third quarter with an
injury. Tied for the team lead with a special teams tackle on coverage units.
» Against Houston (1/1), started at cornerback and registered three tackles
and a pass defensed.

COLLEGE:

« In four seasons at Southern Utah, he appeared in 47 total games with 46
starts, including starts in every game during his final three seasons. His
career totals included 220 tackles, eight interceptions, 27 passes defensed,
one forced fumble, five fumble recoveries and four tackles for loss.

* As asenior (2015), started all 12 games for the Thunderbirds and finished
the season with two interceptions (one returned for a touchdown), 12
passes defensed, 54 tackles, 2.5 tackles for loss and one forced fumble.
Named first-team All-Big Sky Conference at cornerback. Played in the
