The club found just that when it signed
two-time Super Bowl Champion and two-time Pro Bowler Malcolm Butler
as an unrestricted free agent on March 16, 2018. The 5-foot-11-inch,
190-pounder arrived in Tennessee having collected nine total interceptions
and 56 passes defensed in four seasons (2014-17) with the New England
Patriots. Butler originally entered the league as a rookie free agent out of
West Alabama.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« Butler is a two-time Super Bowl champion, having captured the title with
the New England Patriots in 2014 and 2016.

* In 2016, Butler was named to his second career Pro Bowl and received
Associated Press second-team All-Pro honors after notching a career-high
four interceptions and 17 passes defensed.

Following his second season, during which he tied for the NFL
lead in interceptions (eight) and led the NFL in total takeaways (10), he
was named first-team Associated Press All-Pro and earned his first Pro
Bowl berth. The 5-foot-11-inch, 212-pound defender has a reputation
as a sideline-to-sideline, ball-hawking safety who plays with tremendous
intelligence and effort. The Middle Tennessee State product made an
immediate impact as a rookie in 2016 by finishing fifth on the team with 63
tackles and ranking second on the squad with 10 special teams tackles.

PRO: The Titans used their third-round pick in the 2011 NFL Draft on
University of Southern California defensive tackle Jurrell Casey. In his
first seven pro seasons, Casey became regarded as one of the top interior
defensive linemen in the NFL, a force against both the run and pass.
During that timespan, he played in all but two games and tied with Aaron
Donald for fourth place among all defensive tackles with 39 total sacks,
trailing only Geno Atkins, Gerald McCoy and Ndamukong Suh. Casey
finished the 2017 campaign in 10th place in franchise history with 39
career sacks. He was named to the Pro Bowl following the 2015, 2016 and
2017 campaigns, becoming the first Titans defensive player to make three
consecutive Pro Bowls since Jevon Kearse from 1999-2001.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

* In 2017, Casey was voted to his third consecutive Pro Bowl after setting
a career high with 35 quarterback pressures.

« With six sacks in 2017, Casey became the first player for the team since
Ray Childress (1986-1994) to register five or more consecutive seasons
with at least five sacks. His six sacks ranked second on the squad, as he
reached the mark for the third time in his career.

¢ In 2016, Casey was voted to his second consecutive Pro Bowl after
setting a then-career high with 29 quarterback pressures and adding five
sacks.

¢ In 2015, he was named to the Pro Bowl after tying for the team lead with
seven sacks.

¢ In 2013, Casey was named Associated Press second-team All-Pro after
putting together one of the best seasons by a defensive tackle in franchise
history. His 10.5 sacks set a career high and made up the second-highest
total by a franchise defensive tackle since sacks became an official statistic
in 1982, finishing behind only Ray Childress’ 13 sacks in 1992. Only Jason
Hatcher of the Dallas Cowboys (11) finished with more sacks than Casey
among defensive tackles in 2013. Casey’s season totals also included
a career-high 90 tackles and a career- and team-high 10 quarterback
pressures.

* In 2012, he notched 80 tackles to lead the defensive line and added three
sacks.

* As a rookie in 2011, Casey recorded 74 tackles, which led the team’s
defensive linemen, and tied for second on the defense with five tackles for
loss.

« Casey totaled nine sacks and 22 tackles for loss during his three seasons
at Southern California. In 2010, Casey'’s junior year, he was named first-
team All-Pac-10.

« A fixture in the community, Casey was voted the 2016 Tennessee Titans
Walter Payton Man of the Year, which recognizes players for excellence
on and off the field.

The 6-foot-6-inch,
308-pounder possesses the versatility and physical prowess to play right
tackle or left tackle at the pro level. He was the first draft pick by general
manager Jon Robinson who vowed to acquire “tough, physical, smart
and accountable” players. Conklin made an immediate impact in his first
season with the Titans by starting all 16 games and being named first-team
All-Pro at right tackle. He became the first Michigan State offensive lineman
to be selected in the first round since 1989 (Tony Mandarich, No. 2 overall
by Green Bay) and also the highest drafted Spartan since wide receiver
Charles Rogers (No. 2) in 2003.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

¢ In 2017, Conklin became just the fifth player in the ‘Titans Era’
(1999-present) to have started all 32 games from the time they were drafted
through their second seasons.

* As a rookie in 2016, Conklin was named first-team Associated Press All-
Pro at right tackle. He started all 16 games on the right side and was a part
of an offensive front that blocked for the NFL'’s third-ranked rushing attack
which averaged 136.7 rush yards per game.

PRO: The Titans selected Corey Davis with the fifth-overall pick in the 2017
NFL Draft, which was obtained in a 2016 trade with the Los Angeles Rams.
As a rookie, Davis saw action in 11 games and notched 34 catches for 375
yards. The 6-foot-3-inch, 209-pound wide receiver brings a complete skill
set to his position, excelling in route running, making plays after the catch,
and blocking. His 5,285 receiving yards at Western Michigan set an all-time
FBS record, and he became the second player in FBS history to record
52 career receiving touchdowns. Davis became the highest drafted player
from Western Michigan and the first first-rounder from the school since
Jason Babin in 2004. The fifth pick was the highest selection ever used by
the Titans/Oilers on a wide receiver by 11 slots, topping the 1998 choice of
Kevin Dyson with the 16th pick.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« In a playoff game at New England on Jan. 13, 2018, Davis caught two
touchdown passes to tie the franchise single-game postseason record (five
previous times). He became the first player to accomplish the feat in the
postseason since wide receiver Haywood Jeffires did so at Buffalo on Jan.
3, 1993. Davis was the first NFL rookie with two touchdown receptions in
a playoff game since Panthers receiver Kelvin Benjamin on Jan. 10, 2015.

Dan, Corey Davis’ youth football coach,
was an offensive lineman for the Tampa Bay Buccaneers. His son, Ryan
Graham, played youth and high school football with Davis and currently
plays quarterback at Northern lllinois.

« Davis’ brother, Titus, played football at Central Michigan and was signed
by the Chargers as a rookie free agent in 2015. Titus also spent time with
the Jets and Bills before signing with the Bears during the 2017 offseason.
* One of Davis’ favorite quotes is “Never die easy” by Walter Payton, who
used the saying as the title to his autobiography.

His 5,285 career receiving yards were the most in
FBS history, and he ended his career ranked second all-time in FBS history
with 52 career receiving touchdowns (60 by Jarett Dillard). Davis’ 332
career receptions ranked fourth all-time in FBS annals.

e As a senior (2016), played and started 13 games and set career highs
with 97 receptions, 1,500 receiving yards and 19 touchdowns. He helped
his team win the MAC and go undefeated until a Cotton Bowl loss. He
had five games of 100-plus yards and six games of two or more receiving
touchdowns.

Led
a pair of 12-play scoring drives in the second half to force overtime and
then completed three of four pass attempts for 54 yards to set up a game-
winning 23-yard field goal in the extra session.

2014 (1/0 - San Francisco): Served as the backup to starter Colin
Kaepernick for all 16 games in his first season with the 49ers after being
acquired by the team in a March trade.

* At Denver (10/19), made his lone appearance of the season and
completed three of seven pass attempts for 38 yards with a touchdown.

2013 (3/3 - Jacksonville): Started three games in his third and final
season with the Jaguars. Was inactive for four games and dressed, but
did not play in final nine games. Completed 42 of 86 pass attempts for 481
yards with one touchdown and seven interceptions.

* Against Kansas City (9/8), started in the season opener and suffered a
hand injury that kept him out of the next two games.

PRO: The Titans selected Heisman Trophy winner Derrick Henry in the
second round of the 2016 NFL Draft out of the University of Alabama. The
6-foot-3-inch, 247-pounder is a powerful, downhill runner who displays
tremendous speed and balance. He averaged a team-best 4.3 yards per
carry and scored 10 rushing touchdowns during his first two NFL seasons.
At Alabama, the Heisman Trophy winner set numerous school and SEC
records while leading his team to a National Championship in 2015.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

* In 2017, Henry led the Titans with 744 rushing yards on 176 carries, and
he rushed for five touchdowns for the second consecutive season.

« In the team’s Wild Card playoff victory at Kansas City on Jan. 6, 2018,
Henry recorded a franchise postseason record of 191 scrimmage yards
(156 rushing, 35 receiving), breaking a 57-year-old postseason record set
on Jan. 1, 1961, when Billy Cannon had 178 scrimmage yards against
the Los Angeles Chargers. Henry’'s 156 rushing yards ranked second in
franchise postseason history (162 by Eddie George on Jan. 16, 2000).

« In 2016, Henry rushed for 490 yards and five touchdowns to become
the third rookie for the franchise in the “Titans era” to score at least five
touchdowns in a season, joining Vince Young (seven rushing touchdowns
in 2006) and Chris Johnson (nine rushing and one receiving in 2008).

« Despite playing just three seasons and not seeing extensive action in
his first campaign at Alabama, Henry finished his career as the school's
all-time rushing leader with 3,591 yards.

¢ As a senior in 2015, Henry claimed the Heisman Trophy and led his
team to the College Football Playoff National Championship. He also
won the Doak Walker and Maxwell Award and was selected as the Walter
Camp Player of the Year after rushing for an Alabama and Southeastern
Conference record 2,219 yards.

TITANS TIDBITS:

« In high school, Henry broke the 51-year-old national high school rushing
record with 12,124 yards after compiling 4,261 rushing yards as a senior.
* Henry sealed an Iron Bowl victory with an epic, career-best 271 rushing
yards against the Tigers. He put the Crimson Tide on his back by carrying
the ball a school-record 46 times. His 271 rushing yards were 11 more
yards than Auburn had in total offense (260). He ended the game with 14
consecutive rushes to run out the clock.

« His late grandmother, Gladys Henry, helped raise him and played a key
inspirational role in his development. In 2018, he fulfilled a promise to her
and graduated from Alabama with his bachelor’'s degree. He has a portrait
tattoo of her on his chest.

¢ Gladys Henry nicknamed him “Shocka” as a baby because he “shocked
the whole family” when he was born.

« Henry has been growing out his hair since he was in elementary school.

Led the team with 66 receiving yards
and a touchdown. Gave the Titans a 6-0 lead with a 66-yard touchdown
catch on a screen pass early in the second quarter.

* At Kansas City (1/6), started at running back and led the team with
156 rushing yards on 23 carries with a touchdown in his first career
postseason game. Caught two passes for 35 yards out of the backfield.
His 191 scrimmage yards set a new single-game postseason record for
the franchise, breaking a 57-year-old record. Cut the Chiefs’ lead to 21-16
with a 35-yard touchdown jaunt with 14:08 left to play in the game. Sealed
the victory with a 22-yard rumble for a first down on third-and-10 with 1:53
remaining in the game.

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rushed his way past the Tigers on the Plains to the tune of a career-
high 271 yards on the ground on a school-record 46 carries. Scored a
touchdown on his 46th and final carry on a 25-yard jaunt that capped 14
straight rushes to end the game. Earned Walter Camp National Player of
the Week honors and SEC Player of the Week accolades.

» Against Clemson (1/11), rushed for 158 yards and three touchdowns as
the Crimson Tide claimed a 45-40 victory to win the national championship.
Carried 36 times, including a 50-yard touchdown scamper in the first
quarter and then sealed the win with a one-yard plunge with 1:07 remaining
in the game.

* As a sophomore (2014), finished the year with 990 rushing yards on 172
carries with 11 rushing touchdowns. Had five receptions for 133 yards and
two receiving touchdowns.

The 5-foot-11-
inch, 185-pound playmaker possesses game-breaking speed but is also
a proven and willing tackler. He also can contribute on the offensive side
of the ball.

PRO: Brett Kern is a strong-legged punter that has shown a keen ability to
down his kicks inside the opponents’ 20-yard line. He was rewarded during
the 2015 offseason with a new multi-year contract with the Titans. The
11th-year pro enters 2018 as the franchise’s all-time leader in gross punting
average and net punting average and ranks second in career punts, trailing
only Craig Hentrich (861). In 2017, Kern was named to his first career Pro
Bowl and was selected second-team Associated Press All-Pro after leading
the NFL with a career-high and franchise-best 49.7 gross average and a
career-best and franchise-high 44.6 net average. The University of Toledo
product joined the Titans franchise during the 2009 season when he was
claimed off waivers from the Denver Broncos.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

* In 2017, Kern's gross punting average (49.7) ranked eighth in NFL history
and was the highest of any player since 2012. His net punting average
(44.6) ranked second in NFL history. He was named to his first career Pro
Bowl and was selected second-team Associated Press All-Pro after leading
the NFL with a career-high and franchise-best 49.7 gross average and a
career-best and franchise-high 44.6 net average.

« In 2016, Kern placed 41.6 percent of his punts inside the opponent’s

PRO: The Titans used the second overall pick in the 2015 NFL Draft
on Oregon quarterback Marcus Mariota. In his first three NFL seasons,
Mariota passed for 9,476 yards and 58 touchdowns, while rushing for 913
yards and nine more scores. His 93.8 passer rating in his first two seasons
ranked sixth in NFL history for a player’s first two NFL campaigns, trailing
only Kurt Warner (107.9), Dan Marino (104.5), Nick Foles (101.0), Russell
Wilson (100.6) and Ben Roethlisberger (98.3). As a rookie, the 6-foot-4-
inch, 222-pound signal caller validated his draft selection by posting the
third-highest passer rating in franchise history (91.5) and the fifth-highest
rookie completion percentage in NFL history (62.2). He was the first player
in franchise history to open his rookie season in Week 1 as the starting
quarterback. He became the second rookie quarterback in NFL history
(Peyton Manning) to complete three touchdown passes in four different
games and the only NFL rookie to record two games with four touchdown
passes and no interceptions. Mariota was the fifth Heisman Trophy winner
to be drafted by the Oilers/Titans (Derrick Henry became the sixth in 2016),
joining Billy Cannon, Earl Campbell, Mike Rozier and Eddie George.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« In 2017, Mariota led the Titans to their first playoff berth in nine years and
their first postseason victory since January 2004. He completed 281 of
453 passes for 3,232 yards with 13 touchdowns and tied a career-high with
60 rushes for 312 yards with a career-best five rushing touchdowns. He
engineered five game-winning drives, including four in the regular season
and one in the postseason.

¢ In 2016, Mariota completed 276 of 451 passes for 3,426 yards and
ranked fourth in the AFC and 10th in the NFL with a 95.6 passer rating and
sixth in the AFC and tied for 10th in the NFL with 26 touchdown passes. He
was named first alternate for the Pro Bowl but was unable to play because
of injury.

* Mariota’s 16 games with at least two touchdown passes in his first two
NFL seasons tied for third all-time in the NFL, equaling Peyton Manning
and Russell Wilson and trailing only Dan Marino (22) and Derek Carr (17).
* Mariota was named AFC Offensive Player of the Month for November
2016 after completing 86 of 130 passes for 1,124 yards with 11 touchdowns
and two interceptions for a 115.0 passer rating, in addition to rushing for 89
yards and a score.

« During his rookie season, Mariota completed 230 of his 370 passes for
2,818 yards, 19 touchdowns—all franchise rookie records—while throwing
only 10 interceptions. His 91.5 passer rating ranks third in franchise history
behind only Steve McNair's 2003 MVP season (100.4) and Pro Football
Hall of Famer Warren Moon’s 1990 AP Offensive Player of the Year
campaign (96.8).

« Mariota set a franchise rookie record by completing 62.2 percent of his
passes. That was the fifth-highest percentage by a rookie quarterback in
NFL history and the eighth-highest completion percentage in a season by
any quarterback in Titans/Oilers history.

« Mariota joined Peyton Manning (1998) as the only rookie quarterbacks in
NFL history to complete three touchdown passes in four different games,
and he became the lone NFL rookie to ever record two games with four
touchdown passes and no interceptions (Sept. 13 at Tampa Bay and Nov.
8 at New Orleans).

* Mariota’s 252 rushing yards in 2015 included an 87-yard touchdown run
against Jacksonville (Dec. 6), which was the fifth-longest rushing play in
franchise history.

« Prior to Mariota in 2015, the last NFL player to record touchdowns of
at least 40 yards passing, rushing and receiving in the same season was
Walter Payton in 1983.

« At the 2015 NFL Scouting Combine, he finished among the top three

quarterbacks in the 40-yard dash, vertical jump, broad jump, three-cone
drill and 20-yard shuttle. His 4.52-second 40-yard dash gave him the
fastest quarterback time at the Combine since Robert Griffin III's 4.41 in
2012.

e Mariota earned a 36-5 starting record as a starter at Oregon. He
completed at least one touchdown pass in all 41 games during his three
seasons there, which ranks second in NCAA history. He became one of
four players in FBS history to pass for over 10,000 yards (10,796) and run
for over 2,000 yards (2,237) in a career (Dan LeFevour, Robert Griffin 1lI
and Colin Kaepernick).

* Mariota was awarded the Heisman Trophy on Dec. 13, 2014. He became
the first winner from the University of Oregon and the first player born in
Hawaii to receive the honor. In the balloting, he received 2,534 total points,
or 90.9 percent of the total points possible. Only one player in Heisman
history—Ohio State quarterback Troy Smith in 2006—garnered a higher
percentage. Mariota received 788 first-place votes, while the runner-up,
Wisconsin running back Melvin Gordon, received 1,250 total points and 37
first-place votes. Alabama wide receiver Amari Cooper finished third with
1,023 points and 49 first-place votes. The point total is reached by a system
of three points for a first place vote, two for a second and one for a third.

e As a junior in 2014, Mariota led Oregon to an appearance in the College
Football Playoff Championship Game after completing 304 of 445 passes
for 4,454 yards with 42 touchdown passes and only four interceptions.
He also rushed for 770 yards and 15 touchdowns and even caught a
touchdown pass. His 58 total touchdowns in a season (passing, rushing
and receiving) shattered the previous Pac-12 record of 41 (Matt Barkley,
2011).

TITANS TIDBITS:

e In 2016, Mariota launched of his Motiv8 Foundation, which serves
the communities of Middle Tennessee, Eugene and Honolulu. The
Motiv8 Foundation aims to create and support economic and educational
programs and athletic activities to provide an alternative outlet for youth of
troubled neighborhoods and backgrounds. The Foundation’s programming
centers around the tools for success that will allow more children to fully
matriculate through grade-school and eventually attend college. Since
its launch, the Motiv8 Foundation has awarded hundreds of thousands of
dollars towards healthy lifestyle programming, and will continue to fulfill its
mission through signature programs, strategic partnerships and fundraising
initiatives.

e The Motiv8 Foundation puts on two full scale golf tournaments in
Honolulu and Portland. Both tournaments are in their second year. The
Honolulu tournament is presented by First Hawaiian Bank and features
high level sponsors Nissan, Heisman Trophy, Beats by Dre, Nike, See
More Putters, Island Insurance and Albert Chong and Associates. The
Portland tournament is presented by Dutch Bros. and was held at Langdon
Farms Golf Club for the first time in 2018.

e The Motiv8 Foundation has put the spotlight on homelessness and
recently fed 5,000 homeless and workers in the homeless field on Oahu
and Maui and additionally donated 1,000 pounds of dog food to two dog
shelters on Oahu. Motiv8 continues to grow in its work with the homeless
and will be hosting a job fair for homeless families and will be also donating
a year supply of toiletries to more than 30 shelters across the state of
Hawaii.

» Mariota has a special place in his heart for children and remembers the
impact attending a game had on him when he was growing up. Annually,
Motiv8 gives nearly 2,000 young students a football game experience to
remember. Motiv8 sponsors the attendance of 1,200+ kids to a University
of Hawaii game, 300+ kids to a Oregon Ducks game and more than a 100
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kids to a Tennessee Titans game. The kids are treated to a game ticket,
meal at the game, Motiv8 t-shirt and transportation to the game.

* Motiv8 also continues to be a major player in high school football in the
state of Hawaii with is presenting sponsorship of the nationally televised
Polynesian Bowl featuring the nation’s top football players including every
nationally ranked Polynesian player in America, Hawaii High School all-
star game - Life Champions Bowl and the scholarship generating GPA
Showcase Hawaii.

¢ In 2018, the Motiv8 Foundation launched the Ardel Deppe Community
Football Coach Award. The award recognizes three Hawaii football
coaches (one top winner) from any level of play who best exemplify
Marcus’ grandfather’s spirit of going the extra mile and giving back to the
community. The winners all receive Riddell equipment allowances with the
winner receiving $10,000 in equipment value.

¢ He is the oldest son of Toa and Alana Mariota. His younger brother,
Matthew, is a tight end at Oregon.

« Mariota credits much of his athletic success to playing soccer in his youth.
By the time he was eight years old, he was wearing a soccer jersey with the
number 8, and he has kept the jersey number ever since then.

« During his time in Eugene, Mariota became a fixture at the Boys and Girls
Club of Emerald Valley, spending time on a weekly basis with kids at the
center. For his efforts in the community, he was awarded with the inaugural
Play It Forward Award at the 63rd Annual Oregon Sports Awards in June
2015.

Converted three critical third downs during the
Titans’ game-winning touchdown drive in the fourth quarter: a nine-yard
toss to Walker on third-and-three, a 17-yard run on third-and-eight and a
10-yard pass to Jonnu Smith on third-and-two. Gave the Titans a 22-21
lead with a 22-yard touchdown strike to Eric Decker with 6:06 remaining
in the game. Helped seal the victory with a key block on Derrick Henry’s
22-yard run for a first down on third-and-10 with 1:53 remaining in the
game. In the second half he completed 12 of 18 passes for 123 yards
and two touchdowns (123.1 passer rating) and had six total third-down
conversions via pass or run.

In NFL history,
no player has recorded more four-touchdown performances in his first 22
NFL games. Completed 73.1 percent of his passes (19 of 26) against
Green Bay, becoming the first quarterback in NFL history to have three
games with a 70.0-plus completion percentage, at least four touchdown
passes and no interceptions in his first two seasons. Increased the Titans
lead to 21-0 with a nine-yard touchdown toss to Anthony Fasano with
eight seconds left to play in the first quarter. Found Rishard Matthews in
the end zone for a 32-yard touchdown strike with 8:45 left to play in the
second quarter. Extended the Titans advantage to 35-10 with a six-yard
touchdown strike to Kendall Wright on third-and-four late in the second
quarter. Increased the Titans lead to 41-22 with a 33-yard touchdown pass
to Sharpe midway through the third quarter.

« At Indianapolis (11/20), completed 25 of 38 passes for 290 yards with two
touchdowns for a 106.2 passer rating. Rushed five times for 29 yards. Set
a new franchise record with his seventh consecutive game with multiple
touchdown passes, breaking Warren Moon’s mark accomplished in 1987.
Cut the Colts’ lead to 21-7 with a three-yard touchdown pass to DeMarco
Murray on third-and-goal with 20 seconds remaining in the first half. Found
a streaking Tajaé Sharpe in the end zone for a 34-yard touchdown pass
midway through the third quarter.

e At Chicago (11/27), connected on 15 of 23 passes for 226 yards with
two touchdowns for a 126.4 passer rating. Rushed four times for 46
yards. Extended his streak to eight consecutive games with at least two
touchdown passes, which improved upon his franchise record. Gave the
Titans a 14-7 lead with a four-yard touchdown strike to Walker on third-and-
goal in the second quarter. Increased the Titans lead to 21-7 with a 29-yard
touchdown bomb to Rishard Matthews with 1:15 left to play in the first half.
* Against Denver (12/11), completed six of 20 pass attempts for 88 yards.
Rushed a season-high eight times for 38 yards.

« At Kansas City (12/18), connected on 19 of 33 passes for 241 yards with
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an interception while registering his fourth career comeback performance.
Set up the Titans’ inital touchdown with a 46-yard pass to Rishard Matthews
on a flea-flicker early in the second stanza. Converted a pair of third downs
during the Titans’ final touchdown drive: a 16-yard pass to Delanie Walker
on third-and-five and a 14-yard toss to Walker on third-and-10 in the fourth
quarter. Found DeMarco Murray for a 15-yard pass on fourth-and-five
during the Titans’ final touchdown drive. Set up the Titans’ game-winning
field goal by connecting with Walker for a 15-yard reception on third-and-
four late in the fourth quarter. In the second quarter, he reached the 6,000-
yard passing mark for his career. In doing so, he became the seventh
player in NFL history with at least 6,000 passing yards and 600 rushing
yards in his first two seasons, joining Jeff Garcia (1999-2000), Cam Newton
(2011-2012), Robert Griffin (2012-2013), Russell Wilson (2012-2013),
Andrew Luck (2012-2013) and Blake Bortles (2014-2015).

« At Jacksonville (12/24), completed eight of 20 passes for 99 yards with
a touchdown before leaving the game in the third quarter with an injury.
Cut the Jaguars’ lead to 10-7 with a three-yard touchdown pass to Rishard
Matthews on third-and-three with 8:59 left to play in the second quarter.

2015 (12/12): Started 12 games at quarterback and set franchise rookie
records with 230 completions, 370 pass attempts, 2,818 passing yards and
19 passing touchdowns. Finished second on the team with 252 rushing
yards with two touchdowns. Was inactive for four contests, including the
final two games. Became the only player in NFL history to pass for at least
250 yards with three touchdowns and rush for more than 100 yards in the
same game against Jacksonville (12/6/15). Notched four games with at
least three touchdown passes, tying Peyton Manning (1998) for the most
ever by an NFL rookie. Made his NFL debut and first career start at Tampa
Bay (9/13/15) and became the second rookie in NFL history to throw at
least three touchdown passes in a season opener. He joined former
Vikings quarterback Fran Tarkenton, who passed for four touchdowns on
Sept. 17, 1961. Became the first quarterback in NFL history to record six
total touchdown passes within the first two games of his career. His 129.9
passer rating was the highest rating by any Super Bowl-era quarterback
(since 1966) in his first two career starts. Was named NFL Offensive
Rookie of the Month for September after completing 61 of 96 passes for
833 yards with eight touchdowns for a 110.3 passer rating. Was named
AFC Offensive Player of the Week after completing 13 of 15 passes for 209
yards with four touchdown passes to record a perfect passer rating of 158.3
at Tampa Bay (9/13/15). He is the first player since at least 1933 with a
perfect passer rating in his first game (minimum 10 attempts) and the first
player in the Super Bowl era (since 1966) with a perfect rating in his first
start (minimum 10 attempts). Received his second AFC Offensive Player
of the Week honor after connecting on 28 of 39 passes for 371 yards with
four touchdowns in leading the Titans to a 34-28 overtime victory against
New Orleans (11/8/15). Broke his own franchise rookie record with 371
passing yards at New Orleans (11/8/15), topping the 367 yards he recorded
against the Indianapolis Colts (9/27/15). Rushed for a career-high 112
yards against Jacksonville (12/6/15), the most by a quarterback in franchise
history in a single game. His 87-yard touchdown run against Jacksonville
(12/6/15) was the longest run in franchise history by a quarterback and the
fifth-longest run overall for the team. Since 1960, only two quarterbacks
have recorded a run longer than Mariota’s 87-yarder (Terrelle Pryor 93-yard
touchdown on 10/27/13 and Colin Kaepernick 90-yard touchdown run on
12/20/14). Led the team in rushing twice in 2015 (vs. BUF, vs. JAX).

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PRO: The Titans signed Rishard Matthews early in the 2016 free agency
period to bring veteran experience and big-play potential to the wide
receiver position. From 2016 through 2017, he led the team with 1,740
receiving yards and 13 touchdown receptions and ranked second on
the team behind tight end Delanie Walker with 118 receptions. His 14.7
yards per reception ranked ninth among all NFL players with at least 100
catches during that time.

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PRO: Derrick Morgan was drafted by the Titans with the 16th overall pick in
the 2010 NFL Draft, and since then, he has become a consistent presence
on the defense, first as a defensive end and more recently as a 3-4 outside
linebacker. Through the 2017 campaign, Morgan ranked ninth in franchise
history with 44 career sacks, a total that also led the Titans from 2010—
2017. At the end of 2017, Morgan's five total seasons with at least six
sacks ranked fourth for the franchise since 1982, behind only Ray Childress
(eight seasons), William Fuller (six) and Sean Jones (six). The 6-foot-4-
inch, 261-pounder combines with Brian Orakpo to make a formidable duo
as the team’s starting outside linebackers. The Georgia Tech product has
a reputation as a gritty player with a non-stop motor, and he has the ability
to play on either side of the defensive line or at outside linebacker.

* Morgan’s entrepreneurial and community interests coalesced with his
co-founding of Huddle Ventures, which he launched “to address challenges
facing minority entrepreneurs by providing access to influencers in order to
design smarter pathways to growing and sustaining wealth.” Morgan and
his company sent 100 students to South by Southwest in 2017 to help them
pursue jobs with tech firms.

« During the 2017 offseason, Morgan hosted his All Pro 2.0 Football and
Tech Camp in Nashville, during which participants were “introduced to a
new world of imagination and creativity through football and STEM based
learning using professional-grade technology and methods that your typical
football camp will not have.”

PRO: The Titans entered the 2015 NFL free agency period looking to add
pass rushing talent from the outside linebacker spot in their 3-4 defensive
alignment. The club found just that when they signed Brian Orakpo as an
unrestricted free agent on March 13, 2015. The 6-foot-4-inch, 257-pounder
arrived in Tennessee as a three-time Pro Bowl selection, having registered
40 career sacks and 156 quarterback pressures in six seasons (2009-
14) with the Washington Redskins. In his first campaign with the Titans,
Orakpo tied for the team lead with seven sacks, in 2016, he earned his
fourth Pro Bowl berth while leading the team with 10.5 sacks and ranking
second on the squad with 49 quarterback pressures, and in 2017, he
posted seven sacks and a career-high 73 quarterback pressures. The
University of Texas product was originally drafted by the Redskins in the
first round (13th overall) of the 2009 NFL Draft.

PRO: The Titans entered the 2017 NFL free agency period looking to
add leadership and experience to their secondary. The club found just
that when they signed two-time Super Bowl Champion Logan Ryan
as an unrestricted free agent on March 11, 2017. The 5-foot-11-inch,
195-pounder collected 13 total interceptions in four seasons (2013-16) with
the New England Patriots and his first campaign with the Titans, a total
that ranked 10th in the NFL among all cornerbacks. The Rutgers product
was originally drafted by the Patriots in the third round (83rd overall) of the
2013 NFL Draft.

« Ryan set a career high in 2017 with 15 starts during the regular season.
¢ Ryan is a two-time Super Bowl champion, having captured the title with
the New England Patriots in 2014 and 2016.

Eli Apple funded and hosted their #ThursdayNightLights Football Camp at
Eastern High School in Vorhees, N.J., where they both attended. The free
event for kids was filled with football, celebrity guests and music.

« In June 2017, Ryan surprised his big brother, Jordan, by paying off his
student loans for his 29th birthday. Logan cut a check for $82,000 to the
American Education Services to cover Jordan’s loans from earning his
engineering degree from Drexel University. “My man got accepted to
college, graduated with honors, and now works as an engineer. He did
everything the right way and still lived with a ridiculous amount of student
loan debt. The system is broke and makes no sense. I'm fortunate and
blessed to be able to take care of that for him.”

his rookie year, he would return to school and earn his degree. Ryan kept
his promise and graduated in the spring of 2014 with a degree in labor
relations and a minor in psychology.

It
was tough, but we always got what we needed—not necessarily what we
wanted all the time—but what we needed. She was so strong all the time.”

His family didn’t have the financial means to
just uproot, so for his own safety Jonnu moved in with his mother’s sister
and brother-in-law, Darla and Mike Kirkland, in Ocala, Fla. He started
playing high school football and even though he was far from a touted
recruit, he earned a scholarship to Florida International where his play
took off.

* Smith’s best friend Willie “Quasim” Jefferson tragically died from a gun
shot in October 2016. Jonnu gave his son the middle name Quasim in
honor of him.

PRO: A powerful right-footed kicker in his 10th NFL campaign, Ryan
Succop joined the Titans prior to the start of the 2014 regular season.
Succop arrived in Tennessee after five seasons with the Kansas City
Chiefs, where he posted four 100-plus point seasons and connected on
81 percent of his field goal attempts. In his first four seasons (2014-17)
with the Titans, the University of South Carolina product made good on
86.5 percent of his field goals. The 6-foot-2-inch, 218-pounder set an NFL
record by connecting on 56 consecutive successful field goals from inside
50 yards from 2014-17. His 91.7 percent success rate in 2016 qualified as
the third-highest in Titans franchise history.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« Set an NFL record by connecting on 56 consecutive successful field
goals from inside 50 yards (2014-17).

¢ In 2017, Succop posted career-highs with 136 points and 35 field goals.

PRO: The Titans selected Taywan Taylor (first name pronounced TAY-
wahn) with their first of two third-round picks in the 2017 NFL Draft. A
shifty route-runner with exceptional burst and run-after-catch ability, he has
the ability to play in the slot or on the outside. As a rookie in 2017, the
5-foot-11-inch, 203-pounder saw action in all 16 games and amassed 16
receptions for 231 yards with a touchdown. At Western Kentucky, he broke
every major single-season and career receiving record and accounted for
34 touchdown receptions over his final two campaigns. Taylor became the
first Western Kentucky player drafted by the Titans since the team arrived
in Tennessee.

PRO: The Titans targeted Delanie Walker early in the 2013 free agency
period to bring physicality, versatility and leadership to the offense. He
has delivered that and more, becoming one of the NFL'’s top play-making
tight ends. The tight end brings a unique element to the offense and poses
match-up problems for defenses with his ability to line up in the backfield,
on the line, in the slot and as a wideout. The 6-foot-2-inch, 248-pounder
spent the first seven years of his career with the San Francisco 49ers
after being selected in the sixth round of the 2006 NFL Draft. His first five
seasons in Tennessee arguably resulted in the best five-year stretch in
franchise history by a player at his position. During that time period, his
356 receptions and 4,156 receiving yards (to go with 26 touchdowns) set
a franchise high for a tight end in any consecutive five-year period. During
that timespan, his reception total led all NFL tight ends and his yardage
total ranked third among all NFL tight ends. In 2015, he set the single-
season franchise records among tight ends with 94 receptions and 1,088
receiving yards, leading to his first career Pro Bowl invitation.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS:

« During his first five seasons with the Titans (2013-2017), Walker leads all
NFL tight ends with 356 receptions and ranks third in the NFL with 4,156
yards.

e In 2017, Walker was named to his third consecutive Pro Bowl after
leading the team with 74 receptions and 807 receiving yards. He earned
Offensive MVP honors in the Pro Bowl after catching two touchdown
passes, including an 18-yard, game-winning score late in the fourth quarter.
¢ In 2016, Walker was named to his second consecutive Pro Bowl
after tying for the team lead with 65 receptions and finishing second on
the squad with 800 receiving yards and a career-high seven receiving
touchdowns.

¢ In 2015, Walker was named to his first Pro Bowl. He set new team
records among tight ends with 94 receptions and 1,088 receiving yards,
and he caught six touchdown passes for the second time in three years
(2013). He broke his own receiving yardage record (890 in 2014) and
Frank Wycheck’s reception record (70 in 1998 and 2000) for franchise tight
ends.

¢ On the team’s all-time single-season receptions list, regardless of
position, Walker tied wide receiver Kendall Wright (94 receptions in 2013)
for the fifth-highest total in 2015. Walker's 94 receptions tied Jason Witten
(94 catches in 2009 and 2010) for the 10th—highest total in NFL history by
a tight end.

« In 2014, Walker’s team-leading 890 receiving yards set a career high and
marked the highest total in franchise history by a tight end, eclipsing Frank
Wycheck’s 768 receiving yards in 1998. Walker's 63 receptions in 2014
also led the team, set a career high, and tied for fourth in team annals.

¢ In 2013, Walker’s first season in Tennessee, he totaled 60 receptions for
571 yards and six touchdowns, setting career highs in all three categories.
Also, he became the only tight end in franchise history other than Titans
Ring of Honor member Frank Wycheck (1997-2001) to reach 60 receptions
in a single season. Walker’s six touchdown receptions tied for fourth place
in franchise history among tight ends and were the most since Wycheck’s
six in 1996.

« In 2012, Walker played an integral role in the 49ers’ second consecutive
playoff season, as he teamed with Vernon Davis to form one of the NFL'’s
top tight-end duos. He saw action in all 16 regular-season games with four
starts and set a career high with 344 yards and three touchdowns (matched
career high) on 21 receptions. His average of 16.4 yards per catch was the
highest among all NFL tight ends with 20 or more catches.

« During the 2012 playoffs, Walker appeared in all three games and started

in Super Bowl XLVII. In the Super Bowl, he recorded three receptions for
48 yards.

« In 2010, he played in 14 games with eight starts and tallied a then-career-
best 29 receptions for 331 yards.

TITANS TIDBITS:

* Walker was named the Tennessee Titans Community Man of the Year in
2013 and 2015, due in large part to his tireless work with Mothers Against
Drunk Driving. He teamed with MADD to help raise awareness of the
dangers of drinking and driving after losing his aunt and uncle in a horrific
accident near New Orleans after Super Bowl XLVII. The morning after San
Francisco’s loss to Baltimore at the Superdome, an alleged drunk driver
killed Alice and Bryan Young only hours after Walker hugged Alice and
Bryan at the team’s postgame party. In addition to his work with MADD,
Walker is an ambassador with the Tennessee Governor’s Highway Safety
Office’s “Booze It and Lose It” campaign.

« In April 2017, Walker took part in an eight-day overseas trip to the Middle
East to visit U.S. servicemen and women as part of a United Service
Organization tour. The group was on their USO tour, and visiting an
Army base in Kuwait, when Syrian president Bashar al-Assad launched a
chemical attack against civilians in his country on April 4. The NFL players
traveled to another region in the Middle East the following day, unsure if
their scheduled visit with Marines and Air Force airmen would be allowed
to proceed. The group was eventually cleared for the visit, but before
they could leave one base, military police boarded their bus and forced
the players to delete any pictures and videos taken at the base from their
cameras and cell phones.

* In 2014, Walker established the Delanie Walker Gives Back Foundation
(delaniewalker.org) to provide inner city and low-income children with the
educational opportunities and resources to reach their full potential and
beat the odds.

» During the 2016 offseason, Walker spearheaded a benefit dinner and
auction for his foundation called “Carving It Up with Delanie Walker.” He
also launched “Delanie Walker's Imagination Station” at Fall-Hamilton
Elementary School in collaboration with Scholastic Book Fairs to provide a
new fully-furnished reading room for students.

» Walker was one of five finalists for the NFL's 2015 Byron “Whizzer” White
Award, which recognizes community service.

« During the 2015 and 2016 offseasons, the Delanie Walker Gives Back
Foundation hosted a Celebrity Go-Karting Challenge, raising more than
$75,000 to benefit the foundation. Walker launched the non-profit to provide
inner-city and low-income children with the educational opportunities and
resources to reach their full potential and beat the odds. Proceeds from
the go-karting event will help fund community outreach programs such as
Back to School COOL, Delanie’s Imagination Stations, and College Bound.
Walker’s offseason also includes hosting a youth football camp.

» Over the years, Walker has owned quite a selection of cars, ranging
from classics to newer models. His collection has included a 1964 Chevy
Impala, 1972 Buick Skylark, 1989 Camaro IROC-Z28 and 2010 F250 truck.
Walker's passion for cars can be traced back to his childhood, where he
would spend countless hours refurbishing old autos with the help of his
friend’'s father, who was a mechanic. “Growing up we didn't have much
money, so we would buy cars from the junkyard and fix them up. We'd
spend all day taking off parts and replacing them, just like new. The most
important lesson | learned was ‘the way you take it off is the way you
put it back on.” Walker admits that cars these days have become more
advanced and that he is only comfortable working on models that are pre-
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1990. After his playing days are over, he envisions owning a car restoration
shop.

* Having grown up in a tough neighborhood, Walker knows first-hand how
difficult it is to overcome obstacles in order to achieve one’s goals. During
his time in San Francisco, he visited delinquent youths across the Bay
Area, making it a point to share his story and give positive reinforcement
to those who can relate to him. “It's very important that people know about
what I've been through. You can grow up in the worst neighborhood and
still make it to the NFL. That's why | want kids, especially in the Bay Area,
to understand that you can overcome those situations, because | did.”

« For a 248-pound tight end, Walker makes a lot of tacklers miss. His speed
on the field can be linked to his success on the track as a high school
senior. Despite lettering only one year, he won the Division Ill 100m (10.6)
and long jump (21-5) titles, while also serving as a member of the winning
4x100m relay team at the 2002 Miramonte League Meet. Delanie’s younger
brother, Anthony, competed in the 400m and 4x400m at the collegiate
level, and has his hopes set on making the Olympic team one day.

* On Feb. 14, 2015, Walker was inducted into the Central Missouri Athletic
Hall of Fame.

Extended the Titans’ opening touchdown
drive with a six-yard catch on third-and-four in the first quarter. On his
fourth catch of the day, recorded his 323rd reception as a member of the
Titans, passing former Oilers wide receiver Curtis Duncan (322) for eighth
place on the franchise’s all-time receptions list.

« At Indianapolis (11/26), played as a reserve at tight end and tied for the
team lead with four receptions for a team-high 63 receiving yards and a
touchdown. On his first reception of the game, a 14-yarder, became the
sixth player in franchise history to record 50 receptions in at least five
different seasons and only the fifth to do so in five consecutive seasons.
Set up the Titans’ second field goal with a 37-yard reception in the first
quarter. Cut the Colts’ lead to 16-13 with a two-yard touchdown grab late
in the third quarter.

» Against Houston (12/3), started at tight end and led the team with five
receptions and 63 receiving yards with a touchdown. Extended the Titans’
second touchdown drive with a 18-yard catch along the sideline on third-
and-eight in the third stanza. Gave the Titans a 17-10 lead with a 24-yard
touchdown grab late in the third quarter. Recorded his 25th touchdown
reception in a Titans uniform and in doing so, he tied former Titans wide
receiver Drew Bennett (25) for the 10th place on the franchise’s all-time list
for career touchdown receptions.

Converted a
critical third down with a nine-yard grab on third-and-three during the Titans’
game-winning touchdown drive in the fourth quarter.

He spent most of his second campaign on
injured reserve. During Wallace’s career at UCLA, he waited patiently for an
opportunity to play regularly during his first three seasons and then became
a mainstay for the Bruins as a senior. He led the team with seven sacks in
his final year on campus. He is a versatile player, capable of lining up at
multiple linebacker spots.

These events are designed to build self-esteem, promote
responsibility for one’s own actions and overcoming obstacles, and
demonstrate the importance of academics, knowledge of career options,
professional development, community involvement, and mental and
physical fitness among youth of all socio-economic backgrounds. The
Foundation’s primary focus is to work with at-risk youth between the ages
of 8 and 18 and a secondary focus on adults in employment transition.

« During the last seven offseasons, Woodyard's 16Ways Foundation has
hosted a youth football and cheer camp, as well as a charity golf outing in
Lexington, Ky.

« In addition to his work with his own foundation, Woodyard has been
a tireless advocate for the work of other non-profits, including the ALS
Association and Second Harvest Food Bank. For the second year in a
row, Woodyard used the NFL's My Cause My Cleats platform to raise
awareness and funds for ALS. Woodyard’s aunt suffered from ALS leading
up to her death, and Woodyard is close to former Titans linebacker Tim
Shaw, who was diagnosed with ALS in 2014. Woodyard also serves as the
spokesperson for Second Harvest Food Bank of Middle Tennessee.

* Woodyard has been a captain in his first four seasons with the Titans. He

joined Hall of Fame running back Floyd Little as the only players in Broncos
franchise history to serve as a captain in each of their first six years with the
club. In 2004, Woodyard also became the first-ever Kentucky freshman to
serve as a team captain.

* Woodyard was inducted to the University of Kentucky Athletics Hall of
Fame in 2016 and the Kentucky Pro Football Hall of Fame in 2018.

e Woodyard and teammate Jurrell Casey coach a women'’s flag football
team that is comprised of wives and significant others of Titans players.
