DAY  01 Pick up from Shimla

Head to Sangla via 
Rampur. Interact with local tribes and get to know about their culture and lifestyle. Enjoy the hospitality of the 
traditional villagers. Take a walk along the Baspa River in the most beautiful valleys of India.



DAY  02 Sangla to Kalpa via Chitkul - 4 hours

Head for Chitkul which is the last village on Indo-Tibetan Border. It has traditional Kinnauri-style wooden houses with slate roofs and 
small tea shops and located at a height of 9000 feet above mean sea level. The place has its own charisma. From Chitkul we head to 
Kalpa after enjoying the magnificent views of the holy Kinner Kailash in it's full glory.
Sight seeing Koti Mata Temple, Kinnar Kailash view, Red cliff

DAY  03

We will head to famous Kye Monastery. It is situated on a top of the mountain overlooking a huge river bed. It is said to be the main 
learning centre for Lamas of Geluk Sect. After visiting the iconic monastery we will visit Kibber which is said to be one of the highest 
village in India. you may visit the Kibber Wildlife Sanctuary and explore the rich fauna and flora of the place.

Kalpa to Kaza sight seeing options inlude Tabo, Dhankar, Nako, Kibber & kye
monestry. Distance:-190kms

DAY  04

Today we will visit Hikkim which is the highest post office in the world and mail some postcards and letters. After that we will visit the 
highest village in India at 4600 Meters i.e. Komic. We will also visit the monastery in Komic and click some pictures of nearby snow 
laden peaks and later on drive back to Kaza.

Extend your stay in Kaza for one more days for sight seeing.

DAY  05

Extend another day in guest house at Sangla/Kinnaur. Explore sangla and kunnaur.. You have whole day enjoy winter sun in sangla.

DAY  06

End of Trip here. Reach shimla explore shimla by your own
