The Rashbam also points out that this 713pn was only
enacted for cases where there were sons other than the
deceased son, and the land will remain with the descend-
ants of the n». However, in cases where there were only
other daughters, and certainly if this daughter of the
deceased son was the only descendant of the ni, she
would get the entire inheritance as according to the
original Halachah, because
