Some of the key topics and concepts that we will learn about
include:

772n - In order to eat from the Korban Pesach, one must be
appointed to a pre-designated group of people with whom he
will be eating his Korban. This group is called a nman.

n>»o refers to the Mitzvah for a person to place his hands and
lean with all his might on the head of his sacrifice before it is
slaughtered, and is performed on every 7m 1277 of a2 - as
stated in the Torah;

If one makes a pledge to bring a 1277 or another 7273 to the Bais
